Honda Dozer Blade Usage

Honda dozer blades are designed to give safe and dependable service if operated according to
instructions and intended use: Ground leveling, outdoor snow removal and light-duty dirt moving.

Honda dozer blades are intended to be used by an experienced, trained cperators familiar with the use of
power equipment. Do not allow a child or an inexperienced, untrained operater to use this dozer blade.
Operating this equipment requires special effort on your par to ensure your safety and the safety of
others. Read and understand the Lawn Tractor owner's manual and this operator's manual.

Clear Area

Be aware of any large obstacles that could camage the blade if impacted at high speed.

Keep people and pets out of the work area. Stop the machine if anyone enters the work area.

DESCRIPTION OF CONTROLS

Lift Lever

The lift lever has two positions which raise and
lower the dozer blade.

Transport position raises dozer blade for transport.
L.ockout position lowers dozer blade for operation.

This position locks out the lift assist spring and is
used when removing, installing and operating the
dozer blade.

Dozer Blade Angle Release Handle

Pull the release handle to adjust the angle of the
blade. There are three positions; straight across,
25° to the left and 25° to the right.

Skid Shoes

The skid shoes can be adjusted to control how deep
the blade can penetrate the material being moved.

There are 8 positions that the skid shoes can be
adjusted [see page 12),

For proper operation, make sure the two 26 |b counterweights (optional) are instalted on the
counterweight bracket (optional). Also, make sure the counterweights are secured with the rod and spring
clip.

The seat switch is part of the interlock system. if the interlock system is not working properly, repair it
before operating the dozer blade.

The engine will shut off if the operator leaves the seat and the speed control pedal is out the of neutral
position (see the lawn tractor owner’s manual}.

For your safety, and to prolong the service life of your equipment, always inspect the dozer blade before
each use. Refer to Before Each Use on[page 7|

If you have the optional tire chains installed, inspect them and make sure they are secure.

Inspect the position of the two skid shoes, and make sure they are properly positioned for conditions. See
[page 10]for skid shoe adjustment.

Perform the BEFORE OPERATION checks listed in the lawn tractor owner's manual.
It may be necessary to install the chain kit option depending on your operating conditions.
Refer to of this manual for option details.

CHECK WORK AREA

For your safety and the safety of others, always inspect the area before operating the dozer blade

Objects

Anything which can be picked up by the dozer blade and thrown is a potential hazard to you and others.
Always remove any large debris from the work area.

Remove motor vehicles or other objects from the area to prevent them from getting damaged.

People and Pets

People and animals near the work area can move into your path or into a position where they could be
struck by thrown objects. Clear the area of pets, people, and especially children. Their safety is your
responsibility.

Accidents can occur if the operator is not alert to the presence of children. Children are often attracted to
the dozer blade activity. Never assume that children will remain where you last saw them.

Keep children out of the work area and under the watchful eye of another responsible adult.

Be alert and turn off the machine if children enter the area.

PROTECTIVE CLOTHING

Wearing protective clothing will reduce your risk of injury. Long pants and eye protection will reduce the
risk of injuries from thrown objects. Wear hearing protection. Always wear sturdy footwear (preferabiy
steel-toed shoes). Clothing worn by the operator should be fairly tight and belted. Loose clothing should
not be permitted because of the danger of getting intc moving parts. Tie up or restrain long hair.

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

Before operating the dozer blade for the first time, please review the IMPORTANT SAFETY
INFORMATION beginning on LAWN TRACTOR SAFETY in the Lawn Tractor owner’'s manual,
and the previous chapter, titled BEFORE OPERATION.

Even if you have operated other dozer blades, take time to become familiar with how this dozer blade
works, and practice in a safe area until you build up your skills.

For your safety, avoid starting or operating the engine in an enclosed area such as a garage. Your lawn
tractor engine exhaust contains poisonous carbon monoxide gas which can collect rapidly in an enclosed
area and cause illness or death.

The following precautions are suggested to help prevent accidents. A careful operator is the best
operator. Most accidents can be avoided by cbserving certain precautions. Read the following
precautions before operating the dozer blade to help prevent accidents.

* Equipment must be operated only by those who are responsible and instructed te do so.

Never allow children to operate the dozer blade.

Do not allow anyone to fide on the dozer blade.

Be aware of the dozer blade angied direction. Do not angle blade at anyone.

Never leave the engine running unattended. Always shut OFF the engine, remove the ignition key, and
wait for all moving parts to stop before |leaving the operator's position.

Be sure the area is clear of other people before operation. Stop the machine if anyone enters the area.
Do not operate the dozer blade with children, pets or others nearby.

Watch out for traffic when operating near or crossing roadways. Slow down before turning and
approach blind corners cautiously.

Always observe the area ahead. Avoid obstacles and stay away from heles, ditches, soft or steep
embankments and other potentially dangerous areas.

if you strike a foreign object, shut off the engine, set the parking brake, and remove the ignition key.
Inspect and repair any damage before operating dozer blade again.

Always use the weight bracket kit and counterweights {purchased separately} for traction and proper
balance.

Always observe the terrain. Watch for and avoid obstacles. Stay away from holes, ditches, soft or
steep embankments and other potentially dangerous terrain.

Wet surfaces reduce traction and stability. Always maintain proper traction. Grip the lawn tractor
steering wheel firmly.

Operate the tractor at low speeds. Be particularly careful in any area where the blade might snag on
solid objects and bring the tractor to a sudden stop.

Prevent damage to the dozer blade by removing farge foreign objects from the operational area.

« Always remain in the operator’s position when operating the dozer blade.

Snow Removal
Never operate the dozer blade without good visibility.

Foreign objects in snow may be thrown farther than the snow itself. Use the slowest ground speed
possible to achieve a satisfactory job. Stay aware of the dozer blades angled position.

After stopping the dozer blade in wet freezing conditions, lift the dozer blade off the ground surface to
prevent the dozer blade from freezing to the ground.

Slopes

Slopes are a major factor in loss-of-control and tip-over accidents, which can result in severe injury or
death. All slopes require extra caution. If you cannot back up the slope or feel uneasy on it, do not
operate on a slope.

Remove obstacles such as rocks, tree limbs, etc.
Watch for holes, ruts, or bumps. Uneven terrain could overturn the lawn tractor.

Always remove snow up and down the face of slopes, never across slopes. Do not operate near
drop-offs, ditches, or embankments. The lawn tractor could suddenly overturn if a wheel goes over the
edge of a cliff or ditch, or if an edge caves in.

Always use counterweights for stability and traction.

Do not turn on slopes unless necessary, and then raise the dozer blade, then turn slowly and gradually
downhill.

Do not start or stop suddenly when going up or down a slope. Keep all movement on slopes slow and
gradual. Do not make any sudden changes in speed or direction.

If the machine is unable to continue moving uphill, check the area on the ground immediately behind the
machine, watch the area to the rear, and proceed backward slowly.

Do not operate dozer blade on steep slopes where there is a risk of overturning. Do not operate the lawn
tractor on slepes greater the 10°. Use a slope gauge to check the slope if you are not sure.

Use extra care when using this attachment. The extra weight can change the stability of the lawn tractor.
Do not try to stabilize the dozer blade by putting your foot on the ground.
Do not park the machine on a hill.

BEFORE OPERATION
Adjusting Bilade Lift

Before adjusting the blade lift, set the tractor on a
level surface and lock the parking brake. Stop the
engine and remove the ignition key.

1. Lower the blade to the ground.

2. To increase the iift height, loosen nut A, and
tighten nut B.

3. To decrease the lift height, loosen nut B and
tighten nut A.

4. After adjusting, tighten both nuts against the lift
arm link.

5. Lift the blade to check the adjustment.
Repeat above steps, if necessary.

7. To obtain the maximum blade lift, adjust the lift
rod length so that the up-stop contacts the frame
brackets when the blade is in the raised position.

Skid Shoe Adjustment

Adjust the skid shoes far the type of work to be
perfoermed.

Grading

When using the blade for leveling and grading jobs,
set the skid shoes so that the blade is in contact
with the ground.

Snow Removai

When clearing snow on a paved surface, set the
skid shoes to allow approximately 1/4" of clearance
between the blade and the pavement.

On gravel surface 1/2" to 3/4" of clearance
depending on the size of gravet.

On rock surface, adjust for the targest rock that the
biade should be expected to clear.

2. Remove the 5/16" lock pin and the 3/8" clevis pin.

3. Set the skid shoe to provide the proper
clearance between the plate edge and the
bottom of the skid shoe.

Adjusting Blade Angle

Put the blade at an angle when clearing snow or
light material. This will decrease the amount of
power needed to move the material, and decrease
rear wheel slippage.

1. There are three blade positions. Straight across,
25° to the left and 25° to the right.

2, Pull the blade angiing handle.

3. If you want to set the blade 25° to the left, start
driving slightly to the right. Once the blade starts
to move to the left, release the blade angling
handle. Continue until the blade locks in place.

4. If you want to set the blade 25 to the right, start
driving slightly to the feft. Once the blade starts
to move to the right, release the blade angling
handle. Continue until the blade locks in place.

Lift Lever
There are two positions to set the lift lever.

TRANSPORT - raises the blade for transport.

LOCKOUT - This position locks the blade in the
down position.

Starting

Read the lawn tractor owner's manual carefully. Be
thoroughly familiar with the controls and proper use
of the lawn tractor. Know how to stop the lawn
tractor and disengage the controls quickly.

Refer to the lawn tractor owner's manual for detailed
instructions on starting the engine and parking the
lawn tractor.

1. Pull the lift lever to the transport position.

Start the engine.

Drive to the work area with the blade raised.
Move the throttle lever to the FAST position.

Adjust the lawn tractor ground speed as needed.
Use the travel pedal to change ground speed,
never the throttle. For best performance, a lower
ground speed should be used.

7. Angle the blade as necessary for the type or
work being performed.
