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Getting started
Phone setup

Installing the micro-SIM card
Power off your phone before installing the micro-SIM card.

1. Insert your fingernail into the slot at the bottom
left of the back cover and lift it up gently.

2. Hold the micro-SIM card with the cut corner
oriented as shown and slip it info the card holder.

Important: Your phone only supports micro-SIM
card.To avoid damage to the phone, do not use
ofher kinds of SIM cards or a non-standard micro-SIM
card cut from a SIM card.You can obtain the
standard micro-SIM card from your service provider.

3. Align the back cover with the back of the phone
and press the cover back into place. Make sure all
the tabs are secure and there are no gaps around
the cover.

Installing the microSDHC card

The microSDHC card can be installed and removed
while the phone is powered on. Unmount the microSDHC
card before removing or replacing it.
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1. Remove the back cover.

2. Hold your microSDHC card with the metal contacts
facing down and slide it into the card slof.

3. Press the back cover gently back into place until
you hear a click.

Note: Some applications may require a microSDHC
card to work normally or may store certain data on
it. Therefore, it is recommended that you keep a

microSDHC card installed and not remove or replace it randomly.

Charging the battery

Your phone’s battery should have enough power for the phone fo turn on,
find a signal, and make a few calls. You should fully charge the battery as
soon as possible.

If the battery is low, there will be a pop-up message on the screen. As you
charge your phone, the screen will tell you the exact battery level each time
you wake up your phone.

Warning! Use only ZTE-approved chargers and cables.The use of unapproved
accessories could damage your phone or cause the battery fo explode.

Caution: Do not change the built-in rechargeable battery in your phone by
yourself. The battery can only be changed by ZTE or a ZTE authorized service
provider.

1. Insert the charger’s connector info the charging

port. Be sure fo insert the connector in the correct
orientation. Do noft force the connector info the port.

2. Plug the charger into a standard AC wall outlet. If
the phone is on, you'll see a charging icon, such
as [ or . appear on the status bar.

3. When the battery is fully charged, unplug the charger and disconnect it
from the phone.

Note: If the battery is extremely low, you may be unable to power on the
phone even when it is being charged. In this case, tfry again affer charging
the phone for af least 10 minutes. Contact customer service if you sfill cannot
power on the phone after prolonged charging.

Extending the battery life

Active applications, screen brightness levels, Bluefooth, Wi-Fi usage and GPS
functionality can drain your battery. You can follow the helpful tips below to
conserve your battery power:

* Reduce the screen backlight time.
» Lower the screen brightness.
» Turn auto-sync, Wi-Fi, and Bluetooth off when not in use.

+ Disable the GPS function when not in use. Most applications using this
function will periodically query the GPS satellites for your current location;
each query drains your battery.

Powering your phone on/ off

Make sure the micro-SIM card is inserted in your phone and the battery is
charged.

» Press and hold the Power key to power on your phone.

+ To power it off, press and hold the Power key to open the options menu.
Tap Power off > OK.

« If the screen freezes or takes too long fo respond, fry pressing and
holding the Power key to open the options menu.Tap Restart and
then tap OK.

Sefting up your phone for the first time

When you first power on your phone after initial purchase or reset it fo factory
setftings (see Seftings - Personal - Backup & resef), you need fo set up your
phone settings before using it.

1. Tap the language field to select the language you want fo use and then
fap Start.

2. Select data use connections and fap Next.

3. Tap Skip fo set up Wi-Fi connections later or fap a network. If the network is
secured, enter the password and tap Connect > Next.

4. Set the date, time, and time zone, or use date and time data provided by
the network.Then tap Next.

5. Tap Existing or New fo sign into a Google account. Follow the instructions
fo complete setup.You can also tap Not now fo set up an account lafer.

6. Configure the Google location options and tap Next.

7. Enter your name, which the phone uses to personalize some apps, and
fap |-

8. You will be prompted to accept the ferms of Google service.Tap Next
fo continue.

9. Tap Finish fo complete the setup.

Note: If the SIM is noft installed, the step for selection of data use connections
would be skipped, and you will be prompted to read the instructions that
came with your phone.
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Locking/Unlocking the screen and keys

Your phone allows you to quickly lock the screen and keys (put the phone
into sleep mode) when not in use and to turn the screen back on and unlock
it when you need it.

Locking the screen and keys
To quickly turn the screen off and lock the keys, press the Power key.

Note: To save battery power, the phone autfomatically turns off the screen
after a certain period of time when you leave it idle. You will sfill be able to
receive messages and calls while the phone screen is off.

Unlocking the screen and keys
1. Press the Power key to turn the screen on.
2. Press and hold any blank area of the screen.

Note: If you have set an unlock pattern, PIN or password for your phone (see
Personalizing - Protfecting your phone with screen locks), you'll need to draw
the pattern or enter the PIN/password to unlock your screen.

Using the touch screen

Your phone’s touch screen lets you control actions through a variety of fouch
gestures.

» Tap
When you want to type using the on-screen keyboard, select on-screen
items such as application and setftings icons, or tap on-screen buttons,
simply tfap them with your finger.

+ Press and hold
To open the available options for an item (such as a message or link in a
web page), press and hold the item.

+ Swipe or slide
To swipe or slide means to quickly drag your finger vertically or horizontally
across the screen.

* Drag
To drag, press and hold your finger with some pressure before you start fo
move your finger. While dragging, do not release your finger until you have
reached the farget position.

* Pinch
In some apps (such as Maps, Browser, and Gallery), you can zoom in and
out by placing two fingers on the screen at once and pinching them
together (to zoom out) or spreading them apart (fo zoom in).

* Rotate the screen

For most screens, you can automatically change the screen orientation
from portrait fo landscape by turning the phone sideways.

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Getlting fo know the home screen

The home screen is the starting point for your phone’s applications, functions,
and menus. You can customize your home screen by adding application
icons, shortcuts, folders, widgets, and more.

Extended home screens

Your home screen extends beyond the initial screen, providing more space to
add icons, widgets, and more. Simply swipe left or right on the screen to see
the extended home screens.

Creating, deleting, or setting the home screens

1. Pinch or spread two fingers on the home screen.

2. Tap mm on the blank screen to create a new home screen; tap [&) on the
corner of a screen to delete it; tap |5 on the bottom of a screen to set it as
the main home screen; drag a screen o adjust its place.
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Personalizing

Changing the system language
1. From the home screen, tap - > Settings > Language & input > Language.
2. Select the language you want.

Setting the date and time
1. From the home screen, tap -~ > Settings > Date & time.

2. Uncheck Automatic date & time and Automatic time zone if you want to
set the date, fime, and time zone yourself.

3. Set the date, time, fime zone, and date/time format.

Changing ringtone and notification sound

You can customize the default ringtone for incoming calls and the default
notification sound.

1. From the home screen, tap - > Settings > Sound.

2. Tap Phone ringtone or Default notification sound.

3. Scroll through the ringtone list and select the ringfone you want to use.
4. Tap OK.

Tip: (see People - Editing confacts - Setting a ringfone for a contact) for how
fo assign a special ringfone to an individual contact.

Turning on/off touch sounds
1. From the home screen, tap - > Settings > Sound.
2. Check or uncheck Touch sounds.
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Adjusting volumes

1. From the home screen, tap - > Settings > Sound > Volumes.
2. Drag the sliders to adjust the volume for each type of audio.
3. Tap OK to save.

Tip: You can adjust the media volume when a media application is in use by
pressing the Volume Up/Down key. If no media application is active, press
the Volume Up/Down key to adjust ringfone volume (or the earpiece volume
during a call).

Switching to silent mode
You can set the phone to silent mode by using one of the following methods.

+ Press and hold the Power key and then tap 4 to enable silent mode, tap
{LJ} fo enable silent mode with vibration, or tap € fo disable silent mode.

» Keep pressing the Volume Down key when no media application is active.
When the Egicon appears on the status bar, the phone is set to silent
mode with vibration. When the [ icon appears on the status bar, the
phone is in silent mode.

+ From the home screen, tap = > Settings > Sound > Silent mode, and tap
Vibrate or Mute.

Applying new wallpapers

You can set the wallpaper for the home screen or lock screen.

1. Press and hold any blank area of the screen.

2. Tap Wallpaper.

3. Tap Wallpaper for home screen or Wallpaper for lock screen.
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4. Select a wallpaper source from Gallery, Photos, Live, or Wallpapers and
choose the image or animation you want to use as the wallpaper.

5. For images from Gallery and Photos, crop the picture if necessary and tap
OK (for Galllery) or SET WALLPAPER (for Photos). For Live and Wallpapers,
tfap Set Wallpaper.

Note: Live wallpapers and photos are not available for the lock screen.

Changing screen brightness
1. From the home screen, tap : I > Settings > Display > Brightness.

2. Tap AUTO to make the phone adjust the screen brightness automatically,
or drag the slider to adjust the brightness manually.

Protecting your phone with screen locks

You can protect your phone by creating a screen lock. When enabled, you
need to press and hold certain icon, draw a pattern or enter a numeric PIN or
password to unlock the phone's screen and keys.

1. From the home screen, tap - > Settings > Security.
2. Tap Screen lock.
3. Tap Long press, Pattern, PIN, or Password.

+ Tap Long press to enable screen lock and allow unlock with a “press
and hold” gesture. You can unlock the screen by fapping and holding
on a blank area of the screen.

» Tap Pattern to create a pattern you must draw to unlock the screen.

+ Tap PIN or Password fo set a numeric PIN or a password that you must
enter to unlock your screen.
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Screen lock options are listed in the approximate order of the strength of
their security, starting with None and Long press, which provide no security. A
pattern provides minimal security, although it can be more convenient than
the stronger options.

Protecting your phone with encryption

You can encrypt all the data on your phone: Google Accounts, application
data, music and other media, downloaded information, and so on. If you
do, you must enfer a numeric PIN or a password each time you power on
your phone.

Warning! Encryption is irreversible.The only way fo revert fo an unencrypted
phone is to perform a factory data reset which erases all your data.

Encryption provides additional protection in case your phone is stolen and
may be required or recommended in some organizations. Consult your
system administrator before turning encryption on.In many cases the PIN or
password you set for encryption is controlled by the system administrator.

Before turning on encryption, prepare as follows:

» Set alock screen PIN or password.

+ Charge the battery.

+ Keep the phone connected to the charger.

» Schedule an hour or more for the encryption process. You must not interrupt
it or you will lose some or all of your data.

When you're ready to furn on encryption

1. From the home screen, tap : > Settings > Security > Encrypt phone.

2. Read the information about encryption carefully.
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The Encrypt phone button is dimmed if your battery is not charged or your
phone is not plugged in.

If you change your mind about encrypting your phone, tap the Back key.
Warning! If you interrupt the encryption process, you will lose data.

3. Tap Encrypt phone.

4. Enter your lock screen PIN or password and tap Next.

5. Tap Encrypt phone again.

The encryption process starts and displays its progress. Encryption can take
an hour or more, during which time your phone may restart several fimes.

When encryption is completed, you're prompted to enter your PIN or
password.

Subsequently you must enter your PIN or password each time you power on
your phone in order to decrypt it.

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Using the nofifications panel

Notifications report the arrival of new messages,
calendar events, and alarms, as well as ongoing
events, such as when you've configured your phone
as a Wi-Fi hotspot. You can open the Notifications
Panel to view the details of notifications.

+ To open the Notifications Panel, swipe your finger
down from the top of the screen.

+ To close the Nofifications Panel, swipe your finger .
up from the botfom of the screen or tap the Back key. |

Responding fo or removing a notification

In the Notifications Panel, you can respond fo a
notification or remove the notifications.The
Notifications Panel also supports expandable
notifications that let you perform additional actions
right from the notification itself.

To respond to a nofification, just tap it.

To remove a notification, swipe it left or right.
To remove all noftifications, fap P4 in the top right corner.

Press and hold a notfification and then fap App info fo identify the
application that created it.To turn off nofifications from that application if
needed, uncheck Show notifications in the App info screen.

Most apps that send notifications, such as Gmail and Google+, have
nofification settings that you can adjust.

Note: If you turn off notifications for an app, you may miss its important alerts
and updates.

To connect fo a secured network, you first need to get the security details
from the network’s administrator.

+ MAC address: Check the MAC address.

- IP address: Check the phone’s IP address.

Using Wi-Fi Direct

Wi-Fi Direct allows Wi-Fi devices to connect to each other without the need for
wireless access points (hotspots).

Connecting to another device via Wi-Fi Direct

1. From the home screen, tap = > Settings > Wi-Fi.

2. Tap f| > Wi-Fi Direct to turn on Wi-Fi direct.

3. Your phone will search for other devices enabled with Wi-Fi direct
connections.

4. Tap a device name to begin the connection process.
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Note: The target device must also have Wi-Fi Direct service activated and
running before it can be detfected by your phone.

5. The other device will receive a Wi-Fi Direct connection prompt and needs
to accept the request for connection.

6. Once connected the device is displayed as “Connected” in the Wi-Fi
Direct devices list.

Sending data via Wi-Fi Direct

1. Open the appropriate application and select the file or item you want to
share.

2. Select the option for sharing via Wi-Fi.The method may vary by application
and data type.

3. Tap a device the phone has connected with or wait for it to search for new
devices and tap one of them.

Receiving data via Wi-Fi Direct

nofification in the status bar.Tap Accept to start receiving the data.

Received files are stored automatically in a dedicated folder (WLANShare, for
instance).You can access them with the File Manager app.

Connecting to Bluetooth devices

Bluetooth is a short-range wireless communication technology. Phones or
other devices with Bluefooth capabilities can exchange information wirelessly
within a distance of about 11 yards (10 meters).The Bluefooth devices must
be paired before the communication is performed.
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Turning Bluetooth on/off

1. From the home screen, tap - > Settings > Bluetooth.

2. Slide the Bluetooth switch to the On or Off position.

When Bluetooth is on, the . icon will appear in the status bar.

Changing the device name

Pairing with another Bluetooth device

devices and tap Pair. Alternately, enter a Bluetooth passkey and tap Pair.

Pairing is successfully completed when the other device accepts the
connection or the same passkey is entered.

Note: The Bluetooth passkey may be fixed for certain devices such as
headsets and handsfree car kits. You can try entering 0000 or 1234 (the most
common passkeys) or refer fo the documents for that device.

You can connect your phone fo a computer with a USB cable and transfer
music, pictures, and other files in both directions. Your phone stores these files
in internal storage or on a removable microSDHC card.
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Connecting your phone fo a computer via USB
1. Connect your phone to the PC with a USB cable.
2. Open the Notifications Panel and tap Ed (Connected as...).
3. Choose one of the following opfions:

+ Charge only: Charge your phone via USB.

« Install driver: Install the driver needed for some USB connection modes
(such as MTP).

+ Media device (MTP): Transfer media files on Windows® or Mac®.
+ Camera (PTP): Transfer photos using camera software.

Connecting with Windows Media® Player

You can sync music on your phone and the computer installed with Windows
Media Player.

1. Connect the phone with your computer via USB and choose Media
device (MTP).

2. Open Windows Media Player and synchronize music files.

Disconnecting your phone from the computer

To disconnect the phone from the computer, simply unplug the USB cable
when you're finished.

Removing the microSDHC card from your phone

If you need to remove the microSDHC card while the phone is on, you should
unmount it first,

Note: You cannot unmount the microSDHC card as the instructions below
when the USB is connected as Media device (MTP).
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1. From the home screen, tap =~ > Settings > Storage.
2. Scroll down and fap Unmount SD card > OK.

3. The ﬂ icon appears in the status bar and you can now safely remove the
microSDHC card from the phone.

Erasing microSDHC card

Connecting to virtual private networks

Virtual private networks (VPNs) allow you to connect to the resources inside
a secured local network.VPNs are commonly deployed by corporations,
schools, and other institutions fo let people access local network resources
when not on campus, or when connected to a wireless network.

Depending on the type of VPN you are using, you may be required fo enter
your login credentials or install security cerfificates before you can connect to
your VPN.You can get this information from your network administrator.

Adding a VPN

2. Tap Add VPN profile and fill in the information provided by your network
administratfor.

Note: You need fo set a lock screen PIN or password before you can use
credential sforage.

The VPN is added to the list on the VPN screen.

Rejecting a call
When you receive a phone call, slide up to reject the call.

You can also slide E up fo reject the call and select a preset text message
or edit one to send to the caller.

Tip: To edit the preset text response, tap -~ > Settings > Call settings > Quick
responses.

Working with the call log

The call log is a list of all the calls you've placed, received, or missed. It
provides a convenient way to redial a number, return a call, or add a number
to your Contacts.

With this feature, you can talk to two people at the same time.

Numbers do this you must know your micro-SIM card’s PIN2
code.

TTY mode Your phone is a TTY compatible device. ATTY

device can allow people who have hearing or
speech disabilities fo communicate by telephone.
Simply connect the TTY device fo the phone's
headset jack. Select a TTY mode for your phone to
work with a TTY device, or turn TTY off.

Hearing aids

Check this option fo turn on hearing aid
compatibility.

DTMF tones Set the length of dual-tone multi-frequency signal
tones.
Speed dial Set speed dialing keys.

Auto answer

Allow the phone to answer incoming calls
aufomatically and set the auto answer deftails.

Call forwarding

Forward your incoming calls to a different number.
And choose when to forward: Always forward,
Forward when busy, Forward when unanswered, or
Forward when unreachable.

Dialpad touch tones

Check this option to enable the phone dial pad
sound.

Quick responses

Edit the text message that you can send to the
caller while rejecting his/her call.

Additional settings

Caller ID: Choose whether people you call can see
your number.

Call waiting: See new incoming calls while you're
on another call.

You can add contacts on your phone and synchronize them with the
contacts in your Google account or other accounts that support contact
syncing.

From the home screen, tap . From there, you can tap the tabs on the top of

Checking contact details
