SIKKERHEDSFORESKRIFTER
For start af motoren skal denne betjeningsvejledning laeses og for stas.
Personer under 18 ar maikke arbejde med maskinen.
Ved arbejde med universaltraktoren bar sikkerhedsanvisningerne falges ngje. Gennemlaes
betjeningsvejledningen grundigt inden du starter din maskine. Vaa sikker pa at du omgaende kan stoppe
maskinen og slukke motoren i tilfadde af uheld. Samtlige instruktioner omkring sikkerhed og vedligehol del se af
fraeseren tjener til din sikkerhed.
En Pro Trac maikke brugestil andet arbejde end der er beskrevet i betjeningsvejledningen.
Brug kun tilbeher og originale reservedele anbefal et af Texas. Montering af ikke godkendte dele kan medfere
foraget risiko for defekt og er derfor ikke tilladt. Ethvert ansvar fraskrives ved ulykke eller anden skade som

forarsages pga. montering af uoriginale dele.

OPSTART

Far opstart checkes fglgende med maskinen i vandret position:
- Tra&k motorens oliepind ud og controller om olieniveauet er mel lem de to maarker pa pi nden
- Check gearkasse olien pa same méde (fig.4).
- Check Iuftfilteret.
- Check at koblingskablet har lidt frigang (fig.6).
- Kontroller at alle gearstaanger star i neutral.

ARBEJDET MED MASKINEN

Pavirk koblingshandtaget 1 (fig. 2) og vadg det gnskede gear ved hjadp af gearstang (fig. 3); vadg ogsa hgj eller
lav gear omrade ved hjadp af gearstang 3 (fig. 2). Hvis det ikke lykkedes at ramme et gear slaek lidt pa
koblingen samtidigt med at gearstangen pavirkes.

Hvis maskinen ikke karer nar koblingen dippes, kontroller at transport frikoblingshandtaget 20 (fig.3) er drejet

fremad.

EFTER ARBEJDET
For at standse motoren sadtes alle gearstaanger og PTO | neutral og slip dedemandsgrebet.

VEDLIGEHOLD
Pro Trac 1800 kraever et minimum af vedligeholdelse. Alligevel anbefales det at man falger nedenstéende
punkter, for at holde maskinen | topform.
- Check jaevnligt at bolte og metrikker er spaandte, specielt boltene til fraeserknivene, motoren samt
metrikkerne til fraeser aggregatet.
- Smear gaskabel og koblingskabel.
- Check at der altid er lidt frigang i koblingskablet.
- Fjern blade, grass og andre urenheder fra der matte sidde omkring nettet i motorens blaeserhus.
- Oliestand og luftfilter ber ofte kontrollers.
- Syrestand pa batteriet skal kontrollersjaavnligt.
- Hvismaskinen ikke skal brugesi en laangere periode bear batteriet fjernes og opbevares pa et tart sted og
genoplades mindst 1 gang pr. maned.

90W.

Olie skiftes for hver 300 timer eller en gang om aret.

FRASERGEAR:
Check oliestand for hver 100 timer, olien skal na proppen | gearets dasksel (fig.8). Hvis ngdvendigt efterfyld
med samme olie type som gearkassen. Olien skiftes for hver 300 timer eller en gang om &ret.

GODE RAD:

1) Koblingen maikke veare udkoblet for lange.

2) Lad ikke maskinen stai regnveir.

3) Overbelast ikke gearvadgeren hvis maskinen ikke straks falder i gear, men arbejd lidt med koblingen samtidg
med at gearvadgeren pavirkes.

VINTEROPBEVARING:

Vask maskinen grundigt, skift olie pA motor, gearkasse og fraesergear. Rens Iuftfilter, efterse frasserknive meget
didte knive udskiftes efterspaand ogsa | se bolte og metrikker.

Opbevar adrig maskinen sammen med dyrefoder eller gadning, da maskinen herved kan ruste.

TILBEHZR

FRAESER:

Den efterhaangte fraeser brugestil at bryde det gverste jordlag, for derved at gare det mere luftigt og lade vand
traange igennem samtidig med at ukrudt fjernes.

Frassning i hard jord skal skei laveste gear, i 1@s og sandet jord vadges et hgjere gear. Frasserdybden reguleres
ved at bevagge den midterste kniv op eller ned. Hvis der gnskes starre fraeserdybde flyttes kniven opad. Start
altid med at freese i laveste dybde og herefter fraeser dybden til det gnskede.

Hvis maskinen hopper fremad i hard jord skal den midterste kniv stillesi det 3. hul. | sandet eller normal jord
skal det midterste hul benyttes og brug hgjdeinstillingshandtaget til at justere arbejdsdybden. Husk at
kontrollere knivene er korrekt monteret. Arbejdsbredden kan udvides ved at forgge skjoldets bredde. Det er
muligt at forege hjulbredden, da der findes hjulforlaangere pa 6, 12 og 22 cm. Der fas hjulvasgte (36 kg/stk.) til
maskinen, sa den stér bedre fast.

Thank you for choosing our rotovator; we are sure that your new machine’s performance will meet your
requirementsin full. To ensure optimum service and maintenance of its qualities over time, read this manual
carefully and follow the instructions. Thiswill give you the best results and protect your investment.

Texas constantly works on continued development of machines and accessories therefore we reserve the right to
change the machines in shape, technique and design.

SAFETY REGULATIONS
CAUTION! Before starting the engine, read this manual car efully.
Never alow the machine to be used by anyone under 18 years of age.
By working with the Pro Trac 1800 the safety regulations should be followed. Read the user manual carefully
before you start your machine. Be certain that you are able to stop the machine and turn off the engine in case of
an accident. The instructions regarding safety and maintenance serve for your safety.
Y ou must not use your ProeTrac for other purposes than the ones described in the manual.
Only use accessories and original spare parts recommended by Texas. Assembly of non-approved parts can
cause increased risk of defect. Texasis not responsible for any damage caused because of use of unoriginal
parts.

Before using the machine, the dealer should instruct the user in correct use and maintenance of the machine.

The one who operates the machine is responsible for other personsin the working area. Never use the machines
when children or animals are near by.

The machine must only be used by persons who are confident with the machine..

The machine must only be used by persons, who are not tired and in good shape. Y ou must not use the machine
under influence of alcohol, drugs or medicine..

The controlling units which was mounted from the side of the fabric, like the clutch cable, must not be removed.

WORK ON THE MACHINE
If you have dismounted the safety equipment you cannot use the machine until you have mounted the safety
equipment again. By cleaning, maintenance and mounting by the below objects, the engine shall be
disconnected and the sparking plug cover shall be removed.
Mounting of accessories
Maintenance of engine and machine
Adjustments and repairs

Cleaning/removal of blockings

Transport and storage of machine.



Daily maintenance
Clean the engine and gear box on adaily basisfor grass, leaves and oil in order to prevent afire..
If you use a garden hose for cleaning the machine you must never wash directly on the engine.
A damaged muffler causes much noise and should be replaced.
By repairs you must only use original spare parts.

Then engine’s number of revolutions has been adjusted from the side of the fabric. The permanent max
adjustment protects the engine and must not be changed..

Inspect the machine for defect operation and safety labels. Replace if defect
SAFETY LABELS
"WATCH OUT FOR ROTATING KNIVES?
Work with the machines on steep areas is dangerous. Only use the machine on areas where you can handle the
machine securely.

When working with the machine you must wear tight clothing, gloves and shoes/boots with slip proof soles..

STARTING THE MACHINE
Remember to check for oil everty time before you start the machine.

Every time you use the machine you should inspect for any faults and lacks. Draw particular attention to the
throttle control, clutch cable, switch, knives and for leakages in the fuel system.

The machine must only be started on an even surface. When the machine starts the user must have afirm grip
on the machine.

FILLING OF FUEL
Be careful when fuel isfilled, asit is very dangerous and it contains poisonous gasses and explosive material.

Y ou must never fill with fuel when the engineisrunning or if it iswarm. Always use afunnel or can with non-
drip edge when you fill with fuel.

Never smoke and avoid open fire during the filling.

If you spill fuel, you must clean it up straight away and start the machine at a large distance from the filling
area.

Draw attention to not spilling fuel on the working clothes. If you spill fuel on the clothes you much change
clothes before starting the machine.

Never fill with fuel in closed rooms.

WORKING CONDITIONS

Before using the machine, the handlebar must be adjusted to the correct working height..



Be careful when you work in hard and stony ground. Always keep both hands on the handle so that you work in
acalm and securely way.

Before working with the machine you should clean the earth for stones, metal parts or other firm objects. Watch
out for hidden roots and stumps.

Only operate the machine by appropriated lightning conditions.
Inspect bolts and nuts regularly. By noticeable vibrationes stop the machine immediately and look for the fault.

Y ou shall always stop the engine before leaving it.

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USER MANUAL

Before starting please inspect the following with the machine in horizontal position:
- Remove the engine oil gauge plug and make sure that oil reaches between the two notches on the rod.
- Check gearbox oil in the same way (fig.4). g
- Check the air filter.
- Check that the clutch wire has alittle clearance (fig.6).
- Make surethat all levers arein neutral.
- Check oil level inside tiller gearbox. :

- Fill the tank with fuel using afunnel provided with ¢ ==

filter. o

TO START THE ENGINE

1) Push the throttle lever to the halfway position. Press the dead-man handle (fig.6).

2) Apply full choke and start the engine.

3) Once the engine is started move the throttle control gradually to idle. Let the engine warm up before you start
working. Do not push the machine to hard the first 50 hours.

WORKING WITH THE MACHINE

Engage the clutch lever 1 (fig. 2) and choose the requested gear by moving the lever 18 (fig. 3); also choose fast
or slow speeds by moving the lever 3 (fig. 2). In case the gear does not insert immediately work the clutch lever
dlightly until the machine starts moving..

If the machine does not move check that the wheels lock release no. 20 is turned forward.

END OF WORK
After finishing work, to stop the engine, set the gearbox and PTO in idle and rel ease the dead-man safety lever.
If the machinesisfitted with electric starting, also remove the ignition key.

MAINTENANCE
Pro-Trac 1800 demands a minimum of maintenance. However, in order to keep the machine at its highest
performance the following operations are recommended:
- Check that all screws and nuts are always well tightened, particularly those fixing the tines, those of the engine
and of the rotary tiller at the flange.
- Lubricate the clutch and gas wires.
- Check that the clutch wire aways has alittle clearance.
- Remove any leaves and grass that may have deposited on the little net situated around the engine pulley..
- Oil levels should be checked often and the air filter should be cleaned frequently.
- Control the acid level on the battery regularly.

In case the machineis not to be used for along period, remove the battery keeping it in adry place and
recharge it once per month.



LUBRICATION
Note: to check ail levels always keep the machine in a horizontal position

ENGINE OIL:
Follow the directions in the instruction book of the engine carefully. Check the oil level every 4™ working hour
and change it every 50" working hour or once ayear. Use SAE 30W engine oil.

GEARBOX:

Check the oil level every 50th working hour if necessary refill with TEXACO GEAR TEX EPC 80-90W.
Shift the oil every 300th hour or once ayear.

The gearbox is emptied for old oil by removing the plug no. 19 fig. 3.

TILLER GEARBOX OIL:
Check the oil level every 100th hour, the oil shall reach the edge of the hole. If necessary refill with same oil
type as on the gearbox. The oil shall be shifted every 300th hour or once a year.

GOOD ADVICE:
1) Do not keep the clutch disengaged too long.
2) Never leave the machinein therain.

STORAGE:
Wash the machine carefully; change the oil inside the machine, the gearbox and the tiller gearbox; clean the air
filter. Sharpen and grease the knives, if they are badly worn they should be changed.

ACCESSORY

ROTARY TILLER:

Therotary tiller isused to break the superficial layer of the ground in order to increase its permability and at the
same time to get rid of weeds.

Tillage must be effected at the lowest speed if the ground is hard and tough, at afaster speed if itsis soft and
sandy. Tillage depth can be regulated by moving the central knife under the rotary tiller body forward or
backwards. To increase the depth, move the knife upward. Start work with the knife in the lowest pasostition
and thenraise it if greater depth isrequired.

If the machine jumps forward on very hard soils, the central knife should be lowered completely by fixing itin
the third hole. On normal or sandy soils keep the knife in the central hole and use the outer toothed rod to adjust
the working depth. Check that the knives have been fitted correctly. Tillage width can be adjusted by varying
the number of tines and regulating the cover width. When the tines are removed work on one side first, leaving
the others on; thiswill provide guidance and help to avoid common mistakes.
