Digital Cinema Sound (DCS)

Thisis the generic name of the surround sound
produced by digital signal processing
technology developed by Sony. Unlike previous
surround sound fields mainly directed at the
reproduction of music, Digital CinemaSoundis
designed specifically for the enjoyment of
movies.

Digital Infrared Audio Transmission
Recent times have been witness to the rapid
spread of DVDs, Digital Broadcasting Satellite
Receiver and other high-quality media. In order
to ensure that the subtle nuances endowed by
these high-quality media would be transmitted
with no accompanying deterioration, Sony
developed atechnology called “ Digitd Infrared
Audio Transmission” for the infrared
transmission of digital audio signals using no
compression, and it introduced it into the DAV -
LF10.

This technology transfers digital audio signals
using no compression inside the subcarrier
frequency band alocated by the IEC
(International Electronic Committee) and
JEITA (Japan Electronics and Information
Technology Industries Association) for hi-fi
audio transmission applications.

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Dolby Digital

This movie theater sound format is more
advanced than Dolby Surround Pro Logic. In
thisformat, the surround speakers output stereo
sound with an expanded frequency range, and a
subwoofer channel for deep bassis
independently provided.
