Safety Instructions

Use the following safety guidelines to help protect yourself and
your notebook.

When Using Your W431U Notebook Computer

CAUTION: Do not operate your portable computer for an
A extended period of time with the base resting directly on

your body. With extended operation, heat can potentially

build up in the base.

Allowing sustained contact with the skin could cause dis-

comfort or, eventually, a burn.

» Do not attempt to service the notebook yourself. Always follow
installation instructions closely.

» Do not carry a battery in your pocket, purse, or other container
where metal objects (such as car keys) could short-circuit the
battery terminals. The resulting excessive current flow can cause
extremely high temperatures and may result in damage from
burns.

* Be sure that nothing rests on your AC adapter’s power cable
and that the cable is not located where it can be tripped over or
stepped on.

Use it to move the pointer, select and activate items on the
screen.
6 Launch Keys
Buttons for launching frequently used programs.

Connects to USB devices (eg., USB mouse, USB camera).
2 External Monitor Port

The external monitor port allows you to connect an external

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Kensington Lock Port

The Kensington lock slot allows you to secure your notebook to
an immovable object through an optional security cable.
Modem Port

The modem port is used to attach a telephone line to the internal
56K modem.

IEEE 1394 Port

Connects to IEEE 1394 devices.

USB Port

Connects to USB devices (eg., USB mouse, USB camera).
Headphone Jack

Connects to a headphones or external speaker and amplifiers.
Microphone Jack

Connects to an external mono microphone.

Optical Drive

The Optical Drive allows you to play back a media discs, such as
CDs and DVDs.

Optical Drive Eject Button

The Optical Drive Enject Button allows you to open the Optical
Drive tray.

PC Card Slot

Accepts one Type Il 16-bit PC card or 32-bit CardBus PC card.
4-in-1 Card Slot

Accepts SD/MMC/MS/MS Pro modules. (Only one card can
operate at any given time.)

USB Port

Connects to USB devices (eg., USB mouse, USB camera).
LAN Port

Connects to LAN module connects your computer to other
computer/ networks through a local area network (LAN).
Power Port

These are open ports for the fan to dissipate heat from the
computer’s internal components. Do not block or place the
computer in such a position that you inadvertently allow the
outlets to become blocked.

Memory/ HDD Compartment

The memory portion of the compartment contains the system
RAM, while the HDD portion contains the hard disk drive.

1.2 Status LED Indicator

9. Power On/ Suspend

The power indicator lights con not whether your sytem is power on.
It has several different states, each one indicating your notebook’s
operating mode.

» Steady On: This means that there is power to your notebook and
that it is ready for use.

« Flashing: This means that your notebook is in Suspend mode.

« Off: This means that your system is either in Save-to-Disk mode,
or your notebook has been turned off with the power switch.




Battery Indicator
The battery indicator light tells you whether the Lithum ion battery
is charging or is already fully charged.

@ Hard Drive Activity Indicator
The hard drive activity indicator tells you whether your internal hard
drive is being accessed.

N Wireless LAN Activity Indicator
The wireless LAN activity indicator tells you whether your computer
is onnected to a wireless network or not.

ﬁ Num Lock Indicator

Lights up when the numeric mode is turned on by pressing [Num
LK]. You can use the embedded numeric keyboard for numeric
data input.

a Caps Lock Indicator

Lights up when the alphabet keys are locked in uppercase. The
words you input in this mode are all capital letters. Press [Caps
Lock] to turn on or turn off this mode.

Scroll Lock Indicator
Lights up when the Scroll Lock mode is turned on by pressing [Scr
LK]. Press [Scr LK] to turn on or turn off this mode.

W431U NOTEBOOK USER’S MANUAL
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Chapter 2 Operating Basics

This chapter provides information on basic operation including
connecting the AC adaptor, turning the computer on/off, using
touch-pad, keyboard, hot keys, battery, and so on. If you are new
to computers and to the operating system, this chapter can guide
you through the basic and try new exciting features.
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2.1 Using the Battery Pack

W431U notebook computer is designed to operate with one of the
following power sources:
» With AC power using the AC adapter connected to an electrical
outlet.
» With a Lithium-lon (Li-lon) battery pack.

You should use the AC adapter whenever it is possible, relying on
the battery pack only when AC power is unavailable.

Before you use your notebook computer, install and recharge the
battery pack first. The rechargeable Li-lon battery pack allows
you to operate your notebook computer without an external power
source. When you connect the AC power adapter, the battery im-
mediately starts to recharge. Quick battery charging time is 2.5
hours for Lithium-lon (Li-lon) battery pack when your computer is
turned off. Normal battery life time is 3.5 hours.

For maximum battery performance, fully discharge the battery first
before recharging it when you start to use it first time. To do so, un-
plug the AC adapter, turn off power management features (through
Setup and Windows), and turn on the system. Once the battery is
fully discharged, plug in the AC adapter and recharge the battery.

If you do not discharge the battery completely, it fails to accept a
full recharge.

* Li-lon battery is vulnerable, do not charge it with other power
adapter, or it may cause fire or explosion.

» Installing the Battery Pack <«

Your notebook computer provides the most convenient way to in-
stall the battery pack into your computer. To install the battery, first
orient the extended nose directed toward the compartment, then
following the sequence as shown in the figure below.

» Replacing the Battery «

When your notebook computer estimates that the battery only has
enough charge to continue for a few minutes, it will alert you with
a battery low warning beep. If you are consuming a lot of power
by using the audio system, the PC Card slots, the hard drives, and
optical disk drive, your notebook computer might run out of charge
much sooner than you expect. You should always respond to the
battery low indication by connecting to AC power or turning off your
notebook computer, or suspending to disk. If you do not do so, the
notebook computer will automatically suspend to disk and turn off.
The contents of the memory will store in the hard disk drive. You
will be unable to restart your notebook computer until you have
connected to the AC adapter or installed a charged battery. Please
follow the sequences on page 8 to replace the battery.
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1. Have a charged battery ready to install.

2. Shutdown your notebook computer and disconnect the AC
adapter.

3. Slide the battery release latches while pulling the battery from
the bay.

5. Slide the new battery into the bay. The pins will automatically
align with the connector.

6. Press the battery in until the battery release latches snap into
place.

7. Plug in the AC adapter and press the resume/suspend/power on
button.

» Be sure to save your data before replacing the battery pack or
connecting the AC adapter. Failure to do so can result in data loss.
» Danger of explosion if battery is incorrectly replaced. Replace
only with the same or equivalent type recommended by the manu-
facturer. Dispose of used batteries according to the manufacturer’s
instructions.

« If the Lithium-lon battery connector is not fully seated, you may
not be able to use your notebook computer or charge your battery.

» Maintenance of the AC Adapter <«

» Do not connect the adapter to any other device.

» Do not step on the power cord or place heavy objects on top of it.
Carefully route the power cord and any cables away from all po-
tential traffi c.

» When unplugging the power cord, do not pull on the cord itself but
pull on the plug.

» The total ampere rating of the equipment plugged in should not
exceed the ampere rating of the cord if you are using an exten-
sion cord. The total rating of all equipment plugged into a single
wall outlet should not exceed the fuse rating.

» Make sure the voltage of the power source before connecting
your notebook computer to the power outlet. If you are uncertain
of your power specifi cations, consult local dealer or Electricity
Company.
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2.2 Connecting the AC Power Source

The AC adapter provides external power source to your notebook
computer and charges the internal battery pack at the same time.
The AC adapter also has an auto-switching design that can con-
nect to any 100V AC ~ 240V AC power outlets.

To connect the power adapter:

1. Plug the AC power cord into the power socket of the AC power
adapter.

2. Plug the other end of the AC power cord to a live AC wall outlet.

3. Plug the connector of the AC adapter to the DC-IN port found at
the right of your notebook computer.

» Whenever possible, it is advisable to always have the AC adapter
connected to the notebook and the battery pack installed. This en-
sures continuous power supply and prevents any data loss incur-
ring from sudden power breakdown.

2.3 Turning Your Notebook On and Off

» Turning on the power <

The Power/Resume button is found on the top of the base unit.
Press the Power/Resume button to start your notebook computer
and check that if the Power LED turns on.

» Turning off the power «

If you are not going to use your notebook computer for a while, it
is best to turn off the power of your notebook computer for longer
use. Before turning off the power, you need to close first all applica-
tion programs and shutdown the operating system.

After turning off your notebook computer, make it a habit to leave
the LCD panel open for a while whenever used for an extended pe-
riod of time. This allows the inside parts of your notebook computer
to cool off. Closing the panel will force the heat up against the LCD
screen, which may degrade the LCD when done regularly. More
importantly, never close the LCD panel for a long period of time
when computer is on and power saving features are disabled.

2.4 Installing W431U Notebook Computer Device

already installed all the drivers along with the operating system. If
not, follow the procedures below:

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2.7 Using the TouchPad

Your notebook computer comes with a built-in TouchPad pointing
device that is found on the center of the palm-rest surface.

The TouchPad offers a number of options that let you customize
how it functions. To access these options, locate the Control Panel
and double click on the Mouse icon. The options let you control the
size and color of the cursor, cursor speed, the accepted double-
click speed, and selection button orientation.

The TouchPad works a mouse pointing device replacement that
is used under Windows-based operating system. You can use the
standard Microsoft driver that is compatible with the TouchPad de-
vice and is normally used under Windows-based operating system.
However, if you want to utilize the added features of the TouchPad,
you may want to try installing its own device driver that comes with
added utilities for enhancing the function of the device.

The Touchpad is a pressure-sensitive device. Please take note of
the following precautions.
* Make sure the touchpad does not come into contact with dirt,
liquids or grease.

« Do not touch the touchpad if your fingers are dirty.
» Do not rest heavy objects on the touchpad or the touchpad but-
tons.

» Clicking <

Clicking means pushing and releasing a button. To left-click, move
the cursor to the item you wish to select, press the left button once,
and then immediately release it. To right click, move the mouse cur-
sor to the item you wish to select, press the right button once, and
then immediately release it. You also have the option to perform
the clicking operation by tapping lightly on the TouchPad once.

» Double-Clicking <«

Double-clicking means pushing and releasing the left button twice
in rapid succession. This procedure does not function with the right
button. To double-click, move the cursor to the item you wish to
select, press the left button twice, and then immediately release it.
You also have the option to perform the double-click operation by
tapping lightly on the TouchPad twice.

» Dragging <

Dragging means pressing and holding the left button, while mov-
ing the cursor. To drag, move the cursor to the item you wish to
move. Press and hold the left button while moving the item to its
new location and then release it. Dragging can also be done using
the TouchPad. First, tap the TouchPad twice over the item you wish
to move making sure to leave your finger on the pad after the final
tap. Next, move the object to its new location by moving your finger
across the TouchPad, and then release your finger.
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2.8 Storage

» Hard Disk «

W431U notebook computer is equipped with a built-in large capac-
ity 2.5 inch IDE hard disk drive where you store or install your com-
puter operating system and all application software programs. The
internal hard disk is normally assigned as Drive C after formatting.

< If you wish to replace your hard disk, contact your local dealer
for more information about this dealer-installable device.

2 You can increase the system’s storage capacity by replacing
the standard hard disk drive with a drive of greater storage
capacity.

2 Always turn off your notebook computer first before removing
the hard disk drive. Failure to do so will damage the computer
and the hard disk. Avoid jarring or moving your computer
while the hard disk is still being accessed.

» Optical Disc Drive «

W431U notebook computer with an optical drive which may be one

of the following:
DVD Combo / DVD Dual

You would normally use the drive for installing operating system

and software application programs. To insert and remove a disc on

the drive:

1. Press the button on the front of the drive to open the disc tray
and pull the tray open.

2. Place the disc on the tray, label side up.

3. Place the disc on the central spindle and press gently until the
disc clicks into place.

4. Slide the tray back until it clicks shut.

Warning: When the computer is reading from the optical drive, the indicator
light for the DVD-ROM will flash on. Do not attempt to remove the disc while
the indicator light is active.

Warning: Do not insert any foreign objects into the disc tray. Do not force the
tray to open or close manually. When not in use, keep the tray closed to pre-
vent dust or dirt from entering the drive unit.

If you experience difficulty when removing a CD disc, stretch a paper clip
(or use a pin or a thin metal rod) and insert it into the emergency eject hole
located on the bezel: The CD disc tray should eject immediately. This proce-
dure can also be used to remove a CD from the drive when the notebook is
powered off.

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Chapter 3 Personalize Your W431U Note-
book Computer

This chapter explains how to use the BIOS setup utility. W431U
Notebook Computer has a BIOS setup utility which allows you to
configure important system settings, including settings for various
optional functions of the computer. You will also learn how to up-
grade components for better performace. If you are not sure of any
settings, contact your dealear.
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3.1 How to restore to the Factory Restore Point

1. Power on your computer. If it is already running, reboot (restart/
reset) it.

2. As soon as anything (logo, graphic, text) appears on the screen
after boot-up, press and hold down the F9 key. (Typically, F9 is
the “hot key” that starts Recover Pro. Contact your PC manufac-
turer if this hot key does not work.)

FirstWare Recover Pro

The cME Console screen displays. This is the access screen for
applications in the cME.

Your Phoenix cME Console opening screen may not match the one
pictured here. The number of available applications varies.

* Normally, your mouse will be functional when running FirstWare
Recover Pro, and you can click to select options. If the mouse is not
functioning, press the Tab key until the desired option is highlighted,
and then press Enter to select it.

» How to Run the cME Version of Recover Pro <
Once you have accessed the cME version of Recover Pro, follow
these instructions.

1. On the selection screen, select Factory Restore. The Select
Recover Type screen displays.
2. Select a recovery option.
« Click the desired option, or
* Press the Tab key until the desired option is highlighted; press
the space bar.

Recover Boot Partition—Select this option if you know that your
hard drive is divided into partitions and you want to recover only
the boot partition of the hard drive. The Recover Boot Partition op-
tion may not be available to all users.

Recover Full Drive—Select this option if your drive is not parti-
tioned and/or you want to recover the entire drive. The entire pri-
mary drive (usually C:) will be recovered.

Cancel and Exit—Select this option if you do not want to run First-
Ware Recover Pro at this time.

« If you are unsure which option to choose and want to minimize
the number of deleted files, first select Recover Boot Partition.

« If, after selecting the first option, the recovery process does not
successfully restore your operating system, run FirstWare Re-
cover Pro again, and select the second option, Recover Full
Drive.

« It is recommended that you not choose Recover Boot Partition if
the drive does not already contain a partition.

After you select an option, a confirmation dialog (identical or simi-
lar to the one shown here) displays.

3. Confirm that you want to continue. Click Yes to begin the recov-
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ery process. Or—if not using the mouse—press Tab to select and
then press the space bar. (Selecting No returns you to the previ-
ous screen, from which you can exit FirstWare Recover Pro.)

The recovery starts, and the FirstWare Progress screen displays.
No further selections are required.

When you run FirstWare Recover Pro, the system is returned to the
basic factory configuration. If you recover the entire hard drive (not
just a boot partition), all data (files) you have created and stored on
your system’s hard drive and all applications that you have installed
on the system will be lost.

» Monitoring the Recovery Process «
As the FirstWare Recover Pro Progress screen displays and up-
dates, you can monitor the recovery progress.
The screen indicates several types of information during recovery:
* Percentage of recovery completed
* Time elapsed
* Estimated time remaining

The operating system should now be working, and factory-installed
applications should be available and functional. Your personal data
files, however, will no longer be available.

The Recover Pro Factory Restore image remains in the protected
area of your system in case you need to run it again in the future.
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3.2 BIOS Setup

The BIOS setup utility allows you to configure your computer’s ba-
sic settings. When you turn your computer on, the system reads
this information to initialize the hardware so that it can operate cor-
rectly. Use the BIOS setup utility to change your computer’s start-
up configuration.

You can only enter the BIOS setup utility as the computer is boot-
ing, that is between the time you turn on the computer and before
the Windows interface appears. If your computer is already on, shut
down your computer completely (power off) and restart it and then
press the F2 to enter the setup utility.

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3.4 System Upgrade

W431U notebook computer comes with either 256MB or 512MB of
high speed Synchronous Dynamic RAM (DDRII SDRAM) factory
installed. To increase your notebook’s memory capacity, you may
install an additional memory upgrade module. The memory upgrade
must be a dual-in-line DDRII SDRAM module.

Do not remove any screws from the memory upgrade module com-
partment except for the ones specifically shown in the directions
here.

To install a memory upgrade module follow these steps:

You must turn off the power before installing the memory upgrade

module.

1. Make sure the system is powered off, the battery also is removed
and that no peripheral devices are attached.

2. Turn your notebook computer upside-down on a clean work sur-
face and locate the screw that secures the DIMM door at the
underside of your notebook computer.

3. Remove the screw and open the DIMM cover by your finger.

4. Remove the screws holding the memory/HDD compartment cov-
er. The memory upgrade module can be severely damaged by
electrostatic discharge (ESD). Be sure you are properly ground-
ed when handling and installing the module.

5. Align the connector edge of the memory upgrade module, chip
side up, with the connector slot in the compartment.

6. Insert the memory upgrade module at a 45°C angle and press it
firmly onto the connector.

7. Press the memory upgrade module down into the compartment
until it locks underneath the retaining clip. You will hear a click
when it is properly in place.

8. Replace the cover and screw that were removed previously. In-
stallation of the new memory module is now complete.

The memory upgrade module is not something you routinely remove
from your notebook PC. Once it is installed, you should leave it in
place unless you want to increase system memory capacity.
