AC Power The 4BAR™ Flex has an auto-ranging power supply and it can work with an input
voltage range of 100~240 VAC, 50/60 Hz.

The 4BAR™ Flex may be mounted in any position; however, make sure adequate
ventilation is provided around the product.

Before deciding on a location for the product, always make sure there is easy
access to the product for maintenance and programming purposes.

Make sure that the structure onto which you are mounting the product can support
the product’s weight. Please see the Technical Specifications for weight information.

When mounting the product overhead, always use a safety cable. Mount the
product securely to a rigging point, whether an elevated platform or a truss.

When rigging the product onto a truss, you should use a mounting clamp of
appropriate weight capacity.

When power linking multiple products, you must always consider the length of the
power linking cable and mount the products close enough for the cable to reach.

The bracket adjustment knobs allow for directional adjustment when aiming the
product to the desired angle.

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5. TECHNICAL INFORMATION

Product Dust build-up reduces light output performance and can cause overheating. This can

e Apply the solution directly to a soft, lint-free cotton cloth or a lens cleaning tissue.
e Softly wipe any dirt or grime to the outside edge of the transparent surface.
e Gently polish the transparent surfaces until they are free of haze and lint.
