MEASURING METHODS

Operation caution
Observe all safety precautions when the FUNCTION
switch is set to either the 200M (250,500V) or the
2000MQ(1000V) position. Connectthe metertest
leads tothe circuitunder test before operating the
TEST switch. Do not touch the clip ends of the test
leads whenthe TEST switch is pressed .
Some electrical equipment , especially cables, may
retain an electrical charge when disconnected from
the line . Itis good practice to discharge such
equipment with grounding straps, orother suitable
devices , before touching or making connections .
The meterautomatically discharge the test circuits
when the spring loaded TEST switchis released .

Important
Remove all power to the circuitunder testwhen
making resistance measurements . If any voltage is
present in the testcircuit thered onthe meterscale
plate will light .
Immediately disconnecttest leads and turn off
power to test circuit.
Function switch:
The FUNCTION switch isused to select therange ,
or function desired .
Test switch:
The TEST switch isnormally OFF , spring loaded ,
momentary action switch which "turn on"the meter.
the momentary action is a safety feature .
The testvoltage generated by the meter is
automatically discharged when the TEST switchis
released .

Test Lead Continuity:

Select the CONTINUITY functionand 20W range.

© Connect the test leads to the circuit undertest .
Ensure the circuit is not live by checking that
the live circuit indicatordoes notlit .
Read the value of resistance fromthe LCD.

Batteries replacement:

Disconnect the test leads from the instrument,

remove the battery compartmentlid and the

batteries.

Replace with eight 1.5V AA(R6) batteries, taking

care toobserve correct polarity. Alkaline batteries

are recommended.

Replace the battery compartmentlid.

Fuse Replacement:

Open the battery compartmentlid. Remove the

fuse cove and the old fuse, and replace with the

new one.

Replace the fuse coverand screw the battery

compartment lid before using the tester.

Cleaning and storage :

Periodically wipe the case with adamp cloth and

detergent ;do notuse abrasives or solvents.

If the meter is not to be used for periods of longer

than 60 days, remove the batteries and store

Them separately .
