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SECTION2 : INSTALLATION

2.1. INSTALLATION OF OVEN

the height of the built-in furniture must not exceed the height of the cooker hotplate.

Ensure that there is a minimum of 2cm clear space behind the cooker to allow for air
circulation.

You must allow a minimum height of 650mm between the cooker hotplate and any object
fitted above, i.e. wall cupboards or a cooker hood.

SECTION 3: USING THE HO TPLATE

Four ind ividua l control knobs situated on the control/fascia pane l control the four
sealed hotplates. Clear graphics indicate the hotplate that each control knob operates.

Turn the re levan t con tro l knob to the requ ired hea t setting , se tting 1 = Low,
setting 6 = High.
Whilst the hotplate is on the red indicator will glow. When you have finished using the
hotplate turn the control knob back off which is the ‘0’ setting.

Before using your cooker for the first time, we recommend that you turn each hotplate
on to setting 3. for approximately 15 minutes, this will burn off any residues from the
manufacturing process.

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SECTION  4: USING THE G RILL

The grill is controlled by turning the oven function control knob (far left control) to the
grill function setting and then turning the oven thermostat control knob to the desired
tem perature setting. W hen you have fin ished grilling , turn both contro l knobs back
to the off setting (‘0 ’).

Before using the grill for the first time we recom m end that you turn the grill on for
approxim a tely 15 m inu tes, th is w ill bu rn off any residue s from the m anu facturing
process.

SECTION  5: USING THE O VEN

The oven is controlled by first turning the oven control knob clockwise to the desired
se tting: the first position provides heat from the top and bottom oven elements,
the second position provides heat from the bottom heating element only, the th ird
position provides heat from the top heating element only. You must then turn the oven
therm ostat control knob to the requ ired heat setting. W hilst the oven is on the red
indicator will glow.

W hen you have finished using the oven turn both control knobs off to the ‘0 ’ setting.
