Use your phone in the normal position
Avoid contact with your phone's internal antenna.

Internal antenna

Allow only qualifi ed personnel to service your 
phone
Allowing non-qualifi ed personnel to service your phone 
may result in damage to your phone and will void your 
warranty.

Reduce the risk of repetitive motion injuries
While using your phone, hold the phone with a relaxed 
grip, press the keys lightly, use special features that 
reduce the number of keys you have to press (such 
as templates and predictive text), and take frequent 
breaks.

Broken glass or acrylic could cause injury to your hand 
and face.

Activate the mobile tracker 2.0

the mobile tracker feature will automatically send the 
contact number to two recipients to help you locate and 
recover your phone. To activate the mobile tracker,

Mobile Tracker 2.0 → Settings.
2.	Enter the password for the mobile tracker (8 digits) 

and press <OK>.

The first time you access Mobile tracker 2.0, you will be 
prompted to create and confirm a password.

1.	Press appropriate alphanumeric keys to enter an 
entire word.
