Charge the device for at least 4 hours or until the battery LED
indicator turns solid green.

Depending on your equipment, the SharePort Go Il can be set up easily from any device with Wi-Fi
and a web browser.

Using a Wired Ethernet Connection:
Connect your DSL/cable modem or wired Internet line to the
SharePort Go Il with an Ethernet cable.

Using a 3G/4G USB Adapter:
You will need a compatible 3G/4G USB adapter with an active SIM
card. Please check your local D-Link website for more information.

Plug the 3G/4G USB adapter into the USB port (1 A) on the
SharePort Go Il

Connecting to a Wi-Fi Hotspot:
You will need the Wi-Fi network name and password of the hotspot
you want to connect to.

If your SIM requires a PIN, enter it and click Save. If necessary, the wizard may ask you to
enter the APN, Dial-Up Number, Username, and Password details given to you by your service
provider.

Select an available hotspot and enter its password to connect.

MANAGING YOUR CONNECTIONS

Connection configurations will be automatically saved as Internet Profiles for future use. The
SHAREPORT GO Il will connect to them automatically when they are available. If you have more
than one connection available, you can manually select the connection you wish to use.

To select a connection:
- Go to Settings>Internet Profiles
- From the Profile List, you can select the radio button next to your Profile Name to use this
connection.

CHARGING
CHARGING OTHER DEVICES

The SharePort Go Ill can charge your mobile devices on the go, including high-power devices such
as iPads. The DIR-510L only supports charging other devices on USB port (1 A) in CHARGER
mode.

Step 1
Slide the ON/OFF/CHARGER switch of the SharePort Go Ill to CHARGER.

Step 2
Plug your device into the top USB port (1A) of the SharePort Go Ill. Check your device to make sure
it is now charging.

Note: If the battery LED is red, you will need to charge the SharePort Go IIl. Actual usable capacity
may vary depending on charging conditions.

TROUBLESHOOTING

SETUP AND CONFIGURATION PROBLEMS

1. HOW DO | CONFIGURE MY SHAREPORT GO Il ROUTER MANUALLY?
- Connect your PC to the router wirelessly. By default, the settings are:
- Wi-Fi Network Name (SSID): DIR510L
- Password: (leave this blank)
- Open a web browser and enter the address http://dlinkrouter or http://dlinkrouter.local.
- The default Admin Password should be left blank.
- If you have changed the password and can not remember it, you will need to reset the router.

2. HOW DO | RESET MY SHAREPORT GO Il ROUTER TO FACTORY DEFAULT SETTINGS?
- Ensure the router is powered on.
- Press and hold the reset button for 5 seconds or more.
Note: Resetting the router to factory defaults will erase the current configuration settings. To
reconfigure your settings, log into the router as outlined in question 1, then configure the router.

3. HOW DO | ADD A NEW WIRELESS CLIENT OR PC IF | HAVE FORGOTTEN MY

WIRELESS NETWORK NAME (SSID) OR WIRELESS ENCRYPTION KEY?

- For every PC that needs to connect to the router wirelessly, you will need to ensure you use the
correct Wireless Network Name (SSID) and encryption key.

- Use the web based user interface (as described in question 1 above) to check or choose your
wireless settings.

- Make sure you write down these settings so that you can enter them into each wirelessly
connected PC. You will find a dedicated area on the back of this document to save this important
information for future use.

4. WHY CAN | NOT GET AN INTERNET CONNECTION?
- Please contact your ISP to make sure the Broadband/3G/4G/Hotspot service has been enabled/
connected by your ISP and that your ISP username and password is correct.

5. WHY CAN'T | REGISTER MY DEVICE WITH mydlink ?
- If you experience issues registering this router with your mydlink account, try performing a hard
reset by using an unfolded paperclip to press and hold the reset button for 5 seconds while the
router is powered on. This may be necessary if you've purchased an open box or resold unit.

6. MY SHAREPORT GO Il ISN'T CHARGING EVEN THOUGH IT IS PLUGGED INTO THE AC
OUTLET.
- If you have attached one or more USB devices (such as a 2.5" USB drive) that draw a total of
0.7 A or more power, the power adapter will not supply enough voltage to charge your SharePort
Go Il while simultaneously powering the USB devices. Check your USB devices' power usage
specifications and disconnect if necessary.

7.1 PLUGGED IN MY SHAREPORT GO Il BUT IT WON'T POWER ON.
- Remove all USB devices from the SharePort Go Il and charge it before powering on.
