 Please charge the new battery for no less than 6 hours for the first three 

times you charge the Headset, and from then on, charge it until the Red 

LED becomes solid Red indicating battery is fully charged.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Please use computer’s USB port or an AC charger with 

DC Output of 5V and between 300mA to 500mA 
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5. BUTTONS & INTERFACE 
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6. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS: 

A. ON.OFF BUTTON 

Press and hold ON.OFF button for three seconds to turn Headset power ON - 

the headset will power on and enter Bluetooth standby mode. 

When the Headset is switched on, both the red light (MP3/FM indicator LED) will 

be solid RED and, green light (Bluetooth indicator LED) will flash 3-times per 

second indicating the headset is in Bluetooth searchable mode (visible to other 

Bluetooth devices for pairing) – if the headset has already been paired to a 

Bluetooth device and that device is powered on with Bluetooth enabled then the 

headset will automatically reconnect to that device – once successfully 

connected the Green Bluetooth LED on the headset will flash once every 5 

seconds. 

When powered on Press and hold the ON.OFF button for three seconds to 

turn Headset power OFF. 

 
B. ACS.EQ Button (Controls: Automatic Channel Search and Preset 

Equalizer): 

Preset Equalizer: To change preset equalizer effects, press & release EQ 
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button while the player is playing songs from built-in memory. 

 

Automatic FM Channel Search and Store (FM Mode): In Radio Mode Press 

and Release ACS.EQ Button for the headset to scan all FM radio frequencies 

and store up to 40 channels with good signal in that area.  Once the channels 

are stored pressing Previous and Next buttons will switch and play stored 

channels 

C. Mode (M), Call Answer Button  

Use this button to select Bluetooth, Music Play or Radio mode.  The 

Headset defaults to Bluetooth Mode when power is turned on - to change 

mode Press and Release  button until you hear the desired mode 

announcement from the Headset 

NOTE: The mode announcement is heard a couple of seconds after the 

Mode button is pressed and released – wait until you hear the 

announcement before pressing the button again. 

 

When phone is paired to the headset (Green LED flashes once every 5 

seconds), Press and Release  button to answer a call when the 
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phone rings. 

Long press  button to reject the call. 

Press and Release the  button to end the call when done talking. 

 

D. Reset Button 
Press this button only when the Headset is in hung state and other buttons do 

not work 

 
E. +VOL-  Buttons (Controls: Volume Adjustment and Channel, 

Song & Folder Selection): 

Volume Adjustment: Press and hold the +VOL or VOL-  button to adjust 

the volume level up or down respectively 

Song/Channel Selection: During Play Mode Press and release (tap)  (Next) 

or  (Previous) button once to play next or previous song, and during FM 

Mode next or previous Channel 

Folder/Directory Selection: During Song Pause press and release (tap)  
(Next) or  (Previous) button once to select next or previous folder on headset 

memory – Red LED will flash indicating folder change. Press ON.OFF button 

to play first song in the new folder. 
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7. Charging Headset’s Battery 
 The Red LED stays on for a second and off for a second when the headset 

is in use and the battery charge level is good. 

 When the headset battery charge level is low, the Red LED will fast-flash 
(two times per second) 

 When the battery charge level is extremely low the Headset announces 

“Battery is Running Out” and the Headset is powered off automatically. 
 When battery needs charging plug the Headset to a computer’s USB port 

or Optional AC Charger using the USB cable - while charging the Red LED 

will flash once every second 
IMPORTANT: When the battery charge level is extremely low the Red LED 
will stay solid for the first few minutes of charging and then start flashing 

 When fully charged the Red LED will stop flashing and become solid Red. 
NOTE: The headset can be used while getting charged just press and hold 
the ON.OFF button for 3 seconds. 

 The battery can be fully charged in 3-4 hours if using optional AC charger 
(5V, 500mA) and in 5-6 hours if charging through computer’s USB port. 

 
NOTE: The player’s battery must be fully charged each time, in order to extend 
the battery life and optimize playing time. Battery usage may vary depending 
on volume level, mode of the headset, and other environmental conditions like 
temperature. 
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8. Bluetooth Mode: 
The Headset defaults to Bluetooth Mode when power is turned on.  To switch 

from another mode to Bluetooth mode Press and Release  button until you 

hear “Bluetooth Mode” announcement from the Headset 

NOTE: The mode announcement is heard a couple of seconds after the  

button is pressed and released 

  

A. Pairing Bluetooth devices with the Headset: 

Make sure the Headset is powered on and in Bluetooth searchable mode (Fast 

flashing Green LED – about 3 times per second); or turn Headset off & then on. 

See pairing instructions of the Bluetooth device you are trying to pair with the 

Headset and enable Bluetooth pairing mode on that device to search for 

Bluetooth devices – Look for “DE658” in available Bluetooth devices list. 

Select “DE658” from the list and if prompted for the password enter "0000" – the 

Bluetooth device will display “Pairing Successful” message once the Headset 

and the Bluetooth device are successfully paired and ready to use.  The Green 

LED on headset will flash once every 5 seconds indicating successful pairing 

with the Bluetooth device. 
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B. Bluetooth LED: 

The Bluetooth indicator LED has three states 

 Bluetooth Searchable mode: Green LED flashes about 3 times per 

second indicating Headset is in Bluetooth Pairing mode and is 

“Searchable” by other Bluetooth devices – See instructions in the 

previous section to pair Headset with a Bluetooth device 

 Bluetooth Standby mode: Green LED flashes about 1 time per second 

when Headset is in Standby mode – This mode occurs when a Bluetooth 

device already connected to the headset gets disconnected from the 

headset due to other device powering off, or being out of range or the 

Bluetooth mode was disabled on that device.  In standby mode the 

headset will automatically connect to that device once that device is 

powered on or is back in range, or Bluetooth mode is enabled on that 

device 

 Bluetooth Connected mode: Green LED flashes about once every 5 

seconds indicating Headset is already connected to a Bluetooth device 

and ready to use e.g. receive phone calls, listen to music from other 

Bluetooth devices. 

NOTE: Headset can store pairing information and connect to only one Bluetooth 

device at a time. 
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Special Tip: When the headset is in Standby mode (Green LED flashes about 

once per second), it is not searchable by other Bluetooth devices.  To connect 

Headset to a different Bluetooth device when it’s in Standby mode (Green LED 

flashes about once per second) or Connected mode (Green LED flashes once 

every 5 seconds), it must be turned off and then on again to make the headset 

searchable by other Bluetooth devices (Green LED flash 3 times per second).  

In addition to the Headset being in searchable mode, the Bluetooth device 

already paired with the headset must be powered off or its Bluetooth mode 

disabled, otherwise the Headset will automatically connect to that device 

thus ending searchable mode. 

 

C. Bluetooth Phone Mode: 

Once a phone is paired to the headset (Green LED flashes about once every 5 

seconds), Press and Release  button to answer a call when the phone 

rings.  Long press  button to reject the call.  Press and Release the 

 button to end the call when done talking.  If the device is successfully 

paired with a phone, then in any mode (Music Play, Radio or Bluetooth Music 

Play), the headset will automatically switch to phone mode when a call is 
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received – just press and release  button to accept the call. Press & Hold 

+VOL button to increase volume and VOL-   button to decrease volume. 

Once the Call is ended the headset will automatically switch back to the 

mode it was in before the call was answered. 

NOTE: Low battery charge may cause bad Bluetooth connection or abnormal 

sound from the headset 

 

D. Bluetooth Music Play Mode 

When the Headset is connected to a phone or other Bluetooth device (Green 

LED flashes once every 5 seconds) and the Headset is in Bluetooth mode (press 

 button until you hear “Bluetooth Mode” from the Headset), you can play 

music from the Bluetooth device and if supported by the Bluetooth device use the 

ON.OFF and +VOL-  buttons on the Headset to control these functions of 

the Bluetooth device. 

Press & Hold +VOL button to increase volume and VOL-   button to 

decrease volume 

The Red LED flashes once every second while the music is playing, and Solid 

Red when music is paused on the Bluetooth device.

NOTE: When the Headset is in Music Play or Radio mode, whenever music is 

played on the connected Bluetooth device, the Headset will automatically switch 

to Bluetooth mode and play music on the Headset. 

 

NOTE ABOUT PHONE’S BLUETOOTH FUNCTION:  

Phone Calls and Music Media are two independent functions on a Cellular Phone 

and require pairing by the headset to both functions.  Most of the cellular 

phones when paired with the Headset will provide access to both the Phone and 

the Music Media playback functions by default. If only one function works on your 

phone, please check your phone’s user manual if it requires manual enabling of 

both functions for Bluetooth controls. 

 
9. Music Play Mode (playing music from headset’s built-in 
memory): 
The Headset defaults to Bluetooth Mode when power is turned on.  To switch 

Headset to Music Play Mode from another mode, Press and Release  

button until you hear “Music Play Mode” announcement from the Headset and 

the music will start playing (The Red LED flashes ones every second indicating 

the music is playing and Solid Red when music is paused).     
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NOTE: The mode announcement is heard a couple of seconds after the  

button is pressed and released  

 

A. When Music is playing during Music Play Mode: 

 Short press ACS.EQ key to select from 7 built-in Preset Equalizer modes: 

Nature, Rock, Pop, Classical, Soft, Jazz & Heavy-Bass NOTE: Equalizer 

function works only when music is played from Built-in memory i.e. Music 

Play Mode only. 

 Press & Release ON.OFF button to Pause Music (Solid Red LED).  

Press & Release ON.OFF button again to Play Music (Flashing Red 

LED) 

 Press & Hold +VOL button to increase volume and VOL-   button to 

decrease volume 

 Press & Release +VOL button to play Next song and VOL-  button to 

play previous song 

B. When Music is paused during Music Play Mode: 

 Press & Release +VOL button to switch to next folder/directory (Red 

LED will flash once indicating next folder is selected) - Press ON.OFF 

button to play first song in the new folder. 
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Press & Release VOL-  button to switch to previous folder/directory (Red LED 

will flash once indicating previous folder is selected) - Press ON.OFF button to 

play first song in the new folder. 

 

C. Copying Songs to the Headset Built-in Memory from your computer’s 

hard-drive 

1. Plug the USB Cable included with the Headset into any available USB 

port on your computer and the other end of the USB cable into the USB 

port on the Player. 

 

NOTE: It may take a couple of minutes for the computer, running Windows 

ME, 2000, XP, Vista, 7 or 8 Operating System, to automatically enable USB 

driver when the Player is connected to the computer for the firs time – No 

Manual USB Driver installation is required 

 

2. The computer will recognize Headset’s built-in memory as a removable 

disk (Windows users will see a “Removable Disk” under “My Computer”. 
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IMPORTANT:  This player supports using Windows Media Player®, iTunes®, 
RealPlayer® or other song SYNC programs to transfer songs to the Headset, 
as long as the songs are in MP3 or WMA (without DRM) format. 
If you DO NOT want to use any of the file sync programs and instead want to 
use your computer’s file management program (Windows Explorer, Finder, 
etc.) and use drag and drop, or copy and paste to copy song files from one 
folder (your computer’s hard drive) to another (Headset’s built-in memory), 
then follow these steps you need to follow to copy songs (MP3, WMA) or 
other files: 

a. If you have a Windows PC use Windows Explorer (or click and 
open My Computer) (Mac users can use Finder) and open the 
folder where you have the MP3 or WMA files.  

b. When the Headset is connected to your computer it appears as 
a Removable disk under My Computer, click and open My 
Computer again and this time, locate and open Removable Disk 
that corresponds to the Headset’s memory. 

c. Now you have two Windows (folders) open on your computer’s 
screen, the first window is the SOURCE (Hard Drive) and the 
second is the DESTINATION (Headset Memory) – Now you can 
drag and drop MP3 songs from Source folder to the destination 
folder. 

IMPORTANT:  DO NOT DISCONNECT THE USB CABLE WHILE DATA 
IS BEING COPIED TO THE PLAYER, DOING SO MAY CAUSE DATA 
CORRUPTION AND WILL REQUIRE REFORMATTING PLAYER’S 
MEMORY 

 

d. Disconnect the USB cable to use the Headset to listen to the 

songs 
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NOTE: Headset can be used as an MP3 Player to store & play 

MP3/WMA songs and also as a standard USB-Drive to store other 

computer files. When in play mode, the Headset will ignore other files 

and only play MP3 & WMA files. 

10. Radio Mode 
The Headset defaults to Bluetooth Mode when power is turned on.  To switch 

Headset to Radio Mode from another mode, Press and Release  button 

until you hear “Radio Mode” announcement from the Headset and if Auto 

Channel Scan (ACS) function has already been run, one of the stored FM 

Channels starts playing (The Red LED flashes ones every second indicating 

the Radio is playing).     

NOTE: The mode announcement is heard a couple of seconds after the  

button is pressed and released  

 

A. AUTO CHANNEL SCAN (ACS) FUNCTION: 

 Auto Channel Scan (ACS) function is enabled by Pressing & Releasing 

ACS.EQ button when the Headset is in Radio Mode. 

 When ACS function is enabled, the Headset automatically scans all FM 

radio frequencies and stores up to 40 radio channels it detects during 
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scanning process (IMPORTANT: Run ACS function every time using 

the Radio in a new location with different radio channels) 

 The scanning process can take up to 3 minutes to complete - during 

scanning process there could be long or short pauses (no sound) and also 

different radio stations playing briefly. 

 Once the scanning process is completed the first stored station will play 

continuously indicating Auto Scan process has completed (Red LED will 

flash once every second) 

 

B. When Radio is Playing: 

 Press & Release ON.OFF button to Mute Radio (Solid Red LED).  

Press & Release ON.OFF button again to Play Radio (Flashing Red 

LED) 

 Press & Release +VOL button to switch to Next stored channel and 

VOL-  button to switch to Previous stored channel 

 Press & Hold +VOL button to increase volume and VOL-   button to 

decrease volume

Q: Why does the player turn-off soon after I turn on the power? 
A: The player powering off within few seconds of turning on the power, is an 
indication that the battery needs recharging or the headset’s memory got 
corrupted - when required, reformat the Headset’s memory by connecting it to 
your computer using the USB cable (Headset appears as a removable drive) 
select FAT32 format option to reformat the Removable Drive.  
 
Q: What media formats does the Headset support for Music Play Mode? 
A: Make sure that songs are MP3 or WMA format and are not copy protected 
(only WMA files without Digital Rights Management-DRM are supported by
