How Can You Get Service:

NOTE: Place the parts from the loose parts bag in
a small container to keep them from being lost.
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How to Put Your Ceiling Fan Together

1. Pass the 80" motor leads through the opening in
the ceiling cover. Be sure the cover is oriented
correctly (Figure 1).

D 2. Separate, untwist and unkink the three motor leads.

Route the motor leads through the hanger
ball/downrod assembly.

|:| 3. Align the clevis pin holes in the downrod with the

holes in the motor coupling. Install the clevis pin
and secure with the hairpin clip (Figure 1). The
clevis pin must go through the holes in the motor
coupling and the holes in the downrod. Be sure to
push the straight leg of the hairpin clip through the

hole near the end of the clevis pin until the curved
portion of the hairpin clip snaps around the clevis
pin. The hairpin clip must be properly installed to
prevent the clevis pin from working loose. Pull on
the hanger ball to make sure the clevis pin is
properly installed.

A WARNING

It is critical that the clevis pin in the motor coupling
is properly installed and the setscrews securely
tightened. Failure to verify that the pin and setscrews
are properly installed could result in the fan falling.

|:| 4. Back off the jam nut until it rests loosely against the

setscrew head (supplied). Install the setscrew in

the motor coupling (Figure 1) and tighten securely

while pulling up on the downrod. Using a 5/16-inch

open end wrench or pliers, tighten the jam nut
securely against the motor coupling.

NOTE: The setscrew and jam nut must be properly
installed as described above, or fan wobble could
result.

|:| 5. The fan comes with blue, black and white leads

that are 80-inches long. Before installing the fan,
measure up approximately 6 to 9-inches above top
of hanger ball/downrod assembly. Cut off excess
leads and strip back insulation 1/2-inch from end of
leads.

IMPORTANT: THE SIDE OF THE FAN BLADE
HAVING THE RIB LINE MUST BE FACING
UPWARDS AS SHOWN IN FIGURE 2.

6.Mount blade flanges to fan blades using three
3/16-24 x 5/16" slotted phillips washer head screws
per blade (Figure 2).

Make
sure the screws are NOT tightened. (Figure 3.)
Repeat this procedure for the other four blade
assemblies.

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The blade flanges have an interlocking feature
that must be fully engaged before tightening the
screws. Make sure all the flanges are properly
engaged and then tighten the flange screws. If
one of the flanges does not seat properly on the
motor hub, loosen the adjacent flange screws, re-
engage and reseat the flanges, then tighten the
screws again.

. Engage the connector of the switch housing
assembly with the motor connector (Figure 4).
The two connectors are keyed and color-coded
and must be mated correctly (color-to-color)
before they can be engaged. Make sure the
connector latch closes properly.
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|:| 11.Remove the three switch housing mounting
screws (Figure 4) from the switch housing plate.
Position the switch housing assembly on the
switch housing plate and align the holes in the
switch housing assembly with the holes in the
plate. Secure the switch housing assembly by
installing the three mounting screws (Figure 5).

NOTE: If you are using an Emerson light fixture
with your fan, remove the three screws securing
the switch housing cover to the switch housing
and remove the cover. Remove the screw plug
from the bottom of the switch housing cover and
install the light in accordance with the light kit
Owner's Manual.

|:| 2.Connect the fan motor white wire to the supply
white (neutral) wire using a wire connector
(supplied) (Figure 7). Connect the fan motor black
wire and blue wire to the supply black (hot) wire
using a wire connector (supplied) (Figure 7). Your
fan is now wired to be turned on and off from the
fan switch. After connections have been made, turn
leads upward and carefully push leads into the
outlet box, with the white and green leads on one
side of the outlet box and the black and blue leads
on the other side of the outlet box.

A WARNING

Check to see that all connections are tight, including
ground, and that no bare wire is visible at the wire
connectors, except for the ground wire. Do not
operate fan until blades are in place. Noise and fan
damage could result.

|:| 3. Screw the two threaded studs (supplied) into the
tapped holes in the hanger bracket.
|:| 4,

Lift the ceiling cover up to the threaded studs and
turn until studs protrude through the holes in the
ceiling cover (Figure 10).

Secure the ceiling cover in place by sliding
lockwashers over the threaded studs and installing the
two knurled knobs (supplied). (Figure 10). Tighten the
knurled knobs securely until the ceiling cover fits
snugly against the ceiling and the hole in the ceiling
cover is clear of the downrod. Your fan is now wired to
be turned on and off from the fan switch.

(optional). Connect the wood pendant (supplied) to
the 3-speed switch pull chain by sliding the wooden
pendant (small hole first) onto the pull chain. Attach
the chain coupler to the end of the chain and allow the
wooden pendant to fall down over the coupling.

4. Check to be sure the fan blade flanges seat firmly and
uniformly to the surface of the motor. If flanges are
seated incorrectly, loosen the flange screws and retighten
according to the procedure in the section on "How to Put
Your Ceiling Fan Together".

5. Tighten the hanger bracket screws to the outlet box,
and/or secure outlet box.

6. Interchanging an adjacent (side-by-side) blade pair can
redistribute the weight and result in smoother operation.
