Your remote control transmitter and
receiver have code switches which must
be set on one of 16 possible code combi-
nations. The four levers (numbered 1, 2, 3,
and 4) on the switches are factory-set in
the ON (up) position.

8. Position the light fitter into the switch
housing assembly (Figure 6) so that the
three mounting holes in the light fitter
align with the three threaded holes in
the switch housing. Install three 10-24 x
22mm pan head screws and tighten
securely.

CAUTION: Before installing and tight-
ening the screws, be sure there are no
wires pinched between the light fitter
and the switch housing.

4. Position the blade flange on the motor
hub so that the screws in the blade
flange align with the two threaded
holes in the motor hub. Tighten the
two screws securely. Repeat this
procedure for the remaining two blade
assemblies.

5. Insert the motor connector through the
center hole in the switch housing
assembly (Figure 4). Position the
switch housing so that the slotted holes
align with the smaller threaded holes in
the coupling. Then install three
8-32 x 12mm pan head screws with
lockwashers (supplied). Install three
1/4-20 x 11mm pan head screws with
lockwashers (supplied) in the larger
threaded holes. Tighten the screws.

6. Engage the connector of the switch
housing assembly with the motor con-
nector (Figure 4). The two connectors
are keyed and color-coded and must

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12. Tighten the setscrews (Figure 8)
securely while pulling up on the
downrod.

NOTE: The setscrews must be properly
installed as described above, or fan
wobble could result.

13. Make sure the grommet Is properly
installed in the coupling cover, then
slide the coupling cover over the
downrod until it rests on the motor
housing. (Figure 9).

NOTE: If you installed the 6” downrod,
the three decorative rod assemblies
and the rod support assembly will not
be installed. Disregard steps 14
through 17; proceed to step 18.

14. Make sure the grommets are properly
installed in the rod support assembly.
Then position the three screws in the
rod support toward the top, and slide
the rod support over the downrod
(Figure 9).

9. Carefully remove the fan assembly
from the lower foam pad. Turn the fan
assembly over and position it on the
lower foam pad with the fan blades
resting on the pad so that the top of
the motor faces up.

10. Remove the hanger ball by loosening
the setscrew in the hanger ball until
the ball falls freely down the downrod
(Figure 7). Remove th pin from the
downrod, then remove the hanger ball.
Retain the pin and hanger ball for rein-
stallation in step 18.

NOTE: If you have an eight-foot ceiling,
you will have to use the 6” downrod
(supplied) in order to maintain the nec-
essary blade-to-floor clearance of
seven feet.

11. Unscrew the two upper setscrews
(Figure 8) until they clear the inside of
the motor coupling. Then separate,
untwist and unkink the three 80” motor
leads. Route the motor lead wires
through the downrod. Align the clevis
pin holes in the downrod with the holes
in the motor coupling. Install the clevis
pin and secure with the hairpin clip
(Figure 8). The clevis pin must go
through the holes in the motor cou-
pling and the holes in the downrod. Be
sure to push the straight leg of the
hairpin clip through the hole near the
end of the clevis pin until the curved
portion of the hairpin clip snaps around
the clevis pin. The hairpin clip must be
properly installed to prevent the clevis
pin from working loose.

15. Using the decorative rod screws (sup-

plied), attach the three decorative rod
assemblies to the motor housing
(Figure 10). The decorative rods must
be oriented so that they lean in
towards the downrod. Do not tighten
the rod screws at this time.

16. Slide the rod support assembly up the
downrod until the threaded holes in the
rod support align with the holes in the
decorative rod assemblies (Figure 11).

3. Push the wires and connectors up into
the outlet box while inserting the receiv-
er fully into the hanger bracket. Position
the antenna wire on top of the receiver.

4. Screw the two 1-1/4” threaded studs
(supplied) into the tapped holes in the
hanger bracket (Figure 16).

5. Lift the ceiling cover up to the threaded
studs and turn until the studs protrude
through the holes in the ceiling cover
