Align the clevis pin holes in the downrod with the
holes in the motor coupling.

(Pin
and clip are supplied in loose parts bag.) The cle-
vis pin must go through the holes in the motor cou-
pling and the holes in the downrod. Push the
straight leg of the hairpin clip through the hole near
the end of the clevis pin until the curved portion of
the hairpin clip snaps around the clevis pin.

a. Connect the white fan wire and the white supply
wire to the white receiver wire (AC IN/

f. Connect the green ground wires from the hang-

er bracket and the hanger ball to the supply
ground wire (bare or green).

Your wall control and receiver have code switches
which must be set in one of 16 possible code combi-
nations. The four levers (numbered 1, 2, 3, and 4) on
the switches are factory-set in the ON (up) position.
Change the switch settings as follows:

1. Slide the four switch levers in the wall control to
your choice of ON (up) or down positions. Use a
ball-point pen or small screwdriver and slide the
levers firmly up or down.

In the receiver, slide the four switch levers to the
same positions as set in the wall control. Make
sure the levers on both switches are in the same
positions, otherwise the fan will not operate.

Installation

Turning off wall switch is not sufficient. To avoid
possible electrical shock, be sure electricity is
turned off at the main fuse or circuit breaker box.

The SW114 wall control transmits the command
signals via radio waves to the SW105 receiver
installed in the ceiling fan ceiling cover. The
SW105 receiver is required for the SW114 wall
control to function. Power for the SW114 wall
control comes from the 12V battery, located in the
wall control.

Replacement 12V batteries recommended are
Duracell MN21 and Eveready A23.
|:| 1. Install the 12V battery (supplied) into the wall
control (Figure 21).
I:l 2. The SW114 wall control is supplied with a white,
ivory or almond color cover. Choose the style that
best suits your needs and snap the cover onto the
wall control (Figure 21).

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Operating Your Ceiling Fan

wall control.

Your SW114 Fan/Light Wall Control (Figure 23) has
full control of your fan, lights, and airflow direction.

To set the desired fan speed, push the HI, MED, or
LOW buttons to operate your fan on high, medium
or low speed (See Figure 23).

To reverse the direction the fan is turning, press
the REV button. The direction the fan turns will
change each time the REV button is pressed.

To turn your fan off, press the FAN OFF button.

To set the level of light brightness, press and hold
the LIGHT button. The light brightness will continue
to increase then decrease while the button is held
down. When the light is at the desired brightness,
release the button.

To turn the light on or off, press and release the
LIGHT button. The light will turn on at the light level
previously set (See Step 4).

Red indicator light turns on when any button is
pressed. If the light does not come on, replace the

battery.

Trouble Shooting
Wall Control

Fan/Light Fails to Operate

+ Check that the wall switch for the ceiling fan is in the “ON”
position.

+ Check that the battery is good (red indicator light should
light when any button is pressed).

+ Check that the receiver is wired properly.

+ Check that both transmitter and receiver code switches
are set in the same position.
