Installing Batteries

eight D-cell batteries, not
included.

To install batteries, turn the
unit over so the back section is
facing you (Figure 1). slide the
two tabs to the open position .
These tabs are located on the
bottom of the battery compart-

compartment lid (Figure 2).
Install eight D-cell batteries,
making sure to match the polari-
ty (+ and -) with the diagram
inside the battery compartment.
