You can switch the Receiver from “Local Host” port to “RJ-45” port and vice-versa through simple key se-

quences made by the remote console side. To send commands to the Receiver, you must press the hotkey
(default is Scroll Lock) twice within 2 seconds. You will hear a beep sound confirming you are in the hotkey
mode. If you do not press any key during hotkey mode over 2 seconds the hotkey mode will be terminated

and back to normal state.

The default hotkey is Scroll Lock but you can change hotkey as your application convenience. If you prefer to
use other hotkey, please go to OSD menu and change the default hotkey to the other.
