1. Remove the Plastic Spinner (1) and the Plastic nut (2) 
from the fan motor housing. Figure 3.

2. Set the Rear grill (3) against the front part of the 
Motor Housing with the handle facing up. The 3 pins 
on the motor housing should stick through the back 
of the Rear grill. Figure 4.

3. Screw the Plastic nut (2) onto the fan and tightenly 
firmly. Figure 4.

4. Remove the Plastic Sleeve from the motor housing 
shaft and discard.

5. Install the Fan Blade (4) by sliding it over the motor 
housing shaft, lining up the cut-outs on the back of 
the Blade with the Retaining Pins on the Motor shaft.

6. Screw the Spinner (1) onto the shaft counterclockwise 
until secure. Figure 5.

7. Open the clips on the Front grill

8. Set the Front gill (5) into the notch on the bottom 
of the Rear grill (3) So the Hunter logo is facing 
rightside up.

9. Close the clips On the Front grill to hold both grill 
pieces in place. Insert the grill screw on the bottom of 
the fan grill and tighten securely.

base assembly

1. Slide the Telescope Rod (7) into the top of the Stand 
Base (8) of the stand fan. The pole is notched so it will 
only fit into the base 1 way. Figure 7.

2. Secure the Telescope Rod (7) by screwing the Base 
nut (9) onto it from underneath the base. Figure 8.

3. Slide the Fan Assembly onto the telescope pole of the 
base until it rests on the top of the pole. Figure 9.

4. tighten the screw on the back of the fan Assembly 
until secure.

Wall mount 

Before installing the Wall Mount Adapter, ensure the fan 
location is close enough to a wall adapter that the fan 
can be plugged in.

Caution: due to the weight of this product, it is required 
it be mounted into a wall stud. Failure to do so, could 
cause the product to fall and/or damage the wall location 
it is mounted in.

1. Place the Wall Mount Adapter (11) against the wall 
and stud where you want to mount the fan. 

2. level the Wall Mount Adapter (11) for Asthetics.

3. Mark the hole locations on the wall with a pencil.

4. Using a 1/8 drill bit, drill the 2 holes for mounting.

5. line the holes on the Wall Mount Adapter (11) to the 
Wall holes and insert the 2 Wall Mount Screws and 
tighten Securely.

3. Adjust the speed by pressing the  button until you 
reach the desired speed indicated on the fan base.

4. To set the timer, ensure the unit is on and repeatedly 
press the  button until the fan console displays the 
number of hours you want the unit to run.

5. To start/stop fan oscillation, push or pull the knob on 
the back of the fan assembly, or push the oscillation 
button on the remote control. Figure 17.

6. To adjust the angle of the fan, grasp both sides of the 
grill, and gently tilt up or down.
