4. The first steps 

4.1. Before using 

1. Charge the device in a dry room.  
2. Place the device on a flat surface. 
3. Make sure to power off the light before charging.  
4. Remove the socket cover and insert the adapter plug into the socket. 
5. Connect the external adapter to the electrical outlet. Before first use, charge the battery for 4-8 

hours.  
6. After charging close the sockets cover. If water going inside the socket will cause damage to 

the light. 

4.2. Control 

1. On the bottom of the device is a „On/Off“ button. Press it for 2 seconds to power the device 
on/off. You can also power the device on by pressing the “On” button on the IR remote, or 
power it off by pressing the “Off” button on the IR remote. 

 

 
- Before the first operation remove the plastic sheet of the battery. 
- Always power off the light after use. 
- Keep the remote control away from water, heat and fluids. 
- Never use the device if it is damaged.
