Installation
Install it according to the following steps:
Open the package, take the machine and accessories out.
Put wall mount up by suitable method.
Check the power line, ensure the connection with A.C. power supply is in good 
condition
Hang up machine properly, plug in the power cable

Mount on wall for smooth surface 
Take wall mount out, paste double faced adhesive tape on its back.
Mark out the place where the hanging board is on the wall, which can be 
confirmed by ruler, clean the wall first.
Tear off the cover of double faced adhesive tape, and paste the wall mount.
Fill in glass cement all around.
Hang up the machine four hours later, and the four screws’ holes must coincide 
completely.

Mount on wall for unsmooth surface
Take out the wall mount.
