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For Canadian installation and for USA fan and
light kit combinations over 35 Ibs, in both flush
and downrod mode the safety cable must be
installed into the house structure beams using
the 3” lag screws provided. Make sure that
when the safety cable is fully extended the
leadwires are longer than the cable and no
stress is placed on the leadwires.

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the buliding structure via the two knock out
holes on the outlet box. Use only the appropri-
ate wood screws and washers included with
your fan. Caution: Wood screws must go
through the safety cable,hanging plate,outlet
box and into the building joist.

Remove 1 screws opposite each
other and loosen 3 remaining
screws. Save removed screws for
use later.




Hang fan from hook on the mounting
plate. Use the closed hole. This will
allow for hands free wiring.

Connect black and blue wire from fan to Black or (Hot)
wire from house. Connect White wire from Fan to
White (Neutral) wire from house. Connect Ground
leads from mounting bracket and downrod to Ground
lead from house. Refer to Safety Tips section of
manual.

For control of fan and optional light from wall
location, follow diagram above. NOTE: A profes-
sional electrician is recommended for this type
of installation.

Make wire connections to power source using wire nuts
provided. Make sure that no filiments are outside of
the wirenut. After making the wire connections, the
wires should be spread apart with the grounded con-
ductor and the equipment-grounding conductor on one
side of the outlet box and ungrounded conductor on
the other side of the outlet box.
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Careflly Ian to loosened screws
on mounting plate and twist clock-
wise till tight..

Replace 1 screw removed and tighten
the 4 screws securely.

Snap plastic covers in place to cover
screws.

Install 3 screws and washers per
blade and tighten securely. Repeat
for all 5 blades
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Check the motor for shipping stabilizers and
remove if present. The screws, washers, and
motor pads are pre-installed to the blade
holders. Attach blade assembly to motor and
tighten screws securely.

Loosen 2 screws and remove 1 screw
from motor plate and save screw.

Install light pan by twisting pan with
key hole slots into place. Replace
screw removed and tighten the 3
screws securely.

Remove 4 screws around light plate.
Save screws.




Connect 9 pin plug from fan to
switch housing 9 pin plug.

Black capacitor box needs to be
stuck to the switch housing. Not
being attached can cause motor
noise.

Remove twin adhesive tape from the
black capacitor as shown above.

tor to stick it to the switch housing.
Be sure it is secure.

Install switch cap by reinstalling the
4 screws removed.

There is a manual reverse switch
located on on the switch cap
installed in step 23. Fan must be off
to reverse.




TROUBLE SHOOTING

If you have difficulty operating your new ceiling fan, it may be the result of incorrect assembly, installation, or wiring. In
some cases, these installation errors may be mistaken for defects. If you experience any faults, please check this Trouble
Shooting Chart. If a problem cannot be remedied, or you are experiencing difficulty in installation, please call our

1.Check main and branch circuit fuses or circuit breakers.

2.Check line wire connections to fan and switch wire connections in switch housing.

3.Make sure forward/reverse switch is firmly in up or down position. Fan will not operate when
switch is in the middle.

CAUTION: Make sure main power is turned off.

1.Check to make sure all screws in motor housing are snug (not over tightened).

2.Check to make sure the screws which attach the fan blade holder to the motor are tight.
3.Check to make sure wire nut connectors in switch housing are not rattling against each other or
against the interior wall of the switch housing.

CAUTION: Make sure main power is turned off before entering switch housing.

4.Some fan motors are sensitive to signals from Solid State variable speed controls. DO NOT USE
a Solid State variable speed control.

5.Allow "break-in" period of 24 hours. Most noises associated with a new fan will disappear after
this period.

1.Make sure that the ridge of the canopy engages the notch in the downrod ball.

2.Check that all blades are screwed firmly into blade holders.

3.Check that all blade holders are tightened securely to motor.

4.Make sure that canopy and mounting bracket are tightened securely to ceiling junction box and
junction box is mounted firmly to ceiling joist.

5.Most fan wobble problems are caused when blade levels are unequal. Check this level by selecting
a point on the ceiling above the tip of one of the blades. Measure this distance from blade tip to
ceilng. Keeping measure within 1/8", rotate the fan until the next blade is positioned for measure-
ment. Repeat for each blade. If all blade levels are not equal, you can adjust blade levels by the fol-
lowing procedure. To adjust a blade tip down, insert a washer (not supplied) between the blade and
blade holder at the screw closest to the motor. To adjust a blade tip up, insert washer (not supplied)
between the blade and blade holder at the two screws farthest from the motor. Reverse the posi-
tion of the washer if blades mount from top of blade.

6.1f blade wobble is still noticeable, interchanging two adjacent (side by side) blades can redistrib-
ute the weight and possibly result in smoother operation.

1.Check blue wire from fan to make sure it is connected to hot wire from house.

2.Check for loose or disconnected wires in fan switch housing.

3.Check for loose or disconnected wires in light kit.

4.Check for faulty light bulbs.

CAUTION: Make sure main power is turned off before entering switch housing or canopy.
