DESCRIPTION

The Panasonic ceiling mount ventilating fans uses a sirocco fan driven by a capacitor motor. The motor is
designed to have an extended service life with reduced energy consumption. It also incorporates a
thermal cut-off for safety. The grille covering the main body is a spring-loaded, quick-release type. A
damper for preventing counterflow is provided. The blower uses a high-capacity sirocco fan developed to
reduce the noise level.

The heater for this unit is a 1400 W sheathed heater. A thermostatand thermal cut-off switch have been
added for safety in case of an abnormal temperature rise in the heater.

The lighting unit is an energy-saving, lighting device which uses two 18 W fluorescent lamps and produces
almost the same illumination as a standard 100 W incandescent lamp (FV-11VHL?2).

INSTALLATION III (WOODEN HEADER INSTALLATION)

1. Before installation, remove warning lable and the tape
that is securing the adapter and the damper. (Fig.1) Ceiling joist
2. Install header between ceiling joists using nails or screws.

3. Install the fan body to the header (thickness:1.5 inch or
more) with long screws. Reinforce the installation hard-
ware as needed to prevent the fan body from dropping.

MAINTENANCE I (CLEANING)

WARNING:
Disconnect power source before working on unit. Routine

maintenance must be done every year.

CAUTION:

1. Never use petrol, benzene, thinner or any other such
chemicals for cleaning the ventilating fan.

2. Do not allow any water to get into the motor.

3. Do not soak resin parts in water over 60°C(140°F).

1. Remove grille. (Squeeze mounting spring and pull down
carefully.) (Fig.17)

2. Wash and clean grille. (Use non-abrasive kitchen detergent,
wipe dry with new cloth.) (Fig.18)

3. Remove dust and dirt from fan body using a vacuum
cleaner. (Fig.19)

4. Using a cloth dampened with kitchen detergent, remove
any dirt from fan body. Wipe dry with new cloth. (Fig.20)

5. Replace grille.




MAINTENANCE II (REPLACEMENT OF LAMP)

WARNING:

1. Disconnect power source before working on unit.

2.4W nightlamp has threaded base. Remove by turning counter-clockwise.

3. The lamp's glass is fragile. Please handle with care. To remove lamp, grasp at base and move back
and force to loosen. Do not pull hard on the lamp or you may break the glass.

4. Be sure to remove the night lamp before removing fluorescent lamps.

2. Remove the 4 W night lamp.(Fig.21)

PRACTICAL GUIDE TO INSTALLATION

Properly insulate the area around the fan to
minimize building heat loss and gain. (Fig.23)
