Use the special hex wrench provided to remove the 2 screws (¢4x10)
from the top cover, then remove the cover.

. To remove the top cover, pull the lower part (D towards you and pull
the upper part @ upward, then remove it.
. Hang Chassis Assy. mounting platform onto mounting bracket hooks..

. Connect the power cord inside the main body case with the power cord
out of the wall and use wire nuts (certified electrician to confirm the specific

wire nut to use). 1
