e Ensure the password for pairing is correct.
e Try removing the pairing by going to the Bluetooth section of your iPad, choose Bluetooth

keyboard and select “Forget this Device.” Turn Bluetooth off for 3 seconds on your iPad, and
turn it back on. Repeat step lll to reestablish pairing.
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
