1. Lift the front access panel and pull the filter tab
slightly forward to remove the filter.

2. Clean the filter with a vacuum cleaner or warm,
soapy water.

* If hot water (40°C (104°F)or more) is used, it
may be deformed.

3. After washing with water, dry well in the shade.
4. Re-install the air filter.

2. Turn off the circuit breaker, and disconnect
the power cable.

1. Clean the air filter and install it in the indoor
unit.
(Refer to page 21~22 cleaning filters.)

2. Check that the air inlet and outlet of the
indoor/outdoor unit are not blocked.
