Please note the following instructions when set-
ting up the system:

The device is designed for the playback of
video and audio signals from compact discs,
USB and similar data devices. Any other use is
expressly prohibited.

If you want to set up the device on wall shelves
or in cupboards, please ensure that it is ad-
equately ventilated.
