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Set Up Your Device
You must first charge the battery to begin setting up your device.
1. Charge your battery.

o Plugthe AC adapter into the power socket on your device.

« Plugthe AC adapter into an electrical outlet. Fully charging a battery may take up to three
hours.

Note: Your device’s battery should have enough charge for the device to turn on. You should fully
charge the battery as soon as possible.

2. Pressand hold the Power Button to turn the device on.
« Ifyour device is activated, it will turn on and search for Sprint service.

« Ifyour device is not yet activated, see Activate Your Device for more information.
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Activate Your Device

Follow the instructions below to activate your device if it has not already been activated. Depending
on your account or how and where you purchased your device, it may be ready to use or you may
need to activate it on your Sprint account.

= If you purchased your device at a Sprint Store, it is probably activated and ready to use.

= [f you received your device in the mail and it is for a new Sprint account or a new line of service, it
is designed to activate automatically.

o When you turn the device on for the first time, you should see a Hands-Free Activation
screen, which may be followed by a PRL Update screen and a Firmware Update screen.
Follow the onscreen instructions to continue.

= If you received your device in the mail and you are activating a new device for an existing number
on your account (you’re swapping devices), you can activate on your computer online or directly
on your device.

« Activate on your computer:
o Go to sprint.com/activate and complete the online instructions to activate your device.
« Activate on your device:

o Turnon your new device. (Make sure the old one is turned off.) Your device will
automatically attempt Hands-Free Activation.

o Touch Activate to override auto-activation and start the manual activation wizard.
o Follow the on-screen prompts to complete the activation process.

To confirm activation, open the browser and try browsing the Web. If your device is still not activated,
visit sprint.com/support for assistance. If you do not have access to the Internet, call Sprint Customer
Service at 1-888-211-4727.

Tip: Do not press the Power Button while the device is being activated. Pressing the Power
Button cancels the activation process.

Your Device’s Layout

The illustrations and descriptions below outline your device’s basic layout.
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Key Functions

= Indicator displays charging status.

= Touchscreen displays all the information needed to operate your device, such as the shortcuts
and widgets, and the date and time. It also provides one-touch access to all of your features and
applications.

= Back Key - lets you return to the previous screen, or close a dialog box, options menu, the
Notifications panel, or onscreen keyboard.

= Home Key - returns you to the Home screen. Press and hold to open the recently-used
applications window.

= Menu Key == allows you to access your device’s main functions menu: Add Wallpaper,
Manage apps, and Settings. While in a menu, press to open a list of actions available from the
current screen or onscreen option.

= Volume Up/Down Key allows you to adjust the media volume.

= Sleep Key allows you to turn on or turn off your screen.

= Projector Key rﬁl turns the projector on or off.
= Power Socket allows you to connect to the AC adapter.
= USB Jack allows you to connect the USB cable.

= HDMI Jack allows you to connect the HDMI cable.

= 3.5 mm Headset Jack allows you to plug in a stereo headset for convenient.

= Power Button lets you turn the device on or off or turn the screen on or off, restart the device, or
switch your device to silent mode, vibration mode, or airplane mode.
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= Power Bank Button allows you to charge other devices.

= Reset Button allows you to reset your device.

= Card Slot allows you to install and remove a microSDHC card or Micro-SIM card.

= Adjust Focus Wheel lets you to adjust the focus of the projector.

= Projector Lens lets you project your device’s display.

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Turn Your Device On and Off

The instructions below explain how to turn your device on and off.

Turn Your Device On

= Pressand hold the Power Button.

Turn Your Device Off
1. Press and hold the Power Button to open the device options menu.
2. Touch Power off to turn the device off.

Your screen remains blank while your device is off (unless the battery is charging).

Turn Your Screen On and Off

Your device allows you to quickly turn the screen off when not in use and to turn it back on and
unlock it when you need it.

Turn the Screen Off When Not in Use

= Touch ““ to quickly turn the screen on or off.

To save battery power, the device automatically turns off the screen after a certain period of time
when you leave it idle.
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Note: For information on how to adjust the time before the screen turns off, see Sleep.

Turn the Screen On and Unlock It

« If you have set up a different screen lock, you will be prompted to draw the pattern or enter
the password or PIN.

Touchscreen Navigation

Your device’s touchscreen lets you control actions through a variety of touch gestures.

Touch

When you want to type using the onscreen keyboard, select items onscreen such as application and
settings icons, or press onscreen buttons, simply touch them with your finger.

Touch and Hold

To open the available options for an item (for example, afile or link in a Web page), touch and hold
the item.

Swipe or Slide

To swipe or slide means to quickly drag your finger vertically or horizontally across the screen.

Drag

Todrag, press and hold your finger with some pressure before you start to move your finger. While
dragging, do not release your finger until you have reached the target position.

Flick

Flicking the screen is similar to swiping, except that you need to swipe your finger in light, quick
strokes. This finger gesture is always in a vertical direction.

Pinch and Spread

“Pinch” the screen using your thumb and forefinger to zoom out or “spread” the screen to zoom in
when viewing a picture or a Web page. (Move fingers inward to zoom out and outward to zoom in.)
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Your Home Screen

The home screen is the starting point for your device’s applications, functions, and menus. You can
customize your home screen by adding application icons, shortcuts, folders, widgets, and more.

Android Keyboard

The Android Keyboard provides a layout similar to a desktop computer keyboard.

Tips for using Swype Text Input:

= Toenterdouble letters, scribble slightly or make a loop on the letter. For example, to get the "ll" in
"hello", scribble (or make a loop) on the "I" key.

= Lift your finger at the end of the word. A space is added automatically when you “Swype” the
next word.

Wi-Fi

Wi-Fi provides wireless Internet access over distances of up to 300 feet. To use your device’s Wi-Fi,
you need access to a wireless access point or “hotspot.”

The availability and range of the Wi-Fi signal depends on a number of factors, including
infrastructure and other objects through which the signal passes.

Turn Wi-Fi On and Connect to a Wireless Network

Allow the device some time to process your
data usage request.

Sprint Spark LTE

The Sprint Spark enhanced LTE network provides your device with wireless Internet access over
greater distances than Wi-Fi and delivers data transfer rates of up to 60 Mbps. To connect your
device to Sprint Spark, you must be in an area covered by the Sprint Spark enhanced LTE network.

For more information about the availability of Sprint Spark in your location, visit sprint.com/coverage.
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Note: The availability and range of the network depends on a number of factors including your
distance to a base station, and infrastructure and other objects through which the signal passes.

Set Your Network Options

1. Touch - i (Settings) > Mobile networks > Network Mode.

2. Select LTE/CDMA or CDMA. The device will scan for the best available Sprint network and will
automatically connect to it.

When your device is connected via Sprint Spark, the Sprint Spark icon ( ) appears in the
Status bar and tells you the approximate signal strength (number of bands displayed).

Note: The network is self-discoverable, which means no additional steps are required for your
device to connect toit.

Your User Name

When you buy your device and sign up for service, you’re automatically assigned a user name,
which is typically based on your name and a number, followed by “@sprintpcs.com.” (For example,
the third John Smith to sign up for Sprint data services might have jsmith003@sprintpcs.com as his
user name.)

When you use data services, your user name is submitted to identify you to the network. Your user
name is automatically programmed into your device.

Virtual Private Networks (VPN)

From your device, you can add, set up, and manage virtual private networks (VPNs) that allow you
to connect and access resources inside a secured local network, such as your corporate network.

Prepare Your Device for VPN Connection

Depending on the type of VPN you are using at work, you may be required to enter your login
credentials or install security certificates before you can connect to your company’s local network.
You can get this information from your network administrator.

Before you can initiate a VPN connection, your device must first establish a Wi-Fi or data
connection. For information about setting up and using these connections on your device, see
Browser and Turn Wi-Fi On and Connect to a Wireless Network.

Set Up Secure Credential Storage

If your network administrator instructs you to download and install security certificates, you must first
set up the device’s secure credential storage.

Note: Projector and Power Bank can’t be enabled at the same time.

Charging Other Devices when Power off
Follow the steps below to charge other devices.

1. Connect your device with your phone or other devices via a USB cable.

2. Press and hold the Power Bank Button until the indicator turns green.

Note: Charging is unavailable when the power is lower than 15%.

File Manager

File Manager allows you to view and manage the files stored on your device or an installed
microSDHC card.

Note: Your device does not come with a microSDHC card in the packaging. Please purchase one if
needed.

1. Touch - m (File Manager). Touch folders and files to access stored items.
2. Select Category /Device / SD Card to view the folder.
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3. Touch and hold an item to access options such as copy, move, share or delete.

4. To copy or move an item, navigate to a new location and touch PASTE.

Bluetooth

Bluetooth is a short-range communications technology that allows you to connect wirelessly to a
number of Bluetooth devices, such as headsets and hands-free car kits, and Bluetooth-enabled
handhelds, computers, printers, and wireless devices. The Bluetooth communication range is
usually approximately 33 feet.

Turn Bluetooth On or Off

Use the settings menu to enable or disable your device’s Bluetooth capabilities.

1. Touch =3 > Bl (settings).
2. Touch the on/off slider to turn Bluetooth on BN Touch it again to turn Bluetooth off

Tip: An even easier way to turn Bluetooth on or off is with the Power control widget on the home
screen.

Note: Turn off Bluetooth when not in use to conserve battery power, or in places where using a
wireless device is prohibited, such as aboard an aircraft and in hospitals.

The Bluetooth Settings Menu

The Bluetooth settings menu gives you access to information and controls for your device’s
Bluetooth feature.

= Touch - i (Settings) > Bluetooth.
o Touch SEARCH FOR DEVICES to search for other visible in-range Bluetooth devices.

Touch == > Rename device to change the name other devices will see identifying your
device.

Touch == > Visibility timeout to set the amount of time your device can be discovered.

Touch == > Show received files to view all of files you have received via Bluetooth.
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Connect a Bluetooth Headset or Car Kit

You can listen to music over a Bluetooth stereo headset, or have hands-free conversations using a
compatible Bluetooth headset or car kit. It's the same procedure as for setting up other hands-free
devices.

To listen to music with your headset or car kit, the headset or car kit must support the A2DP
Bluetooth profile.

1. Touch - i (Settings) > Bluetooth.

2. If Bluetooth is not switched on, touch the on/off slider to turn Bluetooth on . on |

3. Make sure that the headset is discoverable, so that your device can find the headset. Refer to the
instructions that came with the headset to find out how to set it to discoverable mode.

4. Touch SEARCH FOR DEVICES. Your device will start to scan for Bluetooth devices within
range.

5. When you see the name of your headset displayed in the Bluetooth devices section, touch the
name. Your device then automatically tries to pair with the headset.

6. If automatic pairing fails, enter the passcode supplied with your headset.
Paired devices are listed in the PAIRED DEVICES section. When the Bluetooth headset or car kit is

connected to your device, the Bluetooth paired icon . is displayed in the status bar. Depending on
the type of headset or car kit you have connected, you can then start using the headset or car kit to
listen to music.

Note: Due to different specifications and features of other Bluetooth-compatible devices, display
and operations may be different, and functions such as transfer or exchange may not be possible
with all Bluetooth-compatible devices.

Reconnect a Headset or Car Kit

When you have paired a headset with your device, you should be able to reconnect it automatically
by turning on Bluetooth on your device and then turning on the headset. However, sometimes you
will need to reconnect manually, for example if you have been using your headset with another
Bluetooth device.

2. If Bluetooth is not switched on, touch the on/off slider to turn Bluetooth on [ on |
3. Make sure that the headset is discoverable.

After that, your device and the
other device are paired, and you will not need to exchange passcodes to transfer information in the
future.

When afile is transferred, a notification is displayed. To open the file immediately, slide down the
notifications panel, and then touch the relevant notification.
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microSDHC Card

A microSDHC™ card is an optional accessory that allows you to store images, videos, music and
documents on your device.

Insert a microSDHC Card

Follow the steps below to insert a microSDHC card into your device.
1. Insert your fingernail into the slot of the card slot cover and lift the cover up gently.

2. Carefully insert the microSDHC card into the slot.

3. Close the cover.

Remove a microSDHC Card

Before removing your device’s microSDHC card, use the Storage settings menu to unmount the
card. See Unmount the microSDHC Card.

1. Insert your fingernail into the slot at the card slot cover and lift the cover up gently.

2. Pressthe microSDHC card inside the card slot again to eject it, and then gently pull the
microSDHC card out.

3. Replace the cover.

Note: You can easily damage the microSDHC card by improper operation. Please be careful when
inserting, removing, or handling the microSDHC card.
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Note: Make sure your battery is fully charged before using the microSDHC card. Your data may
become damaged or unusable if the battery runs out while using the microSDHC card.

View microSDHC Card Memory

The Storage settings menu gives you access to your microSDHC card memory information.

Format the microSDHC Card

Formatting a microSDHC card permanently removes all files stored on the card.

The lock screen settings let you set your method for unlocking your device, customize lock screen
options, and determine whether to enter your owner information to be displayed on the lock screen.

Screen Lock

You can increase the security of your device by creating a screen lock. When enabled, you have to
draw the correct unlock pattern on the screen, enter the correct PIN, or enter the correct password
to unlock the device’s screen.

3. Draw the screen unlock pattern by connecting at least four dots in a vertical, horizontal, or
diagonal direction.

Owner Information

This menu allows you to enter text and display it on the screen when it is locked.

1. Touch ©=3 > B (Settings) > Security > Owner info.

2. Enter the text to display on the lock screen.

Encrypt device

You can encrypt all the data on your device, such as Google Accounts, application data, music and
other media, downloaded information, and so on. If you do, you must enter a numeric PIN or
password each time you power on your device.

1. Touch - (Settings) > Security > Encrypt device.
2. Read the information about encryption carefully.

Note: The Encrypt device button is dimmed if your battery's not charged or your device is not

plugged in. If you change your mind about encrypting your device, touch :
3. Touch Encrypt device.

4. Enter your lock screen PIN or password and touch Next.

5. Touch Encrypt device again.

The encryption process starts and displays its progress. Encryption can take an hour or more, during
which time your device may restart several times.

Encrypt External SDHC Card

You can encrypt all the data on your SDHC card. If you do, you must enter a numeric PIN or
password each time you power on your device.

= Touch - i (Settings) > Security, and then check or uncheck Encrypt SD card.
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Make Passwords Visible

Select whether or not device and application passwords are visible on the screen as you enter them.

= Touch - . (Settings) > Security, and then check or uncheck Make passwords
visible.

Device Administrators
You can disable the authority to be a device administrator for certain applications.

To select device administrators:

= Touch - i (Settings) > Security > Device administrators, and then select a device
administrator to follow the prompts.

Unknown Sources

If you want to install apps from sources other than the Play Store, you must allow the installation of
apps from unknown sources first.

1. Touch ©=> > B (settings) > Security.
2. Touchthe Unknown sources check box and then touch OK.

Note:To protect your device and personal data, please download apps from trusted sources, such
as the Play Store.

Verify Apps

The Verity apps menu can disallow or warn before installation of apps that may cause harm.

1. Touch ©=> > B (settings) > Security.
2. Touch Verify apps.

Credential Storage

These options let you control how your device accesses and stores secure certificates, and other
credentials.

Back Up & Reset

Your device’s Back up & reset menu lets you back up your device’s data and settings to Google
servers before resetting your device to the original factory settings. The Factory data reset erases all
data from the device’s application storage, including:

= Downloaded applications

Backup and Restore

To set your backup and restore options:

1. Touch - i (Settings) > Back up & reset.
2. Select your backup and restore options.

+ Back up my data: This option lets you back up your app data, Wi-Fi passwords, and other
settings to Google servers.

o Backup account: This option lets you back up to debug-only private cache.

« Automatic restore: This option lets you restore backed up settings and data when
reinstalling an application after a factory data reset.

Factory Data Reset

Tip: Before performing a factory data reset on your device, you may want to unmount the

microSDHC card to avoid losing any data you may have stored on it. Touch - i (Settings) >
Storage > Unmount SD card to unmount the storage card.

2. Touch Factory data reset.

3. Read the factory data reset information page and touch Reset device.
