Installation Instructions

Removing the Old Water Heater

@Turn “OFF” the gas supply to the water heater,

A WARNING

If the main gas iine shutoff serving all gas appliances is
used, also shut “off”’ the gas at each appliance, Leave all
gas appliances shut “off”’ until the water heater installation
is complete.

Turn “OFF” the water to the water
heater. Some installations require that
the water be turned off to the entire
house.

connect the gas supply connection from
the gas control valve.

@ Artach a hose to the water heater drain
valve and purt the other end in a floor
drain or outdoors. Open the water heater
drain valve. Open a nearby hot water
faucet which will relieve pressure in the
water heater and speed draining,

@ Disconnect the vent pipe from the draft hood where
they connect to the water heater. In most installations
the vent pipe can be lifted off after any screw or other
attached devices are removed. Dispose of the draft
hood, The new water heater has the draft hood which

must be used for proper operation.

@ a. If you have copper piping to the water

heater, the two copper water pipes can
be cut with a hacksaw approximarely
four inches away from where they con-
nect o the water heater. This will avoid
cutting off the pipes too short.
Additional cuts can be made later if nec-
essary. Disconnect the temperature-pres-
sure relief valve drain line. When the
water heater is drained, disconnect the
hose from the drain valve. Close the
drain valve. The water heater is now
completely disconnected and ready to be
removed,

. If you have galvanized pipe to the water

heater, loosen the two galvanized pipes
with a pipe wrench at the union in each
line. A.[Fs)o disconnecr the piping remain-
ing to the warter heater. These pieces
should be saved since they may be need-
ed when reconnecting the new water
heater. Disconnect the temperature-pres-
sure relief valve drain line. When the
water heater is drained, disconnect the
hose from the drain valve. Close the
drain valve. The water heater is now
completely disconnected and ready to be
removed.

A WARNING

A WARNING

At the time of manufacture this water heater was provided
with a combination temperature-pressures relief valve certified
by a nationally recognized testing laboratory that maintains
periodic inspection of production of listed equipment or mate-
rials, as meeting the requirements for Relief Valves and
Automatic Gas Shutoff Devices for Hot Water Supply Systems,
and the latest edition of ANSI Z21.12 and the code require-
ments of ASME. If replaced, the valve must meet the require.
ments of local codes, but not less than a combination tempera-
ture and pressure relief valve certified as meeting the require-
ments for Relief Valves and Automatic Gas Shutoff Devices for
Hot Water Supply Systems, ANSI Z21.22 by a nationally recog-
nized testing laboratory that maintains periodic inspection of
production of listed equipment or materials,
The valve must be marked with a maximum set pressure not
to exceed the marked hydrostatic working pressure of the
water heater (150 Ibs.J/sq. in.) and a discharge capacity not less
than the water heater input rate asshown on the model rating
plate. (Electric heaters - watts divided by 1000 x 3415 equal
BTU/Hr rate.)
Your local jurisdictional authority, while mandating the use of a
temperatire-pressure relief valve complying with ANSI 221.22
and ASME, may require a valve model different from the one
furnished with the water heater,
Compliance with such local requirements must be satisfied by
the installer or end user of the water heater with a locally pre-
scribed temperature-pressure relief valve installed in the desig-
nated opening in the water heater in place of the factory fur-
nished valve,
For safe operation of the water heater, the relief valve must not
be removed from it’s designated opening or plugged.
The temperature-pressure relief valve must be installed directly
into the fitting of the water heater designated for the relief valve.

Do not connect tubing directly to discharge
drain unless a §" air gap is provided, To prevent bodily injury, haz-
ard to {ife, or property damage, the relief valve must be allowed
to discharge water in quantities should circumstances demand. If
the discharge pipe is not connected to a drain or other suitable
means, the water flow may cause property damage,

The Discharge Pipe:

* Must not be smaller in size than the outlet pipe size of the
valve, or have any reducing couplings or other restrictions.

* Must not be plugged or blocked.

* Must be of material listed for hot water distribution.

* Must be installed so as to allow complete drainage of both
the temperature-pressure reilief valve, and the discharge
pipe.

* Must terminate at an adequate drain,

* Must not have any valve between the relief valve and tank.
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The temperature-pressure relief valve must be manually
operated at least once a year. Caution should be taken to
ensure that (1) no one is in front of or around the outlet of
the tem re refief valve discharge line, and (2)
the water manually discharged will not cause any bodily
injury or property damage because the water may be
extremely hot.

If after manually operating the valve, it fails to completely
reset and continues to release water, immediately close the
cold water inlet to the water heater, follow the draining
instructions, and replace the temperature-pressure relief
valve with a new one.

At the time of manufacture, this water heater was led with a combination tem-
perature-pressure relief valve listed as complying with the standard for relief valves and
automatic gas shut-off devices for hot water supply systems, ANS| Z21.22. For safe
operation of the water heater, the relief valve must not be removed from its designated
point of installation or plugged.

Your local jurisdictional authority, while mandating the use of 2 temperature-pressure
relief vaive complying with ANSI Z21.22 and ASME, may require a valve model different
from the one furnished with the water heater.

VENT DAMPERS - Any vent damper, whether it is operated
thermally or otherwise must be removed if its use inhibits prop-
er drafting of the water heater.

Thermally Operated Vent Dampers: Gas-fired water heaters
having thermal efficency in excess of 80% may produce a rela-
tively low flue gas temperature. Such temperatures may not be
high enough to properly open thermally cperated vent
dampers. This would cause spillage of flue gases and may cause
carbon monoxide poisoning,

Vent dampers must bear evidence of certification as complying
with the latest edition of American National Standard ANSI
Z21.68 (ANSI Z21.66 & 67, respectively, cover and
mechanically actuated vent dampers). Before installation of any
vent damper; consult your local Sears Service Center or the gas
utility for further information.

A WARNING

To insure proper venting of this gas-fired water heater, the
correct vent pipe diameter must be utilized. Any additions or
deletions of other gas appliances on a common vent with this
water heater may adversely affect the operation of the water
heater.

Be sure to check all the gas piping for feaks before lighting the
water heater.

Standard Models are for installation up to 3,300 feer above sea
level.

Operating Instructions

Lighting

A WARNING

BEFORE LIGHTING [PROPANE (L.P) GAS WATER
HEATERS]: Propane (L.P) gas is heavier than air. Should there
be a leak in the system, the gas will settle near the ground.
Basements, crawl spaces, skirted areas under mobile homes
{even when ventilated), closets and areas below ground level will
serve as pockets for the accumulation of this gas. Before
attempting to light or relight the water heater’s pilot or turning
on a nearby electrical light switch, be absolutely sure there is no
accumulated gas in the area. Search for odor of gas by sniffing at
ground level in the vicinity of the appliance. If odor is detected,
foilow steps indicated at “‘For Your Safety” on the cover page of
this manual then leave the premises.

Lighting and operating instructions are located on front of the
water heater, above or to one side of the gas control valve.
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A WARNING
AN ODORANT IS ADDED TO THE GAS USED
BY THIS WATER HEATER,
FOR YOUR SAFETY
IF YOU SMELL GAS:
* Do not try to light any appliance.
* Do not touch any electrical switch; do not use any phone in
your building.

Temperature Regulation

Due to the nature of the typical gas water heater, the water tem-
rcraturc in certain situations may vary up to 30°F higher or
ower at the point of use such as, bathtubs, showers, sink, etc.

This means that when the temperature adjustment dial is set at
the mark approximatircllg 120° E, the actual water temperature at
any hot water tap could be as high as 150°F or as low as 90°F

Any water heater’s intended purpose is to heat water. Hot water
is needed for cleaning (bodies, xrishes, clothing). Hot water will
present a scald hazard. Depending on the time element, and the
people involved (normaradults, children, toddlers, elderly,
infirm, etc.} scalding may occur at different temperatures.

A WARNING

HOTTER WATER CAN SCALD: Water heaters are intended to
produce hot water. Water heated to a temperature which will
satisfy clothes washing, dish washing, and other sanitizing needs
can scald dnd permanently injure you upon contact. Some peo-
ple are more likely to be permanently injured by hot water than
others. These include the elderty, children, the infirm, or physical-
ly/mentally handicapped. If anyone using hot water in your home
fits into one of these groups or if there is a local code or state law
requiring a certain temperature water at the hot water tap, then
you must take special precautions. In addition to using the lowest
possible temperature setting that satisfies your hot water needs,
a means such as a mixing valve, should be used at the hot water
taps used by these people or at the water heater. Mixing valves
are available at plumbing supply or hardware stores.

Tank (Sediment) Cleaning

Sediment build-up on the tank bottom may create varying
amounts of noise, and if left in the tank will cause premature
tank failure. In some water areas, you may not be able to drain
all sediment deposits by simply draining the tank. In these cases
Mag Erad (parc no. 23600) can be used to help remove the sedi-
ment deposits, This may be ordered from the Sears Service
Center. For ordering, refer to the “Repair Parts” section.

Venting System Inspection

Ar least once a year a visual inspection should be made of the

venting system. You should look for:

* Obstructions which could cause improper venting. The com-
bustion and ventilation air flow must not be obstructed.

* Damage or deterioration which could cause improper vent-
ing oriakage of combustion products.

* Rusted flakes around top of water heater.

A WARNING

Chemical vapor corrosion of the flue and vent systern may
oceur if air for combustion contains certain chemical vapors,
Spray can propellants, cleaning solvents, refrigerator and air
conditioner refrigerants, swimming pool chemicals, calcium
and sodium chloride, waxes, bieach, and process chemicals are
typical compounds which are potentially corrosive.

A WARNING

Obstructed or deteriorated vent systems may present a serious
health risk or asphyxiation,

A WARNING

Be sure the vent piping is properly connected to prevent
escape of dangerous flue gasses which could cause deadly
asphyxiation.

A WARNING
If after inspection of the vent system you found sooting or
deterioration, something is wrong, Call the local gas utility to
correct the problem and cfean or replace the flue and venting
before resuming operation of the water heater.

Burner Cleaning

In the event your burner needs cleaning, usc the following
instructions:

NOTE: The knob cannot be turned from “PILOT” to “OFF”
unless knob is depressed slighdy, DO NOT FORCE.

Loose deposits on or around the burner can be removed by care-
fully using the hose of a vacuum cleaner inserced through the
access door of the water hearer, If the burner needs to be removed
for additional cleaning, call the Seats Service Center to remove
and clean the burner and correct the problem that tequired the
burner to be cleaned.

Start Up Conditions

THERMAL EXPANSION

Water supply systems may, because of such events as high line
pressure, frequent cut-offs, the effects of water hammer among
others, have installed devices such as pressure reducing valves,
check valves, back flow preventers, etc...to control these types of
Emblcms. When these devices are not equipped with an internat

y-pass, and no other measures are taken, the devices cause the
water systemn to be closed. As water is heated, it expands (ther-
mal expansion) and closed systems do not allow for the expan-
sion of heated water.

The water within the water heater tank expands as it is heated and
increases the pressure of the water system. If the relieving point of
the water heater's temperature-pressure relief valve is reached, the
valve will relieve the excess pressure. The temperature-pressure
relief valve is not intendedp for the constant relicf of thermal
expansion. This is an unacceptable condition and must be cor-

rected.

It is recommended that any devices installed which could create a
closed system have a by-pass and/or the system have an expan-
sion tank to relieve the pressure builc l?' thermal expansion.

Thermal expansion tanks are available from Sears stores and -

through the Sears Service Centers. Contact the local Cplumbing
inspector, water SL{Fplicr and/or the Sears Service Center for
assistance in controlling these situations,

Start Up Conditions (cont’d)
CONDENSATION

Whenever the water heater is filled with cold water, a certain
amount of condensation will form while the burner is on. A
water heater may appear to be leaking when in fact the water is
condensation. This usually happens when:

* When a new water heater is filled with cold water for the
firse time.

* When gas burns and water vapor is produced in water
heatets, particularly high efficiency mocrcls where flue tem-
peratures are lower.

* When you use large amounts of hot water in a short time
and the refill water is very cold.

Moisture from the products of combustion condense on the
cooler tank surfaces and form drops of water which may fall
onto the burner or other hot surfaces to produce a “sizzling” or
“frying” noise.

Excessive condensation can cause pilot outage due to water run-
ning down the flue tube onto the main burner and purting out
the pilot.

Because of the suddenness and amount of watet, condensation
water may be diagnosed as 2 “tank leak”, After the water in the
tank warms up (about 1-2 hours), the condition should
disappear.

Do not assume the water hearter is leaking until there has been
enough time for the water in the tank to warm up.

An undersized water heater will cause more condensation. The
water heater must be sized properly to meer the family’s
demands for hot water including dishwashers, washing machines
and shower heads.

Excessive condensation may be noticed during the winter and
carly spring months when incoming water temperatures are at
their lowest.

Good venting is essential for a gas fired warer heater to operate
propetly as well as to carry away products of combustion and
water vapor,

A WARNING

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SMOKE/ODOR

It is not uncommon to experience a small amount of smoke and
odor during the initial starc-up. This is due to burning off of oil
from metal parts, and will disappear in a short while.

Operational Conditions
SMELLY WATER

In each glasslined water heater there is installed at least one
anode rod (see parts section) for corrosion protection of the
tank. Certain water conditions will cause a reaction between this
rod and the water. The most common complaint associated with
the anode rod is one of a “rotten egg smell”. This odor is derived
from hydrogen sulfide gas dissolved in the water. The smell js
the result OF four factors which must all be present for the odor
to develop:

4. a concentration of sulface in the supply water.

b. litcle or no dissolved oxygen in the water.

¢ a sulfate reducing bacteria within the water heater, (This
harmless bacteria is non-toxic to humans.)

d. an excess of active hydrogen in the tank. This is caused by
the corrosion protective action of the anode.

Smelly water may be eliminated or reduced in some water heater
models by replacing the anode(s) with one of less active material,
and then chﬁ:rinatin the water heater tank and all hot water
lines, Conract Sears Eervicc for further information concerning
an Anode Replacement Kit #9001453 and this Chlorination
Treatment,

If the smelly water persists after the anode replacement and chlo-
tination treatment, we can only suggest that continuous chlori-
nation and filtering conditioning equipment be considered to
climinate the water problem.

Do not remove the anode leaving the tank unprotected. By
doing so, all warranty on the water heater tank is voided.

“AIR” IN HOT WATER FAUCETS

A WARNING

HYDROGEN GAS: Hydrogen gas can be produced in a hot
water system that has not been used for a long period of time
(generally two weeks or more). Hydrogen gas is extremely
flammable and explosive. To prevent the possibility of injury
under these conditions, we recommend the hot water faucet
be opened for several minutes at the kitchen sink before any
electrical appliances which are connected to the hot water sys-
tem are used (such as a dishwasher or washing machine). If
hydrogen gas is present, there will probably be an unusual
sound similar to air escaping through the pipe as the hot water
faucet is opened. There must be no smoking or open flame

near the faucet at the time it is open,




Troubleshooting Guide (cont’d)

HIGH TEMPERATURE SHUT OFF SYSTEM

This water heater is equipped with an automaric gas shut off sys-
tem. The high temperature shut off is built into the gas control
valve. This system shuts off the gas supply to the water heater
burners when high water temperatures ‘are present. It is non-
rescttable. If the high temperature shut off activates, the gas con-
trol valve must be replaced. If this were to occur, turn “OFF” the

- entire gas supply to the water heater. Contact the Sears Service

Center.

A WARNING

Should overheating occur or the gas supply fail to shut off,
turn “OFF” the manual gas control valve to the appliance,

NOT ENOUGH OR NO HOT WATER

Check the manual gas shut off valve to be sure it is open.
Check the pilot flame. It may have gone out. All models have
an opening behind the outer door for viewing the pilot.

If the pilot is not lit, follow the “Lighting” instructions in this
manual or located above the gas control valve on the water
heater to relight the pilot. If the water was extremely hot and is
now cold, the high limit safety temperature shuc off may have
put out the burner and pilot. If the high temperature shut off
activates, the c:cnm:n:;[J valve must be replaced. Contact the
Sears Service Center.

The gas control knob must be turned to the “ON” lpc;sition.
The temperatutc adjustment dial may be set too low. See the
“Temperature Regulation” section,

The gas company can check the gas input to see if it is correct.
An underfired water heater will not heat water as quickly.
Look for leaking or open hot water faucets. Make sure all are
closed.

The cold water inlet temperature may be colder during the
winter months, It will take longer to heat the water and seem
like less hot water.

If you cannot find whart is wrong, call the Sears Service
Center.

WATER IS TOO HOT

The temperature adjustment dial may be set too high. See the
“Temperature Adjustment” section.

NOTE: A period of time is necessary after an adjustment
has been made for the water temperature to mchlthe new
temperature setting.

If lower temperature serxings will not lower the water tempera-

ture, call the Sears Service Center.
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A WARNING

Due to the nature of the typical gas water heater, the
water temperature in certain situations may be hotter
than the thermostat setting.

Short, frequent draws of hot water - especially with very
cold incoming water - can shock the thermostat into brief
operation resulting in hotter and hotter layers of water
closer to the top of the tank.

Changes in hot water usage patterns or raising the tem-
perature differential between the cut-on of the thermo-
stat and the cold water temperature will usually efiminate
the problem.

@ *Condensation may be seen on pipes in humid weather or
pipe connections may be leaking,

G *The primary anode rod fitting may be leaking.

Small amounts of warer from temperature-pressure relief
valve may be due to thermal expansion or high warer
pressure in your area.

*The temperature-pressure relief valve may be leaking at
the tank fitting,

Water from a drain valve may be due to the valve opened

e slightly.

@ *The drain valve may be leaking at the tank fitting,
m Combustion products contain warter vapor which can

condense on the cooler surfaces of the tank. Droplets
form and drip into the fire or run on the floor. This is
common at the time of startup after installation and when
incoming water is cold.

Water in the water heater bottom or on the floor may be
from condensation, loose connections, or the relicf valve,
DO NOT replace the water heater until a full inspection
of all possible water sources is made and necessary
corrective steps taken. Leakage from other appliances,
water lines, or ground seepage should also be checked.

NOTE: To check where threaded portion enters tank,
insert cotton swab between jacket opening and fitting,
If cotton is wet, follow “Draining” instructions in the
“Service and Adjustment” section and then remove
fitting, Put pipe dope or teflon tape on the threads
and replace. Then follow “Filling the Water Heater”
