“Equalizer”
- Your ARCHOS features a 5-band equalizer.

- Drag a band (Bass, Mid. bass, Mid. range, Mid. treble or Treble) to the left or right
to change the gain level for these frequency ranges.

- This screen also allows you to balance the sound between the left and right ste-
reo channels.
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“Display settings”

“Touch-Screen Calibration”

- If the touchscreen is not responding properly, use this button and follow the in-
structions on the screen.

“Accelerometer calibration”

- If the accelerometer is not responding properly (in other words, if the automatic
screen rotation does not function correctly), use this button and follow the in-
structions on the screen.

“QOrientation”
- allows you to enable/disable the automatic switching of the screen’s orientation
when rotating the device

“Animation”
- enables/disables the display of animations when opening and closing applications.

“Archos theme color”
- allows you to change the theme color (hue, saturation and brightness) of all the
ARCHOS multimedia applications (“Video”, “Music”, "Photo”, etc.).

“Brightness”
- allows you to adjust the brightness of the screen.

“Screen timeout”
- allows you to adjust the delay before the screen automatically turns off and locks itself.
- to turn the screen back on, press the Power button once, and press it again to
unlock the screen.

“TV Connection”

- when your ARCHOS is connected to the optional DVR Station (available at
www.archos.com or from the Media Club), select the type of video output

“Audio Output”

- defines whether the audio signal is sent out via the “Analog Line-Out”, "HDMI" or
“SPDIF” interface depending on how you have connected the ARCHOS to your TV.

“"SECURITY & LOCATION”

This screen gives you the possibility to allow certain Android™ applications to deter-
mine your current location via the WiFi or the GPS.You can also define a screen unlock
pattern and other security parameters.

“"APPLICATIONS”

This screen allows you to manage your Android™ applications.You can view informa-
tion about all the applications installed on your device.

“DEVICE STORRAGE”

“Internal storage”

“Total space”
- displays the amount of total space on the internal memory.

“Available space”
- displays the amount of free space available on the internal memory.

“Multimedia library update”

- In case some of your songs or photos do not appear in the music or photo library,
select this option to do a full multimedia library update.
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“Format internal storage”
- formats the internal memory (erase all data, media files, and licenses)

“System storage”

“Available space”

- displays the amount of free space available on the system memory (the memory
used to store the Android™ applications).

“Factory data reset”
- erases all data on the device.Your device will be reset to its factory configuration.

“DATE & TIME”

“Automatic”

- enable this option if you want to set the clock automatically when your ARCHOS
is connected to a WiFi network.

- disable this option to set the current date & time manually. The following param-
eters will appear: “Set date”, “Select time zone”, “Set time").

“Set date”, "Select time zone”, “Set time”
- these parameters allow you to set the current time, date and time zone manually.

“Use 24-hour format”
- choose between 12h or 24h mode.

“Select date format”

- choose one of the available date format options

“LANGURAGE & TEXT’

Set your preferred language and region, and configure text settings for faster and
more accurate text input.
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“ABOUT DEVICE”

“Status”

- select this option to see the battery level and status, the WiFi Mac address, the
Bluetooth address, etc.

“Online registration”

- select this option to register your device on-line (WiFi connection required): it will
allow you to get access to our technical support as well as FREE plug-ins (ex: Web
TV & Radio) and purchasable offers from our website. This will also give you ac-
cess to the Media Club, which allows you to choose, directly on your device, from
a list of purchasable, rental and free multimedia contents.

“Legal information”
- allows you to view the open source licenses.

“Model number”
- This is the model number of your ARCHOS device.

“Product Key”

- each ARCHOS has a unique number.
- If you register your product on-line using a computer (www.archos.com/register),
this number will be needed.

‘Plug-ins”
- displays the current plug-ins installed on your device.

“Firmware version”

- displays the current version of the firmware and Digital Rights Management
(DRM) system, as well as the current version of Android™.

“Firmware update”

- use this button to search for an online update via a WiFi network. If there is one
available, it will be installed automatically. See Updating the Firmware to learn more.

UPDRATING THE FIRMWARE

The firmware is the operating system (OS) of your ARCHOS. It is periodically updated
to bring new features, improvements and bug fixes. There are two main ways to up-
date your product’s firmware:

« Directly on your ARCHOS if your device can connect to a WiFi network.
+ With a computer connected to the internet
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This is the easiest way to update the firmware. For this to work, you only need a con-
nection to a WiFi network. See Making a WiFi Connection.

1. From to the Home screen, tap on the Menu icon &, select “Settings”, and
choose “"About device”.
2. Tap on the “Firmware update” button.

3. The ARCHOS will search on-line for a new firmware. If there is one available,
it will start downloading, and it will be installed automatically. Follow the on-

screen instructions.

You can also update the firmware using a computer connected to the internet:

» record video directly to your ARCHOS, from your cable box, satellite receiver, digi-
tal tuner, or most any standard video source

- connect to your ARCHOS a compatible USB device (Mass Storage or PTP): exter-
nal hard drive, digital camera, etc.

When connected to your ARCHOS, the DVR Snap-on will allow

When connected to your ARCHOS, the Mini Dock will allow you to:
\ - display the image of the ARCHOS on your TV (S-Video and
composite outputs).

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BATTERY DOCK

The battery dock is like the Mini Dock but also includes a battery to
give your ARCHOS extra play time.

/B Digital TV receiver which allows you to watch and record digital TV
o\ (DVB-T) directly on your ARCHOS.

CAR MOUNT

Allows you to mount your ARCHOS on your windshield in order to
use it as a car GPS. Your product features a built-in GPS receiver. Visit
www.archos.com to purchase a GPS license and activate the GPS on
your product.
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RESETTING YOUR ARCHAOS

* In the event that your ARCHOS freezes operation,
you can force the device to shut down by holding the
Power button for 15 seconds.

* Only if the Power button does not reset your device,
then should you use the “pinhole reset” button, locat-
ed on the back the device, next to the USB port, or at
the bottom of the product, on the left side (depending
on which model you have).

SYSTEM RECOVERY

If your ARCHOS does not respond correctly, or does not show certain songs or videos
that you have copied to it, you can try a system recovery. It allows you to repair the
internal memory, format it, etc.

1. Press and hold the () button to turn on your device.

2. When the screen turns on, immediately press and hold the Volume + button until
the Recovery mode starts (white screen).

The system recovery mode gives you several options:

((NOH
- cancels the system recovery.

“Repair Disk”
- attempts to repair the file structure on the internal memory.
- does not erase any data.
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“Format Disk”
- formats the internal memory.
- all data (music, photos, videos, etc.), licenses and settings are erased.

“Check Disk”
- checks the internal memory and attempts to fix errors, if any.
- does not erase any data.

“Force Touchscreen Calibration”

- use this option if the touchscreen does not respond correctly and if you cannot
access the touchscreen settings (see: Touchscreen Problems{

- follow the instructions on the screen.

« If the touchscreen is not responding properly try to go to the “Sound & display’
settings screen (Menu icon & > “Settings” > “Sound & display”).

« Then use the “Touch-Screen Calibration” button, and follow the instructions on
the screen.
