2.1 Power Up and Shut Down

seconds.

2.2 Battery Charging

» Plug the charger connector with the Smartphone and plug the charger into an
electrical outlet.

» At this time the charge level icon will repeatedly flash at the top right corner of
the mobile phone’s screen; if you're charging your Smartphone while it’s
powered off, an indication will appear on the screen to show that your phone is
indeed in charging mode. If the Smartphone was used even after there was
insufficient power to do so, it might take some time, when chargingin powered
off mode, for the screen indicator to appear.

» When the battery level icon does not flash anymore, this means that the battery is
fully charged.
