This document describes the Kyocera 2235 trimode phone, with CDMA 
digital service at 800 MHz and 1900 MHz, and analog service at 800 MHz.

Keeping track of your calls
Your phone has two timers that count the amount of calls you have made 
and received.

All Calls
This timer displays the total number and duration of all calls you have made 
and received. You cannot reset this timer.
• Select jÉåì → pÉííáåÖë →=`~ää=fåÑçêã~íáçå=→ ^ää=`~ääë=qáãÉê.

Recent Calls
This timer displays the total number and duration of recent calls you have 
made and received since the last time you reset the timer.

2. Press  to select oÉëÉí. This resets the timer to zero.

Timing your calls
If you want to know how long you are spending on a call, you can set up 
your phone to beep 10 seconds before each minute.

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Receiving data or faxes
Your phone can receive certain data or faxes, depending on the system 
sending the information.

(Your network may not support these call types. Check with your service 
provider.)

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Understanding roaming

Selecting digital or analog mode
This setting allows you to force the phone into either digital or analog mode. 
This is useful if you are in an area that borders on digital service and the 
automatic feature is causing the phone to keep switching between modes.

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Setting an alert for roaming
Use this setting if you want the phone to alert you if you roam outside of 
your home service area.

– aáë~ÄäÉÇ will not alert you if you roam outside your home service area.

when service is lost. When service is acquired again, you will hear 
three tones increase in intensity.

– lå=êç~ã=ÅÜ~åÖÉ alerts you with two tones, decreasing in intensity, 
when roaming service is acquired. When home area service is 
acquired again, you hear three tones, increasing in intensity.

– lå=~åó=ÅÜ~åÖÉ alerts you with three increasing tones if there is a 
change in roaming service or three decreasing tones if the phone 
loses service.
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Setting the roam ringer
You can set a ringer to indicate when an incoming call will be subject to 
roaming charges.
1. Select jÉåì=→ pÉííáåÖë=→ pçìåÇë → oç~ã oáåÖÉê

2. Highlight bå~ÄäÉÇ and press . You will hear a sample of the ringer.
3. Press  to set the ringer.

Controlling network roaming
This setting allows you to control the phone’s roaming feature by specifying 
which signals the phone will accept.

– ^ìíçã~íáÅ=(recommended setting) accepts any system the phone 

service provides.

service provider to determine which one to use.
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Calling 911
kçíÉW Regardless of your 3-digit emergency code (911, 111, 999, etc.), your 
phone will operate as described below.
• Dial    and then press .
You can call 911 even if your phone is locked or your account is restricted. 
However, when you call, your phone enters bãÉêÖÉåÅó=ãçÇÉK This enables 
the emergency service exclusive access to your phone so they can call you 
back if necessary. In order to make or receive regular calls after dialing 911, 
you must exit this mode.

Exiting emergency mode
When you have completed the 911 call:
1. Press  to select=bñáíK

2. Press  again to confirm your choice.
The phone returns to the home screen and you are ready to make and 
receive regular calls.

The text entry area is a large field in the center of the screen. The current 
text entry mode (and capitalization setting, when applicable) are indicated 
by icons at the bottom of the screen.

Text Input checks its dictionary of common words and guesses at the word 
you are trying to spell.

2. If the word doesn’t match what you want, press  to look at other 

word matches.
3. When you see the word you want, press .

Editing a number

2. Select sáÉï=^ää or cáåÇ=k~ãÉ=to=locate the contact you want to edit.
3. Press to select the contact to edit.

6. Enter the new information or follow the voice prompts.
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Finding contact information
There are three main methods for finding a phone number or contact 
details: (1) checking the Frequent Contacts list, (2) searching the Contacts 
directory, and (3) using Fast Find.

Searching the Contacts directory
1. Select jÉåì → `çåí~Åíë.
2. Select a search method:

– sáÉï=^ääÔLists all of your contacts.

3. Scroll down until you find the name you want.
– To call the contact, select the number and press .

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Checking the Frequent Contacts list
From the home screen, press  down to see up to 15 of the most 
frequently called contacts, in order from most frequent to least frequent. 
You also see the full Contacts List if you scroll down past the double line.

Tip: You can enter the first letter of the name you are looking for to skip down 
the list.

Setting up Fast Find
With Fast Find, you press one or two keys to view close matches of the 
number you are looking for.
1. From the home screen, select jÉåì → pÉííáåÖë=→=bñíê~ë=→=c~ëí=cáåÇ.
2. Select bå~ÄäÉÇ.
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Using Fast Find
1. Press the keys corresponding to the letters of the name you want to find. 

The matching contacts appear on the screen.

Note: Speed dial locations appear before names if they use the same keys. 
For example, to look for Abe’s contact entry, you press  for “A”. 
However, there is a speed dial location associated with 2, so the speed 
dial contact appears first. To find Abe’s number, you would then press 
the key that corresponds to the next letter of his name. 

2. When you see the name you want, you can press  to call the number, 
or press  to view contact details.

3. If you do not see the name you want, press  up or down to search 
the possibilities.
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5 SENDING AND RECEIVING TEXT MESSAGES

This chapter describes how to send, receive, and erase text messages 
from your phone. For information on voicemail messages, see page 21.

Important: The features described in this chapter may vary depending on 
services available in your area. In addition, usage charges may 
apply to each message. For clarification on these issues, check 
with your service provider.

Sending a new text message
Check with your service provider to find out if you are able to send text 
messages from your phone. You can only send text messages to phones 
that are capable of receiving them, or to email addresses.
Your Kyocera S14 phone can provide several sending options. For 
example, you may:
• Choose from standard pre-written messages
• Add emoticons (“smiley faces”) to messages 
• Include a callback number
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• Label messages as “Urgent”
• Set delivery time
• Save messages in memory.

Creating a new message
1. Select jÉåì=→ jÉëë~ÖÉë=→ pÉåÇ=kÉï. 
2. Enter the phone number or email address of the person to whom you are 

sending the message, or select `çåí~Åíë to choose a saved phone 
number or email address.

Note: If you wish to enter an email address, you need to switch text entry 
modes: To enter letters, press  right, then press  to switch to  
mode. To enter “@” from  mode, press  repeatedly until the 
symbol appears. For more information on text entry, see page 37.

3. Press  to select kÉñíK

4. Enter your text message. You can enter text manually, insert a pre-
written message, and add emoticons (“smiley faces”).
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To enter text manually:

Use the keypad to enter letters.
– To switch from  mode to  rapid text entry mode, press  right, 

then press .
– For more information on text entry, see page 37.

To insert a pre-written message:

a. Press  right twice to highlight ^ìíçjëÖI=then press .
b. Press  up or down to scroll through the messages and press  

to select one.
c. Continue to enter text or add another pre-written message.

®
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To add an emoticon (smiley face):

a. Press  right three times to highlight bãçíáçåI then press .
b. Press  up or down to scroll through the faces, and press a number 

key to select one. (If your recipient’s phone does not support the 
same technology as your phone, emoticons appear in a simplistic 
form on the recipient’s phone.)
When you have completed the message, you can send it 
immediately or set sending options.

– To send it immediately, press  right or left to highlight kÉñí, then 
press =twiceK

– To set sending options, see the following procedure.
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Setting sending options
When you are ready to send a message, you have several options for how 
and when you want the message to be received.
1. Once you have entered the message, press  left or right to highlight 

léíáçåë and press . Then choose from the list:
– pÉåÇ=jÉëë~ÖÉÔSend your message immediately.
– `~ääÄ~Åâ=kìãÄÉêÔInclude a callback number with the message to let the 

recipient know at what number they can call you back. Select vÉë to 
include your own number, or bÇáí to enter a different callback number.

– p~îÉ=jÉëë~ÖÉÔSave the message in your cáäÉÇ folder. (This prevents 

the message from being deleted when you clean out your 
TextOutBox and enables you to send the message to others.) 

– bñáíÔReturn to the jÉëë~ÖÉë menu without saving the message.
2. When you have finished setting options, press  up to highlight pÉåÇ=

jÉëë~ÖÉK

3. Press .
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Sending a message you have saved
You can reuse a message you have saved in your cáäÉÇ folder. (To save 
messages in your Filed folder, see “Setting sending options” on page 50.)
1. Select jÉåì=→ jÉëë~ÖÉë=→ cáäÉÇ. 
2. Press  up or down through the list of messages and press  to 

select one.
3. Highlight an option and press :

– oÉëìãÉÔModify or send the message.
– pÉåÇ=qçÔAdd another recipient.
– bê~ëÉÔErase the saved message.

– açåÉÔReturn to the Filed folder.
To set sending options for this message, see page 50.

If you cannot send messages
You may not be able to send or receive messages if your phone’s memory 
is nearly full, or if digital service is not available at the time. To free up 
memory, erase old messages. See “Erasing text messages” on page 55.
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Receiving incoming calls while creating messages
• If you don’t wish to answer the call, select fÖåçêÉ.
• To answer the call, press . The message you were working on will be 

saved in the Text OutBox. To return to the message, select jÉåì=→ 
jÉëë~ÖÉë → qÉñí=lìí_çñ=and select it.

Viewing the Text OutBox
You can check the status of messages you have sent by viewing the Text OutBox.
1. Select jÉåì=→=jÉëë~ÖÉë=→=qÉñí=lìí_çñ.
2. Press  up or down through the list of messages. One of the following 

symbols appears next to each message:

� The message is pending and will be sent when possible. You can cancel 
delivery of the message.

� The scheduled message will be sent at the scheduled time. You cannot cancel 
delivery of the message.

� The message cannot be sent because service is not available. An alert 
appears on your phone if the message cannot be sent.

� The scheduled message has been sent and will be delivered as scheduled. 
You cannot cancel delivery of the message.

� The message has never been sent, or has not been sent since it was last 
modified. You can cancel delivery of the message.
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Retrieving text messages
When a text message is received, it is sent to your Text InBox and your 
screen will display text similar to: “New messages: 1 Text”. This text will 
remain for about five minutes. After that, look for the  symbol at the top of 
your screen. The symbol flashes if the message is urgent.

If you see the “New Message” note
You can choose to:
• sáÉï the messageÔPress .
• fÖåçêÉ=the messageÔPress  right and press .
• Clear the screenÔPress .

If you see the  symbol
If the  symbol is flashing, the message is urgent.
1. Select jÉåì=→ jÉëë~ÖÉë=→ qÉñí få_çñ. A list of all your received messages 

appears. New, unread messages appear in ÄçäÇ.  indicates an 
“Urgent” message.

2. Press  up or down to scroll through the list of messages. 
3. Press  to select a message.
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Reading the message
The options available to you may vary. Check with your service provider.
1. If the text message is long, press  down to view the entire message.
2. When you are finished, highlight an option and press :

– oÉéäó to the sender.
– bê~ëÉ the message.
– p~îÉ the message to your Filed folder.
– View pÉåÇÉê information and save it to your Contacts directory.
– cçêï~êÇ the message.
– Select açåÉ to return to the Text InBox.

3. Press  to see information such as callback number, email address, or 
URL. (If a callback number is included with the message, press  again 
to call the number.)

Setting message alerts
You can set your phone to alert you of incoming text messages or pages. 
For more information, see “Setting message alerts” on page 71.
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Erasing text messages
You have the option of erasing text messages as you read them, erasing 
them one-at-a-time from the list in the Text InBox or Text OutBox, or erasing 
them all at once. It is a good idea to erase old messages, as you have 
limited memory on your phone.

Erasing single messages
1. Select jÉåì=→ jÉëë~ÖÉë.
2. Press  down and press  to select the type of text message you 

want to erase (qÉñí få_çñI qÉñí=lìí_çñI or cáäÉÇ).
3. Press  to select the message to erase.
4. Select bê~ëÉ to erase the message. A notification appears: “Erase this 

message?”
5. Select vÉë to erase the message.

Note: You can erase a scheduled message from the Text OutBox, but you 
cannot cancel delivery of the message.
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Erasing all messages
1. Select jÉåì=→ jÉëë~ÖÉë=→ bê~ëÉ=jëÖë.
2. Press  up or down and press  to select an option:

– kçÔCancel the erase request.
– båíáêÉ=fåÄçñÔErase all messages in your Text InBox.

3. A message appears: “Erase ALL?” Select vÉë to erase messages or kç 
to cancel.

Erasing messages automatically (Auto-Erase Text)
Use this setting to have old messages automatically erased from the Text 
InBox when memory is low.

You can set the phone to vibrate or to vibrate and then ring when you 
receive an incoming call.
1. Select jÉåì → pÉííáåÖë → pçìåÇë → `~ää=oáåÖLsáÄÉ.
2. Select oáåÖ=çåäóI=sáÄê~íÉ=çåäóI or sáÄê~íÉ=íÜÉå=êáåÖK

Silencing all sounds
There is a quick and easy way to silence all sounds (including alert beeps, 
rings, and keypress beeps) and to set your phone to vibrate for incoming 
calls, alerts, and menu navigation.
• From the home screen, press  right and hold. Notice that a  

appears on the screen, indicating the phone has silenced all sounds.

Specifying just vibration

Note: The phone will ring when it is attached to an external power source

Note: Use caution in bringing the phone close to your ear while sample 
ringers are playing.
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Specifying ringers for different calls

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Setting Power Backlighting

Creating a secure environment
This section describes the features involved in securing your phone and 
preventing access to personal information. All security features are 
shielded by a four-digit lock code.

Setting message alerts
You can choose how you want be alerted of incoming voicemail, pages, or 
text messages.

– sáÄê~íÉ=çåÅÉÔsets the phone to vibrate once when a new message 

is received.

is first received, and once every five minutes. To stop the reminder, 
press  to select fÖåçêÉ. 
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– pçÑí=ÄÉÉé=çåÅÉÔsets the phone to beep once softly when a message 
is received.

– pçÑí=ÄÉÉéëÔsets the phone to beep softly approximately every five 
minutes. To stop this reminder, press  to select fÖåçêÉ. 

– içìÇ=ÄÉÉé=çåÅÉÔsets the phone to beep once loudly when a message 
is received.

– içìÇ=ÄÉÉéëÔsets the phone to beep loudly approximately every five 
minutes. To stop this reminder, press  to select fÖåçêÉ.

Setting the headset to ring
You can set the phone to ring or alert you from a headset (sold separately).
1. Select jÉåì → pÉííáåÖë → ^ÅÅÉëëçêáÉë → eÉ~ÇëÉí=oáåÖáåÖ.
2. Select lìí=çÑ=ÜÉ~ÇëÉí to set the phone to ring or alert you from the headset.

Switching between phone lines
If you have two phone numbers set in your phone (for example, if you have 
service in two different countries), you can switch between phone lines. 
Each phone line has its own phone number. When you are using one line, 
you cannot receive calls from the other. 
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It would be as if the phone were “off” for that number. Your voicemail, 
however, will still take messages. All contacts and settings are shared for 
both lines.

Connecting to a TTY/TDD device
You can connect your phone to a TTY device for the hearing impaired if 
your service provider supports the service.

Note: This phone requires an adapter with a 2.5-mm jack to connect to a 
TTY adapter.

1. Connect the TTY device to the phone first.

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7 USING VOICE RECOGNITION

Voice recognition is a unique feature on your Kyocera S14 phone that 
allows you to make and answer calls by speaking commands into the 
phone’s microphone.

Note: You cannot use voice recognition to end a call; you must press .

Tips for successful voice training
• Train commands in a quiet environment.
• Follow the voice prompts.
• Do not speak a command until the prompt ends.
• Speak clearly into the microphone.
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Training Voice Recognition
Use this feature to train standard “yes,” “no,” and “wake up” commands.
