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3. PREPARATION

1. Connect the suction hose.

Use commercially available hose, hose connector, and hose bands. The
suction hose must be of reinforced, noncollapsible construction. Suction
hose length should not be longer than necessary, as pump performance is
best when the pump is not far above the water level. Self-priming time is
also proportional to hose length.

The strainer that is provided with the pump should be attached te the end
of the suction hose with a band, as shown.

CAUTION: Always install the strainer on the end of the suction hose
before pumping. The strainer witl exclude debris that can cause clogging or
impeller damage.

NQOTE: Tighten the hose connector and bands to prevent air leakage and
loss of suction. A loosely connected suction hose wilt reduce pump perfor-
mance and self-priming ability.

4, PRE-OPERATION CHECK

1. Check the engine oil level.

1. Remove the oit filler cap/dipstick and wipe it clean.

2. Insert the filler cap/dipstick into the oil filler neck, but do not screw it in.

3. if the level is low, fiil ta the top of the oil filler neck with recommended
oil.

NOTE: The Oit Alert System wilt automatically stop the engine before the
oil leve! falis below the safe limit. However, to avoid the inconvenience of
an unexpected shutdown, it is still advisable to visually inspect the oil level
regularly.

Use automotive gasoline with a pump octane number {W) of 86
or higher, or a research octane number of 91 or higher (unleaded is pre-
ferred to minimize combustion chamber deposits).

Never use an oil/gasoline mixture or dirty gasoline. Avoid getting dirt, dust
or water in the fuel tank.

GASOLINES CONTAINING ALCOHOL

If you decide to use a gasoine containing alcohol {*’gaschol’’}, be sure its
octane rating is at least as high as that recommended by Honda. There are
two types of “‘gasohol” that containing ethanol, and that containing
methanol.

Do not use gasohol that contains more than 10% ethanol. Do not use
gasoline containing methanol (methyl or wood alcohol} that does not also
contain cosolvents and corrosion inhibitors for methanol. Never use
gasoline containing more than 5% methanol, even if it has cosolvents and
corrosion inhibitors.

3. Check the air cleaner element.
Remove the wing nut, washer and air cleaner cover.

Check the air cleaner elements to be sure they are clean and in good
condition.

Rapid engine
wear will result from contaminants, such as dust and dirt, being drawn
through the carburetor, into the engine.

4, Check the priming water.
The pump chamber should be completely filled before operating.

CAUTION: Never attempt to operate the pump without priming water
or the pump will overheat. Extended dry operation will destroy the pump
seal. if the unit has been operated dry, stop the engine immediately and
allow the pump to cool before adding priming watet.

Oil Alert System

The Oil Alert system is designed to prevent engine damage caused by an in-
sufficient amount of oil in the crankcase. Before the oil level in the
crankcase can fali below a safe limit, the Oil Alert system will autematically
shut down the engine (the engine switch will remain in the ON position).

If the OH Afert system shuts down the engine, the Gil Alert lamp will flash

when you operate the starter, and the engine will not run. H this occurs,

High altitude operation

At high altitude, the standard carburetor air-fuel mixture will be excessively
rich. Performance will decrease, and fuel consumption will increase.

High altitude performance can be improved by installing a smaller diameter
main fuel jet in the carburetor and readjusting the pilot screw. If yvou always
operate the pump at altitudes higher than 6,000 feet above sea level, have
your authorized Honda pump dealer perform these carburetor
modifications.

Even with suitable carburetor jetting, engine horsepower will desrease ap-
proximately 3.5% for each 1,000 foot increase in altitude. The effect of
altitude on horsepower will be greater than this if no carburetor modifica-
tion is made.

CAUTION: Operation of the pump at an altitude lower than the carburetor

is jetted for may result in reduced performance, overheating, and serious
engine damage caused by an excessively lean air/fuel mixture.



. MAINTENANCE

The purpose of the maintenance and adjustment schedule is to keep the
pump in the best operating condition. Inspect or service as scheduled in the
table below.

A dirty air cleaner will restrict air flow to the carburetor. To prevent car-
buretor malfunction, service the air cleaner regularly. Service more fre-
quently when operating the pump in extremely dusty areas.

rinse thoroughly, or wash in
nonflammable or high flash point
solvent. Allow the element to dry
thoroughly.
Soak the element in clean engine
oil, and squeeze out the excess oil.
The engine will smoke during initial
start-up if too much oil is left in the
foam.

3. Paper element: Tap the element
lightly severa! times on a hard sur-
face to remove excess dirt, or
blow compressed air through the
filter from the insids out. Never try
to brush the dirt off; brushing will
force dirt into the fibers. Replace
the paper element if it is exces-
sively dirty.

4, Check that the spark plug washer is in good condition, and thread the
spark plug in by hand to prevent cross-threading.

4. Servicing the pump casing

After each use, clean the inside of the pump casing using the following
procedure:

1. Remove the drain plugs from the pump casing and pump cover to drain
the water inside.

2. Loosen the pump cover knob and open the pump cover holder.

3. Remove the pump cover {integral with the volute case) from the pump
casing, and remove any debris from pump casing and valute case.
