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2. Safety instructions and work conditions

Before starting the machine you must read and understand this manual.
Persons below the age of 18 are not allowed to use the machine.

When using the machine you should follow with the safety instructions carefully. Read the
manual carefully before starting the machine. Make sure you know how to stop the ma-
chine and turn off the engine in case of accident. All instructions regarding safety and
maintenance of the machine are for your own safety.

Never use the Pro Trac for any other purpose than described in this manual.

Only use accessories and spare parts recommended by Texas. Mounting of non-approved
parts may lead to defect and are therefore not allowed. Any liability regarding accident and
other damage caused by mounting on unoriginal parts is renounced.

Before use the dealer or other persons with special knowledge regarding the machine
should instruct the user in correct use and maintenance of the machine.

The person using the machine is responsible for other people within the work area. Never
use the machine when children or animals are close.

The machine may only be used by persons who are confident with the use of the machine.
Under all circumstances the manual should always accompany the machine.

The machine should only be used be persons who are rested, fit and in good shape. If the
word is tiring, frequent brakes should be taken. Never use the machine after you have
been drinking alcohol.

The pre-mounted steering units, like the clutch cable may never be removed.

If the safety equipment is removed, the machine should no be used, until the equipment is
re-fitted. By cleaning, maintenance and mounting of the below, the engine must be turned
off and the spark plug cap removed.:

Mounting of accessories

Maintenance of machine and engine
Adjustments and repairs

Cleaning and removal of blocks

By transportation and storage of the machine.
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Beware of rotating knives.

Using the machine on steep slopes is dangerous. Only use the machine in areas, hwere
the machine may be handled safely.

Use close-fitting clothes, solid gloves and shoes/boots with non-skid soles when using the
machine.

Take care not to touch hot parts on the machine.
Exhaust fumes may cause nausea, vomiting or death. If it is necessary to use the machine
in a closed area, always use an extension to the exhaust pipe to remove the exhaust

fumes. Always work in a well-ventilated area.

Never touch the belts when they are in motion. Never attempt any maintenance with the
engine running.

Never fill fuel onto the engine when you are smoking, when the engine is running, or the

machine is close to open fire or sparks. The engine must always be turned off when you
tank.

3. Working conditions

Before using the machine the steer must be adjusted to the correct working height.

Take care when working in hard and stony soil. Always keep both hands on the steer to
ensure that work is done in a calm and safe way.

Before work the ground should be cleared of big stones, metal parts of other hard material.
Beware of hidden roots and stumps of tree.

Only use the machine in suitable light conditions. All work must be done calmly and con-
siderately.

Frequently check the bolts and nuts. By noticeable shaking, the machine must be stopped
immediately and check for faults be done.

For safety reasons the engine must always be stopped, when you leave it.

5. Before start

Before starting the engine:

e Check the oil level of the engine. The oil level must be between the two marks. Use
SAE 30 engine oil, which is specially produced for air cooled engines. if this oil can-
not be bought use clean mineral oil with a viscosity of 15W-40. Use only oil of good
quality such as SC, SC, SE, SF and SG.

e Check all bolts and nuts, including those that attach the accessories. Check the
tiller for possible faults every time you use the machine. Pay special attention tho
the gas cable, the clutch handle, the stop button, the knives and for leakages of the
fuel system.

e Check the gears and PTO are in Neutral.
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e Check that the air filter is clean.
e Check the oil level of the gear box.

e Tank fresh fuel. When tanking the machine must be in a vertical position. Old fuel
must be changed.

6. Fuel

Be careful when re-fueling, because the fuel is highly flammable and contains toxic gasses
and explosives parts.

Never tank, when the engine is running or hot. Always use a funnel or a can with a sprout.
Never smoke and avoid open fire during tanking.

If fuel is spilled it must be cleaned up immediately and the engine started well away from
the place of tanking.

Take care not to get fuel onto your clothes. If this happens, the clothes must be changed
immediately.

Never fuel in closed rooms.

7. Starting the engine

Engage the engine stop by pulling the clutch handle and lock it in activated position. Open
the fuel cock, press the throttle half ways down and if the engine is cold activate the choke
placed on the carburettor.

Start the engine by pulling fast at the starting cord. When the engine has started, push
back the choke arm slowly while the engine warms up. Wait 2-3 minutes before work.

If your tiller has electrical start turn the key until the engine starts. Do not activate the
starter for a more than 5 seconds at a time. Then try again.

8. Starting the machine

Disengage the clutch and choose the gear you want. It may be necessary to press and tap
lightly on the gear to engage it. Slowly let go of the clutch handle, and the machine starts
to drive.

NB. If PTO is engaged, it will automatically be turned off if the gear is put into re-
verse.

10. Start of accessory

Disengage the clutch and connect the PTO. Increase the engine revolutions and release
the clutch handle slowly. When work is completed, disconnect PTO and the engine stops.

11. Accessories

Tiller.

The rear fitted tiller is used to prepare the ground for sowing. The tiller is equipped with a
debth skid, which guide the debth of the tiller. When the debth skid is up, the tiller is work-
ing at the maximal debth. When the debth skid is down, the tiller works with minimum
debth.

The working depth may be adjusted by lifting/lowering the knives. On the top of the filler
box, where the knives are fitted you may change the depth by moving the bolt that at-
taches the knives. The box has 6 different positions for fitting the knives.

Max. work depth is approx. 20 cm.

It the ground is hard it is advisable to use first gear. If the ground is sandy and soft, second
gear may be used.

Transportation wheel.
The tiller may be fitted with a wheel for transportation, which is ideal if the machine is to be
transported for longer distances.

Ridger.
There are two kinds of ridger. One is fitted directly to the end of the tiller and the other kind
is fitted directly onto the machine. In this case a special console is needed.

When you use the kind that is fitted onto the tiller, the work width must be reduced to 33
cm as only one rotor on each side is used.

Snow thrower.

For winter a snow thrower may be fitted. If you do so, the steer must be turned 180°. Turn
the steer as follows: Dismount the rotary tiller and then all the handles. Turn the steer to
the left. The trigger pin for the steer is placed on the right side of the steer on model 700
and on the left side of 900. Re-mount the handles and remove the lockbolt for the PTO.

The Lockbolt for the PTO is the little bolt with the big round disc placed on the lower
lever. Now the steer is turned and you may use front mounted accessories.
See chaptor 9.

When you want to use the rotary tiller again, remember to mount the lockbolt again, it is
your safety.
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The snow thrower is 70 cm wide and may be used on snow with a depth of max. 40 cm.
Remember to tighten the bolts that attach the snow thrower.

Quick-release clutch (Quick-clutch).
If you often use different kinds of accessories it may be an advantage to invest in a seper-
ate clutch for each of the different accessories.

The quick-clutch is in two parts. One patrt is fitted onto the machine and the other is fitted
onto the accessory. The change of accessories is done by lifting a lever.

12. Maintenance and lubrication

Correct maintenance and lubrication prolongs the life of the machine.

The engine of your machine has a running-in period of 5 work hours. After 5 hours the
engine oil must be changed. After this the oil must changed for every 50 hours of at least
once a year. Always check the oil level before using the machine.

Check the gear oil for every 50 hours and change at least once a year. Use a 80/90 gear
oil.

If there are any signs of leakage or moist places the oil must be checked immediately.
The gear of the rotary tiller must also be checked for every 50 hours and changed once a

year. Use the same oil as for the gear box.

13. Storage

When the machine must be stored for a longer period you should do the following:
Gasoline engine:

Empty the fuel tank and start the engine. The engine will stop when all fuel is used.
Let the engine run warm.

Remove the engine oil.

Immediately fill with fresh engine oll.

Remove the spark plug and pour a spoonful of engine oil into the engine. Pull the
starting cord 2-3 times.

e Fit the spark plug.

Diesel engine:

Empty the fuel tank and start the engine. The engine will stop when all fuel is used
Let the engine run warm

Remove the engine oil

Immediately fill with fresh engine oil.
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e Remove the spark plug and pour a spoonful of engine oil into the engine. Pull the
starting cord 2-3 times.
e Fit the spark plug
e Remove the nozzle from the cylinder and pour a few drops of oil into the cylinder.
Fit the nozzle again.
Clean all outer parts of the machine. Any damage should be repaired before storage.
All movable parts should be lubricated with a good oil, to prevent corrosion.
Empty the carburettor and fuel tank be letting the engine run dry.

Remove the spark plug and pour 50 ml. of oil into the opening. Pull the starting cord slowly
until you feel resistance. This prevents corrosion of the cylinder.

Change oil on engine and gear.

If the model is electric, the battery should be removed and fully charged. Store the battery
in a warm and dry place.

Cover the machine and store it in a clean and dry place.

If you are in any doubt contact your local Texas dealer.
