The GSM Gate I ntercom incorporates a professional indust r ial grade GSM engine that
receives calls at  it s SI M num ber, as any ordinary GSM phone. The system  operates in
the GSM m odule Quad-band 850/ 900/ 1800/ 1900Mhz.

When a visitor  arr ives at  your property they will press the call but ton on t he intercom
which will then connect  to a phone num ber (up to 3 num bers can be added which will be
rung in sequence)  of your choosing, once you answer the phone and speak to them you
can then open the gate from  your phone and let  them  in rem otely from  wherever you
are in the wor ld.

You can also open the gates by dialing the simcard num ber held within the intercom

The advantages of this over other system s are that  you do not  have to leave your car to
open your gates, avoiding weather or safety issues, you don't  need to carry around a
separate rem ote device or indeed replace it  if it  were to get  lost !

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I nstalling your sim card

New SI M cards will need register ing before they can be used. Full details of how this is
done can norm ally be found in the SI M card pack. I t  will usually require that  the SI M
card is inserted into a m obile phone, a number dialed and instruct ions followed. While
the SI M is in the m obile phone it  would be a good t im e to disable any PI N codes, call
diverts, r ing back and disable features such as v o icem a i l and text  aler ts. Details of how
to do this is found on the SI M card provider’s web site or by calling their  custom er
services. Please use one of t he following SI M card providers (Vodafone, TMobile, O2/ Giff
Gaff or  Orange) . We do not  recom m end using 3 at  this present  t im e

Please be advised that if the intercom will be used on a regular basis, we would
recommend a contract based sim card as pay as you go call charges can be as high as
25p per call.

The GSM Gate/ Door I ntercom  has a built  in “ sim  act ive funct ion” which keeps t rack of
the unit ’s act iv ity and if t here has been no usage for 6 weeks it  will send out  a text
m essage to a preset  recorded num ber to keep the sim card alive, this then elim inates the
problem s of sim s being shut  down if they are unused for 3 m onths.

Act ivate and put  credit  on your sim card, and disable voicem ail using the following codes

Vodaphone: call 1210 Tesco call 2915
T-Mobile: call 222 O2 call 1760
Orange: call 4502 Giff Gaff call 1626

1: Slide back the sim door and lift  it  up.
2: slide the sim card in to the door m aking sure that  the clipped corner of the sim card
lines up with the clipped corner of the sim holder.
3: Close the sim door .
4: Slide the sim door to lock the sim card in place.

Connect  12v – 24v DC to the input  connector as per figure 1.

Once power has been applied, referr ing to figure 1, the blue network LED light  will
f lash once every second whilst searching for  a m obile signal, once it has found one
it  will then revert  to flashing once every 3 seconds.

You can ident ify the signal st rength by the 3 led’s.
Red – poor ,
Am ber - average,
Green – good

You can also cheack signal st rength by holding down t he P1 BUTTON for 4
seconds.

We st rongly recom m end that  the unit  has at  least  an average signal st rength for
reliability . Page 4



Programming Dial to Open Gate Entry ( Ca l le r I D)

You can open the Gate/ Door direct  from a m obile phone or landline by calling the
sim card num ber, once you call the num ber the GSM I ntercom  will reject  the call, but  will
take the com m and to open the gate/ Door .

We have a caller  I D funct ion cont rolled by dipswitch 2, if this is set  to ON only the
num bers stored on the sim card will be author ized to open the Gate/ Door , if set  to OFF
there is no caller  I D secur ity and any caller  can open the gate.

By Texting
You must first enter the telephone numbers that are authorized to use the Intercom .
By sending a text message with the authorized numbers.

Example: (hash) (01 to 80) (hash) (phone number) (hash)

#01#01798123456# Then send this as a text to the intercom simcard.

Note: You can only send one number at a time, it is important to wait until you receive a text
acknowledgment before sending the next number.

To access the Gate/ Door v ia GSM I ntercom ent ry , please use the following.
� Visitors will press the call but ton on the intercom .
� This will then call the first  num ber stored on your intercom for 13 or 20 seconds

dependent  on your dipswitch 1 set t ing, if the call is not  answered it  will then t ry
the 2nd num ber and then the 3rd num ber .

� When you answer the call you can talk to the visitor  at  your gate, when you are
happy to let  them in you can press any num ber key on your phone to open the
gate/ door .

Press any num ber key (1-9) this will open the gate/ door (Relay1)

� # KEY on your phone
� Press the hash key to open the gate perm anent ly . To close the gate just  r ing the

sim card num ber this will reset  and close the gate/ door. (Relay 1)
� * KEY on your phone
� This will open the pedest r ian gate or door lock (Relay 2)

To program  your intercom  list  you will need to do the following. (Max 3 num bers)
Send a text  m essage to the sim card.

Step 1 – (hash)  (posit ion in your intercom )  (star)  ( then the phone num ber you want
stored)  another (star) . You can have up to 3 num bers.

Exam ple # 0 1 * 0 7 7 1 3 0 5 5 0 0 2* – to enter a num ber to posit ion 1
Exam ple # 0 2 * 0 7 8 9 5 6 2 2 5 4 7* – to enter a num ber to posit ion 2
Exam ple # 0 3 * 0 7 8 9 5 5 5 5 5 5 5* – to enter a num ber to posit ion 3

If you wish to cancel a number follow this example. (hash) (01 to ) (hash) (phone number) (hash)
# 01* * Then send this as a text to the simcard.

1 ON Call Redirect Time The intercom calls the first number on the simcard and waits
13 seconds before it tries the next number on the simcard.

1 OFF Call Redirect Time The intercom calls the first number on the simcard and waits
20 seconds before it tries the next number on the simcard

2 ON Caller ID Only numbers stored on the simcard can open the gate
2 OFF Caller ID No security and any caller can open the gate

3 OFF Gate Relay The gate relay will stay on for 2 seconds
3 ON Gate Relay The gate relay will stay on for 4 seconds

4 ON Auto Hangup time The system doesn’t’ leave calls open it has an auto "hang-up" time 60sec
4 OFF Auto Hangup time The system doesn’t’ leave calls open it has an auto "hang-up" time 80sec

P1 Button Signal test Hold the P1 button down for 4 seconds it will display the signal strength
on the 3 leds.
