Unpacking and handling

Open the carton carefully and remove the polystyrene packing. Carefully lift the TV out and place onto a
firm stable surface. Lift off the poly bag and retain all packaging for future use. Keep all packaging away
from small children and animals. Remove Energy Efficiency label from the screen, this should peel
easily, do not use any tool to remove this label.

Base fitting
This TV is supplied with a separate base to reduce packaging. See Page 23 for fitting instructions and
wall mounting.

Positioning your TV
The TV should be placed on a firm table or shelf. If placing in a cabinet ensure there is sufficient
spacing for air flow: 10cm above and 20cm at each side.

Ventilation slots
Do not allow objects to be dropped inside the ventilation slots, this could cause a short circuit and a
possible fire.
