TO REMOTE START THE VEHICLE:

When you want to start your vehicle,
o Press K button Twice on the transmitter.
e The parking light will activate to indicate the remote start received the signal.
e The engine will start in approximately 5 seconds.

¢ Once the engine is running, after couple seconds the parking lights will turn on
and the climate controls will activate and adjust the vehicle’s interior
temperature to your preset setting.

e The vehicle will run for a programmable 5 to 30 minute cycle before shutting
down.

1. Press @ button on the transmitter.

2. The horn, if installed will chirp once and parking lights will flash once
indicating that the system is now active. The vehicle doors will lock upon
activating when interfaced with the keyless entry system.

ACTIVE UNLOCK:

1. Press m button on the transmitter.

2. The horn will chirp twice and parking light will flash twice to indicating that
the keyless system is now unlocked.
