Safety warnings

e Any installation work must be under-
taken by a qualified electrician or a
competent person.

e This hood must be installed in
accordance with the installation
instructions and all measurements
must be adhered to.

¢ \When used as an extractor unit, the
hood must be fitted with a hose
having preferably the same diameter
as the outlet hole.

Attention: The hose is not supplied
and must be purchased separately.

e The minimum distance between the
supporting surface for the cooking
vessels on the hob and the lowest
part of the range hood must be not
less than 65cm from electric cookers
and from gas or mixed cookers.

If the instructions for installation for
the gas hob specify a greater dis-
tance, this must be adhered to.

e Before any cleaning or maintenance
operation, disconnect hood from the
mains by removing the plug or
disconnecting the mains electrical
supply.

Always wear work gloves for all
installation and maintenance opera-
tions.

¢ The appliance is not intended for use
by children or persons with impaired
physical, sensorial or mental faculties,
or if lacking in experience or knowl-
edge, unless they are under supervi-
sion or have been trained in the use
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of the appliance by a person respon-
sible for their safety.

Description of the Appli-
ance

¢ The cooker hood is designed to
extract unpleasant odours from the
kitchen, it will not extract steam.

e The hood is supplied as an extractor
unit and can also be used with a
recirculation mode by fitting a char-
coal filter.

e You will need an original charcoal
filter for the recirculation mode. (See
Special Accessories).

Extraction mode

¢ |n this mode fumes are extracted to
the outside via a hose connected to
the coupling ring.

e |n order to obtain the best perform-
ance the hose should have a diam-
eter equal to the outlet hole.

Recirculation mode

e The air is filtered through a charcoal
filter and returned to the kitchen.

e You will need an original charcoal
filter for the recirculation mode. (See
Special Accessories).

Control Panel

Best results are obtained by using a
low speed for normal conditions and
a high speed when odours are more
concentrated.

Turn the hood on a few minutes
before you start cooking.

The hood should be left on after
cooking for about 15 minutes or until
all the odours have disappeared.

The controls are positioned near the
lights:

the light switch switches the hood
lamp on and off

the motor switch switches the motor
on and off, enabling you to select one
of the three different speeds.

The pull-out tray must be opened for
cooker hood operation (suction) to
begin.

Metal grease filter

e The purpose of the grease filters is to
absorb grease particles which form
during cooking and it must always be
used, either in the external extraction
or internal re-circulation function.

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Charcoal filter

e The charcoal filter should only be
used if you want to use the hood in
recirculation mode.

e To do this you will need an original
charcoal filter (available from your
local Service Force Centre).

¢ Replacing the charcoal filter

The charcoal filter cannot be washed
nor regenerated.
The charcoal filter should be replaced
every 4 months under normal use.
Replacement filters are available from
your local Service Force Centre.

e Fitting
Pull out the drawer (see paragraph
“Control Panel - Opening the pull-out
tray”), remove the grease filter (see
paragraph “Maintenance and Care -
Metal grease filter”).
Fit the charcoal filter so that it covers
the grilles protecting the hood motor
and fan, turn the carbon filter handle
in a clockwise direction.
Note: Two charcoal filters are
required for cooker hoods with two
motors and one charcoal filter for
cooker hoods with one motor.
Refit the grease filters.

¢ To remove proceed in the reverse
order.

e Always specify the hood model
number, serial number and product
number code when ordering replace-
ment filters. This information is shown
on the rating plate located on the
inside of the unit.

¢ The charcoal filter can be ordered
from your local Service Force Centre.

Changing the light bulb(s)

¢ Disconnect the cooker hood from

the mains supply. 20W max G4

e Prior to touching the light bulbs
ensure they have cooled down.

¢ Press and release the light cover to
open.

e Replace the damaged light bulb.
Only use max. 20W halogen light
bulbs (G4-12V), and make sure you
do not touch them with your bare
hands.

e Close the light cover (push-fit) again.

In case of accidental opening of the
light cover, it should first be opened
completely before closing.

e |f the light does not come on, make
sure the bulb has been inserted in
correctly before contacting your local
Service Force Centre.

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Cleaning the hood

A

¢ Clean the outside of the hood using a
damp cloth and a solution of water
and mild washing up liquid.

e Never use corrosive, abrasive or
flammable cleaning products or
products containing bleach.

e Never insert pointed objects in the
motor’s protective grid.

¢ Only ever clean the switch panel and
filter grill using a damp cloth and mild
washing up liquid.

¢ Clean all the plastic parts with a soft
cloth soaked in warm water and
neutral soap.

e |t is extremely important to clean the
unit and change the filters at the
recommended intervals. Failure to do
so will cause grease deposits to build
up that could constitute a fire hazard.

If your appliance fails to work properly please carry out the following checks.

The cooker hood will not start... Check that: The hood is connected
to the electricity supply.
Check that a fan speed has been
selected.

The cooker hood is not working Check that: The fan speed is set high
enough for the task.
The grease filters are clean.
The kitchen is adequately vented to
allow the entry of fresh air.
If set up for recirculation, check that
the charcoal filter is still effective.
If set up for extraction, check that the
ducting and outlets are not blocked.

The cooker hood has switched off The safety cut-out device has been
during operation... tripped. Turn off the hob and then
wait for the device to reset. If the
hood has been installed below the
heights indicated in the installation
instructions the motor will cut-out
frequently which will damage the GB
hood.
If after all these checks, the problem persists, contact your local Service Centre,
quoting the model number, serial number and product number code.
Please note that it will be necessary to provide proof of purchase for any in-
guarantee service calls.

Fixing the brackets to the cabinet

e Apply the template to the inner right-
hand side of the cabinet.

e The lower edge at the front of the
template should be aligned with the
lower edge at the front of the cabinet
(without taking any doors into
account).

e Mark the two fixing points.

e Fix bracket R to the cabinet using 2
SCrews.

Note! To achieve the correct position,
fasten the screws through the
smallest holes in the bracket.

left-hand side of the cabinet (Bracket

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Before installing the hood

¢ \When using cabinets with a greater
depth measurement than the cooker
hood, a spacer may be installed.

e The spacer can compensate for
differences in depth measurement of
up to 5 cm.

e Measure the difference between the
cabinet depth and the hood depth
(see chapter "Technical details") and
use a cutter to remove any excess. max 5¢cm

e Fix the spacer to the back of the
hood using 3 snap-fastening clips.

Fitting the hood inside the cabinet

¢ Position the hood inside the cabinet,
by sliding its brackets over the
brackets fixed to the cabinet until the
stop limit is reached.

e Run the power supply cable through
the special slots in the cabinet.

e Secure the hood, using 2 screws
(one per side) to fix the brackets
together.

e |f the hood is not perfectly in line with
the lower edge of the cabinets at the
side, its position can be adjusted by
means of the internal fixing screws
(see chapter "Fixing the brackets to
the cooker hood" on the previous
page).

e Fit the connection flange to the
exhaust hose, which should have a
suitable length and diameter for
channelling fumes outside (Ducted
version), or to the top of the cabinet
(Filter version).

e Fix the connection flange to the
exhaust outlet of the hood (snap-
fastening).

When fastened correctly, the
indicator on the flange should be
aligned with the corresponding notch
in the exhaust outlet.

e Complete the connection at the other
end of the exhaust hose.

e Filter version only: Fit the charcoal
filter(s) (see chapter "Maintenance
and Care - Charcoal filter").

e Fit the grease filter(s) (see chapter
"Maintenance and Care - Metal
grease filter").

e Connect the hood to the electricity

supply.

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Adjusting the cooker hood

The position of the cooker hood may

be adjusted.

Once the installation procedure is

complete, you will find it useful to

perform small adjustments with regard
to the position of the hood inside the
cabinet.

e Open the pull-out tray (see chapter
"Control Panel - Opening the pull-out
tray").

e Remove the grease filter (see chapter
"Maintenance and Care - Metal
grease filter ).

e | oosen BUT DO NOT COMPLETELY
REMOVE the internal screws fixing
the right and left-hand adjustment
brackets in place.

e Adjust the position of the hood and
re-tighten the screws.




Installing the buffer strip

Apply the buffer strip above the cooker
hood and fix it in place using 2 screws,
working from inside the hood.
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
