Note: Installation and repair should be performed
by a qualified service person. The appliance
should be inspected annually by a qualified pro-
fessional service technician. More frequent in-
spections and cleanings may be required due to
excessive lint from carpeting, bedding material,
etc. It is imperative that the control compart-
ment, burners and circulating air passage ways
of the appliance be kept clean.

The millivolt appliances are designed to oper-
ate on either natural or propane gas. A millivolt
gas control valve with piezo ignition system
provides safe, efficient operation.  External
electrical power is required to operate the
optional electrically powered components if
installed.  Electrical power must be wired dur-
ing appliance installation.

The electronic appliances are designed to op-
erate on either natural or propane gas. An
electronic intermittent pilot system provides
safe, efficient operation. External electrical
power is required to operate these units.

These appliances comply with National Safety
Standards and are tested and listed by Omni-
Test Laboratories (Report No. 116-F-05-5) to
ANSI Z21.88-2002 (in Canada, CSA-2.33-
2002), and CAN/CGA-2.17-M91 in both USA
and Canada, as vented gas fireplace heaters.

The Installation must conform to local codes
or, in the absence of local codes, with the
National Fuel Gas Code, ANSI Z223.1/NFPA
54, or the Natural Gas and Propane Installa-
tion Code, CSA B149.1.  The appliance, when
installed, must be electrically grounded in
accordance with local codes or, in the ab-
sence of local codes, with the National Elec-
trical Code, ANSI/NFPA 70, or the Canadian
Electrical Code, CSA C22.1.

INTRODUCTION

The Fireplace models covered in this manual
are Direct-Vent sealed combustion gas fire-
place heaters designed for residential applica-
tion.
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Carbon Monoxide Poisoning: Early signs of
carbon monoxide poisoning are similar to
the flu with headaches, dizziness and/or nau-
sea. If you have these signs, obtain fresh air
immediately. Turn off the gas supply to the
appliance and have it serviced by a qualified
professional, as it may not be operating
correctly.

OPERATION AND CARE OF YOUR
APPLIANCE

Appliance operation may be controlled by the
following means: the factory provided modesty
panel-mounted ON-OFF control switch, a re-
motely located optional wall switch or optional
remote control.  The modesty panel mounted
ON-OFF control switch is located behind the
hinged drop-down panel below the appliance
front glass enclosure panel.  See Figure 1.

Gas Controls/Control Compartment Access

The gas controls can be found behind the
hinged drop-down panel.

To open the hinged drop-down panel, actuate
the spring loaded magnetic catches securing
the door. First, gently depress the upper right
top corner of the panel until the magnet catch
"pops" the door free. Then, gently pulling the
panel forward, disengage the left magnet catch
and allow the panel to swing down to open.

On millivolt systems, the piezo ignitor, Hi/Lo
flame adjustment knob, and pilot and main gas
ON/OFF control knob are located on the mod-
esty panel. On both millivolt and electronic
systems the gas valve is located behind the
modesty panel. See Figure 1.

These appliances are designed to operate
on natural or propane gas only.

Millivolt Models -
Input of millivolt models is shown in the fol-
lowing table:

Electronic Models -
Electronic models have a fixed rate gas valve.
Input of electronic models is shown in the
following table:

Table 1 shows the units' gas orifice size for
the elevations indicated.

Maximum manifold pressure is 3.5 in. w.c.
(0.87 kPa) for natural gas and 10 in. w.c.
(2.49 kPa) for LP/Propane gas.

Do not use these appliances if any part has
been under water. Immediately call a qualified,
professional service technician to inspect the
appliance and to replace any parts of the
control system and any gas control which
have been under water.

Test gage  connections are provided on the
front of the millivolt gas control valve (identi-
fied OUT for the manifold side and IN for inlet
pressure.  A ¹⁄₈" NPT test gage connection is
provided on the electronic gas control valve
adjacent to the outlet to the main burner.

Minimum inlet gas pressure to these appliances
is 5.0  inches water column (1.24 kPa) for natural
gas and 11 inches water column (2.74 kPa) for
propane for the purpose of input adjustment.

Maximum inlet gas supply pressure to these
appliances is 10.5 inches water column (2.61
kPa) for natural gas and 13.0 inches water col-
umn (3.23 kPa) for propane.

The appliance must be isolated from the gas
supply piping system (by closing its individual
manual shut-off valve) during any pressure test-
ing of the gas supply piping system at test
pressures equal to or less than ¹⁄₂ psig (3.5 kPa).

The appliance and its individual shut-off valve must
be disconnected from the gas supply piping system
during any pressure testing of that system at pres-
sures in excess of ¹⁄₂ psig (3.5 kPa).

These appliances must not be connected to a
chimney or flue serving a separate solid fuel
burning appliance.

Any safety guard or screen removed for ser-
vicing the appliance must be replaced prior
to operating the appliance.

Variable Flame Height Adjustment
( Millivolt Appliances only)

1. All Millivolt appliances are equipped with a
variable gas control valve. Flame height for
these models may be adjusted through a range
between fixed low and high settings, alter-
nately, while the appliance is in operation.

Adjust the flame height as desired after light-
ing the appliance by rotating the variable
adjustment control knob located on the front
of the valve (refer to Figure 2). (An extension
is provided to this knob so that the adjustment
may be made at the modesty panel.)

2. When lit for the first time, this appliance will
emit a slight odor for an hour or two. This is
due to the “burn-in” of internal paints and
lubricants used in the manufacturing process.
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Millivolt Appliances -

To light millivolt appliances refer to the de-
tailed lighting instructions found on page 11
(English) and page 12 (French). Millivolt ap-
pliance lighting instructions may also be
found on the pull out lighting instruction
labels attached to the gas control valve.

Millivolt appliances are fitted with an ON/OFF
Rocker Switch for appliance ON/OFF control.
See Figure 1 for its location. Once the pilot is
lighted, the ON/OFF rocker switch will control
the appliance ON/OFF operation.  To operate:
Toggle the switch between its ON and OFF
positions.

If your millivolt appliance is equipped with an
optional remote wall switch or remote control
kit and the pilot is lit, the appliance main
burner may be turned on and off with the wall
switch or remote control.

Electronic Appliances -

To light electronic appliances refer to the
detailed lighting instructions found in both
English and French on pages 13 and 14 of
these instructions respectively.  Electronic
appliance lighting instructions may also
be found on the pull out lighting instruction
labels attached to the gas control valve.
Electronic appliances are fitted with an ON/
OFF Rocker Switch for appliance ON/OFF
control. See Figure 1 for its location.

Once the pilot is lighted, the ON/OFF rocker
switch will control the appliance ON/OFF op-
eration. To operate:  Toggle the switch be-
tween its ON and OFF positions.

Remove the bottom compartment door by
sliding the hinge pin, located at the door’s left
side, to the right until it disengages from the
left corner post hole. Pull the door diagonally
to the left, away from the fireplace.

Once the control compartment door has been
removed, the modesty panel can be removed
as follows: slide the modesty panel forward
until it contacts the cabinet bottom panel, then
lift straight up and tilt forward. Remove the
modesty panel carefully, so that none of the
wires become loose or disconnected.  Now
complete access to the gas control valve and
its related controls is attainable.

To ease door closure, depress the catches to
place them in their retracted position until they
stay there, then close the door.

Operation of millivolt and electronic gas con-
trol systems are different. Before lighting and
operating your appliance determine if you
have a millivolt or electronic appliance.

Refer to Figure 1  for access to the gas control
valve. Millivolt appliances will be fitted with the
gas control valve shown in Figure 2.

Appliances with electronic systems will be
fitted with the electronic valve shown in Figure
3. Familiarize yourself with the gas control
valve that your appliance uses.

Maintenance

The appliance and venting system should be
thoroughly inspected before initial use and at
least annually by a qualified service techni-
cian. However, more frequent periodic inspec-
tions and cleanings should be performed by
the homeowner. Homeowner must contact a
qualified service technician at once if any
abnormal condition is observed.

Refer to the maintenance schedule for mainte-
nance tasks, procedures, periodicity and by whom
they should be performed.  Always verify proper
operation of the appliance after servicing.

IMPORTANT:  TURN OFF GAS AND ANY
ELECTRICAL POWER BEFORE SERVICING
THE APPLIANCE.

3. Keep lower control compartment clean by
vacuuming or brushing at least twice a year.
More frequent cleaning may be required due to
excessive lint from carpeting, bedding materi-
als, etc. It is important that control compart-
ments, burners and circulating air passage-
ways of the appliance be kept clean and clear
of obstruction of venting and combustion air.

4. Always turn off gas to the pilot (millivolt
appliances) before cleaning. Before re-light-
ing, refer to the lighting instructions in this
manual. Instructions are also found on a pull-
out panel located on the floor of the appliance.

5. Always keep the appliance area clear and
free from combustible materials, gasoline and
other flammable liquids.

6. Remember, Millivolt appliances have a con-
tinuous burning pilot flame. Exercise caution
when using products with combustible vapors.

Glass Cleaning

It will be necessary to clean the glass periodi-
cally.  During start-up it is normal for conden-
sation to form on the inside of the glass.  This
can cause lint, dust and other airborne par-
ticles to cling to the glass surface. Also initial
paint curing may deposit a slight film on the
glass.  It is therefore recommended that the
glass be cleaned two or three times with a non-
ammonia household cleaner and warm water
(a gas fireplace glass cleaner is recommended).
After that the glass should be cleaned two or
three times during each heating season, de-
pending on the circumstances present.

Note:  Clean glass after first two weeks of
operation.

WARNING: DO NOT USE ABRASIVE
CLEANERS. NEVER CLEAN THE GLASS

Front Glass Enclosure Panel, Removal
and Installation

These are direct-vent appliances. They are de-
signed to operate only when the front glass
enclosure panel is installed.  Generally the front
glass enclosure panel should not be removed
except to gain access to the components within
the firebox, and the appliance may only be oper-
ated without the front glass enclosure panel in
place for very brief periods of time during appli-
ance checkout and adjustment.

During this appliance checkout and adjust-
ment period, a potential safety hazard exists
- EXERCISE EXTREME CAUTION to prevent
the occurrence of any burn injuries from the
exposed flames or hot surfaces.

Also note, that while the front glass enclosure
panel is removed, the flame appearance will
appear to be smaller than normal.

Refer to Figure 4 and remove the front glass
enclosure panel as follows:

1. Remove the top bustle, and the top louver
assembly or radiant panel.

3. Remove the bottom compartment door by
sliding the hinge pin, located at the door’s left
side, to the right until it disengages from the left
corner post hole. Pull the door diagonally to the
left, away from the fireplace.

4. Locate the two (2) latches at the top of the
control compartment and disengage them from
the floor frame bottom Vee-flange, pulling
down on their handles to open them.

5.  Swing the bottom of the door out and raise
it slightly to lift the top flange of the door frame
away from the appliance.

2. Remove the bottom bustle, and open the
hinged drop-down control compartment panel.

Inspect valve and ensure it is properly operat-
ing.  Check piping for leaks.  Vacuum the
control compartment, fireplace logs and burner
area.

Refer to Figures 6 (EDV3530), 7 (EDV4035)
or 8 (EDV4540) on page 7 and verify the
flame pattern and height displayed by the
appliance conforms to the picture.  Flames
must not impinge on the logs.

Refer to Figure 9 (SIT) or Figure 10 (Honeywell)
on page 8.  Remove any surface build-up on
pilot and burner assembly.  Wipe the pilot nozzles,
ignitor/flame rod and hood.  Ensure the pilot
flame engulfs the flame sensor as shown.

Inspect the vent system at the top and at the
base (within the firebox) for signs of blockage
or obstruction.  Look for any signs of disloca-
tion of the vent components.

Perform the appropriate appliance checkout
procedure detailed in this manual.

Remove old ember materials and vacuum the
rockwool placement area.  Place new rockwool
as described in this document.

Maintenance Schedule

Annually (Before the onset of the Burning Season)

Clean as necessary following the directions
provided in this manual.  DO NOT  TOUCH OR
ATTEMPT TO CLEAN GLASS WHILE HOT.

Inspect the vent system at the top and at the
base (within the firebox) for signs of block-
age or obstruction.  Look for any signs of
dislocation of the vent components.

Refer to Refer to Figures 6 (EDV3530), 7
(EDV4035) or 8 (EDV4540) on page 7  and
verify the flame pattern and height displayed
by the appliance conforms to the picture.
Flames must not impinge on the logs.
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ENSURE THAT THE FRONT GLASS PANEL IS IN

Burner Adjustments

The following paragraphs address burner ad-
justment concerns and procedures.

Flame Appearance and Sooting

Proper flame appearance is a matter of taste.
Generally most people prefer the warm glow of
a yellow to orange flame. Appliances operated
with air shutter openings that are too large will
exhibit flames that are blue and transparent.
These weak, blue and transparent flames are
termed anemic. If the air shutter opening is too
small sooting may develop.

Sooting is indicated by black puffs developing
at the tips of very long orange flames. Sooting
results in black deposits forming on the logs,
appliance inside surfaces and on exterior sur-
faces adjacent to the vent termination.

Sooting is caused by incomplete combustion in
the flames and a lack of combustion air entering
the air shutter opening.  To achieve a warm
yellow to orange flame with an orange body that
does not soot, the shutter opening must be
adjusted between these two extremes.  No smoke
or soot should be present. Reposition the logs if
the flames impinge on any of them.

If the logs are properly positioned and sooting
conditions exist, the air shutter opening on the
main burner tube should be adjusted. Normally,
the more offsets in the vent system, the greater
the need for the air shutter to be opened further.

EXERCISE CAUTION TO AVOID INJURY WHILE
ADJUSTING FLAME APPEARANCE.

To adjust the flame, move the adjustment rod
(located in the lower control area) back or
forward to increase or reduce the air shutter
opening, respectively. Position the air shutter
to the factory setting as shown in Figure 5 on
page 7. Allow the burner to operate for at least
15 minutes. Observe the flame continuously.
If it appears weak or sooty as previously de-
scribed, adjust the air shutter by pushing or
pulling on the adjustment rod until the flame
appearance is as desired.

The adjustment rod and associated adjustable air
shutter is patented technology. Flame adjust-
ments can be made quickly and accurately to
taste without the need of disassembling the
appliance and waiting for 30 minutes after each
adjustment.

Propane models may exhibit a flame pattern
that may candle or appear stringy.  If this is
problematic or persists as the appliance is
continually operated, adjust the air shutter
closed as described in the previous para-
graphs.  Operate the appliance for a period of
time as the effect diminishes, ensuring that the
appliance does not develop sooty flames.

When satisfied that the appliance operates
properly, proceed to finish the installation.
Leave the control knob in “ON” position and
turn the remote switch “OFF.” Close the lower
control compartment door.

1. Retrieve the glass door frame.  Visually
inspect the gasket on the backside of the panel.
The gasket surface must be clean, free of ir-
regularities and seated firmly.

2. Position the door frame in front of the
firebox opening and engage the top flange
over the lip at the top of the firebox opening.

3.  Swing the door down and back.  Ensure the
gasket seats evenly as the door draws shut.  Engage
the Vee-flange at the bottom of the door with the
latches and close the latches to secure the door.

4.  Reinstall the bottom compartment door by
inserting the right side locating pin into the right
cabinet corner post and then the left side spring-
loaded pin into the left cabinet corner post.

5. Reinstall the top and bottom bustle, and the
top louver assembly or radiant panel.

To install the front glass enclosure panel,
proceed as follows:

The top ³⁄₈" (10 mm) at the pilot generator (ther-
mopile) and the top ¹⁄₈" min (tip) of the quick drop
out thermocouple should be engulfed in the pilot
flame.  The flame should project 1" (25 mm)
beyond the hood at all three ports.

Check wall switch and wires for proper connections. Jumper
wire across terminals at wall switch, if burner comes on,
replace defective wall switch. If okay, jumper wires across wall
switch wires at valve, if burner comes on, wires are faulty or
connections are bad.

Check pilot flame, it must impinge on thermocouple (Figure
9 on page 8) Clean and/or adjust pilot for maximum flame
impingement on thermocouple. Ensure that the connection
between the valve and thermocouple are tight and secure.

Clean or replace pilot orifice.

Check inlet gas pressure. It should be within the limits as
marked on the rating plate.

Using a match, light pilot. If pilot lights, turn off pilot and
trigger the ignitor button again. If pilot lights, an improper gas
mixture caused the bad lighting and a longer purge period is
recommended. If pilot will not light – check gap at electrode
and pilot – should be ¹⁄₈" to have a strong spark. If gap
measures ¹⁄₈", replace pilot (Figure 9 on page 8).
