EXTENSION CORDS (See Figure 1.)

The cross-section of any extension cables used must
be proportional to their length, i.e. the longer the
extension cable, the greater the cross-section; cables
with a protection level of “IPX5” must be used.

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DETERGENT TANK

Remove the nozzle from the detergent tank and pour the
detergent into tank

HIGH PRESSURE HOSE STORAGE

Once the high pressure hose is rolled, hang it on the
back of the machine using the hook-and-loop strap to
secure in place.

ON/OFF SWITCH
This switch turns the pressure washer on and off.

GUN

The pressure washer gun has a gripping surface that
provides added control of the lance and helps reduce
fatigue.

TRIGGER WITH LOCK OUT
The trigger lock-out prevents accidental use of the
high-pressure trigger.

« Installing Wand to Pressure Washer Gun
Insert the male baynet end(1) of the wand into the
female bayonet outlet(3) firmly.While pushing in the
wand firmly,turn clockwise(2) until tabs lock into place
to ensure a leak-free connection.

CONNECTING THE WATER SUPPLY TO PRESSURE

The water supply must come from a water main. NEVER
use hot water or water from ponds, lakes, etc. For ease
of use, a self-coiling hose is provided.
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NOTE: When using the self-coiling hose, be sure that
the hose does not become crimped during use as this
may cause damage to the pump.

ACAUTION:

When connecting the appliance to the water
supply mains (not public drinking water supply
mains), please observe the local regulations of
local boards or local water supplier.

To ensure that there is no feedback of contaminant
into the water supply, the appliance must not be
connected directly to the public drinking water
supply mains.

If the appliance is connected to potable water
mains, backflow prevention devices should be
incorporated in or fixed to the water supply
system. The installation should be accepted by
local boards or water supplier and should be
conducted by professional technical personnel.
The backflow prevention devices should be
appropriate to fluid categories and comply
with the requirement to avoid back siphonage
according to EN 60335-2-79:2009
Before connecting the garden hose to the pressure
washer:
= Run water through the hose for 120 seconds to
clean any debris from the hose.
m Inspect the filter in the water intake.
m If the filter is damaged, do not use the machine until
the filter has been replaced.
m If the filter is dirty, clean it before connecting the
garden hose to the machine.

NOTE: There must be a minimum of 3 metres of
unrestricted hose between the pressure washer
intake and the garden tap.

m  With the garden tap turned completely off, attach
the end of the garden hose to the threaded tap
connector.

m Cleaning cars, boats, motorcycles, outdoor furniture

ADDING DETERGENT TO THE PRESSURE WASHER
(See Figure 6.)

Use only detergents designed for pressure washers;
household detergents, acids, alkalines, bleaches,
solvents, flammable material, or industrial grade
solutions can damage the pump. Many detergents may
require mixing prior to use.

Prepare cleaning solution as instructed on the solution
bottle.

NOTE:Use a funnel, if needed, to prevent accidental
spilling of the detergent outside the tank. If any detergent
is spilled during the filling process,make sure the unit is
cleaned and dried before proceeding.

STARTING AND STOPPING THE PRESSURE
WASHER

CAUTION:
Do not run the pump without the water supply
connected and turned on.

Connect the garden hose.

Turn the garden hose on then squeeze the high

pressure trigger to relieve air pressure. Once a

steady stream of water appears, release the trigger.
m After ensuring the switch is in the OFF position,

connect the pressure washer to the power supply.

Press ON ( 1) on the switch to start the motor.

To stop the motor, release the trigger and press OFF

( 0) on the switch.

NOTE: Use a funnel, if needed, to prevent accidental
spilling of the detergent outside the tank. If
any detergent is spilled during the filling process,
make sure the unit is cleaned and dried before
proceeding.

USING THE GUN

For greater control and safety, keep both hands on the
gun at all times.

ENGLISH(Original Instructions)

m  Pull back and hold the trigger to operate the
pressure washer.

m  Release the trigger to stop the flow of water through
the nozzle.

To engage the lock out:

m  Push down on the lock out until it clicks into the
slot.

To disengage the lock out:

m Push the lock out up and into its original position.

For the most effective cleaning, the spray nozzle should

be between 20 cm and 60 cm from the surface to be

cleaned. If the spray is too close it can damage the

cleaning surface.

USING THE NOZZLES

Before starting any cleaning job, determine the best
nozzle for the job. The 25° nozzle is for general purpose
cleaning.

CAUTION:
A NEVER change nozzles without engaging the
lock out on the gun and NEVER point the lance at
your face or at others. The Quick Connect collar
contains small springs that could eject the nozzle
with some force. Failure to heed this may cause
personal injury.
Using the Quick Connect collar, changing nozzles is
easy.

To connect a nozzle to the lance:

m  Turn off the pressure washer and shut off the water
supply. Pull trigger to release water pressure.

m  Engage the lock out on the gun by pulling down on
the lock out until it clicks into the slot.

® Pull back the quick-connect collar.

Push the nozzle into place in the spray wand.

®  Push the collar forward so that the nozzle is secured
properly.Check to see that the nozzle is secure.

To disconnect a nozzle from the lance once the

cleaning job is complete:

m  Turn off the pressure washer and shut off the water
supply. Pull trigger to release water pressure.

m  Engage the lock out on the gun by pushing down on
the lock out until it clicks into the slot.

m  Remove the nozzle by placing hand over nozzle
then pulling back the Quick Connect collar. Place
nozzle in the nozzle storage area.

OPERATING THE PRESSURE WASHER
(See Figure 7.)

To apply soap:

m  Pour detergent in the detergent tank.

= Install the detergent bottle on the spray wand

m Start the pressure washer and spray the detergent
on a dry surface using long, even, overlapping
strokes. To prevent streaking, do not allow detergent
to dry on the surface.

To clean:

m Using the 25° nozzle, spray away from the target
surface for approximately 10 seconds to allow any
remaining detergent to be flushed from the hose.

m  Start at the top of the cleaning area and work down,
overlapping the strokes.

Avoid using solvents when cleaning plastic parts. Most
plastics are susceptible to damage from various types
of commercial solvents and may be damaged by their
use. Use clean cloths to remove dirt, dust, oil, grease,
etc.

NOZZLE MAINTENANCE (See Figure 8.)

Excessive pump pressure (a pulsing sensation felt while
squeezing the trigger) may be the result of a clogged or
dirty nozzle.

m  Unplug the pressure washer.

m  Turn off the pressure washer and shut off the water
supply. Pull trigger to release water pressure.

m  Remove the nozzle from the lance.

NOTE: Never point the spray lance at your face.

m  Using a straightened paper clip or nozzle cleaning
tool, free any foreign materials clogging or restricting
the nozzle.

m Using a garden hose, clear/flush debris out of
nozzle.

m  Reconnect the nozzle to the lance.
m Turn on the water supply.

STORING THE PRESSURE WASHER

Store in a dry, covered, frost-free area where the
weather can’t damage it. Always empty water from gun,
hose and pump.

NOTE: The use of a pump protector is recommended
to prevent cold weather damage during storage over
the winter months.
