REMOTE CONTROL

This fireplace is supplied with a radio frequency remote
control. This remote will function up to 20 feet away from
the fireplace.

The heater may emit a slight, harmless odour when first
used. This odour is a normal condition caused by initial
heating of internal heater parts. Thereafter, any odour
is normally the result of household dust settling on the
heater element.

1. Turn the main power on at the control panel.

2. Using the hand held remote, turn the power on at the remote.
If the unit does not turn on, you will need to synchronize the
codes.

To synchronize the codes:
