UPC Digital TV is a quality product.Through our
experience we know that bad in-home cabling
and for example the use of unsuitable plugs
often leads to unnecessary failures.

For UPC Digital TV demands suitable quality
material for an optimized picture- and sound
quality. It could be necessary for you to replace
wiring and/or plugs you currently have in

your home, as they possibly do not meet the
necessary requirements.

Coaxial Cables (“antenna cables”) transmit the
radio and TV signal, among others.

Take the following items into account:

- Only use coaxial cable type C12.You can have
the coaxial cables you currently use checked
for the right quality at your UPC Centre or a
specialized electronics shop.

- Never connect more than 15 meter coaxial
cable to the end of a splitter.

We advise you never to use more than 28 meter
coaxial cable on a distribution amplifier. Always
work with cables of one single piece.We advise
against lengthening cables, as this often leads to
loss of signal and failures.

A proper plug is made of metal or a metallized
IEC-plug. Plugs with a plastic cap are always
sensitive to interference.

Splitters

A splitter is used to distribute the signal to
multiple sets (for example TV sets).A suitable
splitter has a metal housing,

There are three kinds of splitters:

- T-splitter.

- The push-on splitter that can be pressed onto
the radio/TV socket.

- The socket splitter that is placed in the meter
box, for example. It is usually equipped with so-
called F-connectors, recognizable by the thread.
Never place multiple splitters after each other.
The more splitters, the stronger the signal loss.
You should use an amplifier when you have more
than two sets.

Do you already have UPC Broadband Internet
and/or Telephony? Then it is possible that a push-
on splitter or amplifier has already been placed
over the radio/TV socket.

In that case, check the type. Do you have a UPC
push-on splitter with type indication “CF-01/60
Cable modem optimizer”? Replace it with the
UPC push-on splitter of type “MCPO3”, which
can be purchased at the UPC Centres (see
chapter 10).

TV signal to a second and maybe even a third TV
with your own splitter and/or amplifier.
This connectivity method can have an adverse
effect on the picture-and sound quality of UPC

on splitter of type “FDU44”, which can be
purchased at the UPC Centres.
For more advice on cabling in your home
and purchasing items, you can go to the UPC
Centres and the specialized electronics shops.
This ensures that you have good quality material.
In chapter 8 of this manual you can also read
instructions on cabling and the use of materials.

14. The television picture is pixelated or
the “Signaalverlies” screen appears.
Symptoms of interference or signal loss on the
cable network (which can be due to a number
of reasons) include pixelation (visible blocks) of
the picture from the Digital Cable Receiver.The
signal received by the Digital Cable Receiver is
too weak. If the pixelated effect continues or the
message “Signaal verlies: Er schijnt geen signaal
te zijn” appears, it is important that you first
check the coaxial cable between the wall socket
and the Digital Cable Receiver.

supplied cables or other cables compliant with
the C12 standard are used (C12 is short for
Coax12 - this cable meets the attenuation
(loss) and irradiation requirements).

15. The Digital Cable Receiver has crashed
and | cannot do anything anymore.

Black, frozen, pixelated picture:

This fault is caused by a problem in the signal
received by the device.

Check that the Digital Cable Receiver
is directly connected to the wall socket -
without any intermediate non-UPC devices,
distributors or amplifiers. If the problem cannot
be resolved, please contact the Philips Consumer
Care Centre at 0900 84 07 (€ 0.10 per minute).
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21. The device seems slow when I’'m
zapping.

Changing channels with digital television takes
approximately half a second longer than with
analog television and switching between HD and
SD channels might also take longer.

22. Should | leave the Digital Cable
Receiver in standby mode when I’m not
watching television?

The Digital Cable Receiver regularly receives
software updates via the cable network. New
services (such as new games) are also received
via these “software downloads”. In order to
receive the new software (and new services),

it is important that you leave the Digital Cable
Receiver in standby mode if you are not using it.

23. What do | have to check when
connecting the Digital Cable Receiver?
It is important that you directly connect your
Digital Cable Receiver to the wall socket,
without any intermediate non-UPC devices,
distributors or amplifiers. There must also

be sufficient space around the Digital Cable
Receiver to ensure proper ventilation.

24. | have several televisions at home. Can
I watch UPC Digital TV on all of them?
This is not possible, unfortunately. The “digital”
signal can only be used with one television.

By connecting a distributor to the aerial (RF)
output, your “normal” analog TV signal can be
distributed to the other televisions in your
home.

25. 1 have just connected the Digital Cable
Receiver but don’t see a picture.What
should | do?

Check whether the Digital Cable Receiver is
connected to the 230V mains voltage. Also check
whether the Digital Cable Receiver has been
correctly connected to the television and that
the right channel has been selected.

Analogue audio

Sound that has not been turned into numbers.
Analogue sound is available from the LEFT/
RIGHT AUDIO outputs.The red and white
sockets send audio through two channels, the
left and right.

Aspect ratio

Aspect ratio refers to the length to height ratio
of TV screens.The ratio of a standard TV is 4:3,
while the ratio of a high-definition or wide TV is
16:9.The letterbox format allows you to enjoy a
picture with a wider perspective on a standard
4:3 screen.

Delay

The time difference between a sonic event and
its perception at the listening position. Use the
Lip Synchronization feature to cancel the delay.

De-scrambling/scrambled

Many TV channels are scrambled.To de-scramble
them you need specific smart cards provided by
different pay-TV providers.

Digital audio

Sound signal that has been converted into
numerical values. Digital sound is available

when you use the DIGITALAUDIO OUT
COAXIAL.These sockets send audio through
multiple channels, instead of just two channels as
analogue does.

Dolby Digital

A surround sound system developed by Dolby
Laboratories containing up to six channels of
digital audio (front left and right, surround left
and right, centre and subwoofer).

Digital Video Broadcasting.

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HDMI

HDMIl is a standard for video interfacing; it can
convey a massive amount of digital data. It means
it can easily support all HDTV standards.
