Installing the PCI 1/0 controller card into your computer

Find an available PCI slot and remove the slot bracket. Save the bracket screw for later use.
Align the PCI I/0O controller horizontally with respect to the PCI slot and insert it into the slot firmly
and evenly. Take care not to force it into the slot. Once you have properly positioned the PCI I/O
controller card into the slot, fasten it to the computer case with the bracket screw you have saved.

Installing drivers with existing Windows NT 4.0:
Make sure Windows NT 4.0 is properly installed into your system first.
Step 1: Start Windows NT 4.0.
Step 2: Insert Driver CD into the CD-ROM drive.
Step 3: Select “Run” option in Windows NT.
Step 4: At the “Run” option, click on the “Browse” button.
Step 5: At the Browse for Folder window:
1. Select “CD-ROM Drive (D)”
2. Select NetMosMultilODrivers.exe
3. Click on the Open button
Step 6: Finally, click the “OK” button
Step 7: Follow the instruction to finish the driver installation. Your system will automatically restart in
order to complete the driver installation.
