2. Ensure that your work space is of ade-
quate size and the work surface is level.

Place your
floor jack under the front cross member
and raise vehicle. Place jack stands under
the frame rails behind the front wheel
wells and lower the frame onto the stands.

FJ REAR INSTALLATION

1. Block the front tires and raise the rear of
the vehicle. Support the frame with jack
stands forward of the rear springs.

NOTE: In order to properly install
the add-a-leaf spring, it will be necessary to
contain the elasticity in the leaf spring with
“C” clamps when the center bolts are re-
moved. Some springs have a factory helper
spring consisting of one or more flat leaves
installed at the bottom of the leaf pack. DO
NOT install the add-a-leaf spring in or be-
low the helper spring.
