1. Check the strength of the floor It should hold the
weight of a fully loaded freezer.

2. Pick a safe place, indoors, away from in-
flammables such as gasoline.

3. Allow 3inches (7.5 cm) air space on top of freezer
for proper ventilation.

4. Allow at least an inch (2.5 cm) between the
freezer condenser, on the back of the unit, and
the wall.

5. Allow V. inch (1.25 cm) on each side of the freezer
for ease of installation.

6. If the freezer is to be against a wall, you might
wantto leave extra space on the hinge side so the
door can be opened wider.

This freezer has 2 threaded leveling legs that are
shipped in a separate package.

1. Screw these legs all the way into bolt hotes in the
pbottom front corners of the freezer.

2. Slide the freezer into place.

3. Adjust front legs to level the freezer.

Remove the Consumer Buy Guide label and any
inside (abels before using the freezer
To remove any remaining glue:

1. Rub briskly with thumb to make a ball, then
remove.

OR

2. Soak area with dishwashing detergent solution (1
teaspoon detergent in 1 quart warm water) be-

fore removing glue as described in step 1.

DO NOT USE rubbing alcohol or lammable or
toxic solvents, such as acetone, gasoline, car-
bon tetrachloride, etc. These can damage the
material.

Recommended Grounding Method

A 115 Volt, 60 Hz., AC only 15 or 20 ampere fused
and properly grounded electrical supply is re-
quired. It is recommended that a separate circuit
serving only this appliance be provided.

Do not use an extension cord. Use a recep-
tacle which cannot be turned off with a switch
or pull chain. See individual electrical require-
ments and grounding instruction sheet in your liter-
ature package.



Using your freezer

Setting the temperature control...

To start, turn control to the middle of the dial. This
sefting is designed to maintain the temperature at
or near 0°F (--17.8 “C)under normal operating
conditions.

The Power Saving Control...

operates electric heaters. These heaters help pre-
vent moisture from forming on the outside of the
freezer when humidity is high.

1. Use the OFF sefting when humidity is low.

2. Use the ON sefting only if moisture forms on the
outside of the freezer

Adjusting the basket shelf...

To remove basket shelf:

1. Remove food from basket,

2. Slide basket straight out to stop.
3. Lift front,

4. Slide the rest of the way out,

To replace basket shelf:

1. Fit back of basket shelf on top of guide stops on
bottom of guides.

2. Lift front, then slide the basket until it clears the
guide stops.

Adjusting the temperature control...

1. Turn control to higher number for colder temper-
atures.

2. Turn to lower number for less cold temperatures.

Cooling freezer first...

1. Allow freezer to cool 6 to 8 hours before filling with
frozen food.

2. Let it cool overnight before adding large amount
of unfrozen food.

Note: When freezer is first started, the compressor
will run constantly until the cabinet is cocled. It may
take up to 6to 8 hours or longer, depending on room
temperature and the number of times the freezer
door is opened

After the cabinet is cooled, the compressor will

turn ON and OFF as needed to keep the freezer at
the proper temperature.

Unplug the freezer first.

1. Remove the light shield from the side of the control
panel. Depress the back of the shield to release the
tabs, then pull away.

2. Replace bulb with a 40-watt appliance bulb

3. Replace the light shield. Insert the shield tabs in the
slots, then press the shield to snap into place
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Removing the bottom basket...
To remove:

1. Lift front of basket up to remove from wall supports.

2. Pull out.

To replace:
1. Position basket in bottom of freezer.
2. Insert basket into wall supports one side at a time.

automatically warns of any unexpected
power failure.

If the signal light is not glowing,

immediately check:

« for power inferruption,

« the power cord; it may be disconnected from
the outiet,

« the signal light; it may be burned out.

Energy saving tips...

You can help your freezer use less electricity.

s Check door gasket and level freezer to assure a
good door seal.

e Clean the condenser coils regularly.

e Keep door openings to aminimum. Remove several
items at one time. Keep contents organized to elimi-
nate searching.

e Fill fo capacity. Follow recommended procedures
for freezing foods. See pages 8 and 9.

To lock or unlock the freezer you must hold the
key in the lock while turning. The lock is spring
loaded so the key cannot be left in the lock.

If the key is lost, contact your WHIRLPOOL
dealer for a replacement. Always give the com-=
plete model and serial number of your freezer
when requesting a replacement key.

To replace burned out signal light:

1. Unplug power cord from outflet.

2. Open the freezer door.

3. Push out signal light from behind, then unplug
burned out light. Replace light with one of
the same wattage and size. Signal light can
be ordered from your WHIRLPOOL dealer,
Part No.103639.

4. Close freezer door and plug power cord into
outlet.

» Set Temperature Control to provide temperatures
around O°F (- 17.8 °C). There is no need to store
foods below 0°F

* Keep door locked fo ensure door closure.

¢ Do not let frost build up to more than Ya inch (6 mm)
thick. Efficiency is reduced,

¢ Keep Power Saving Control on OFF when humidity is
low.



Cleaning your freezer

This freezer should be cleaned when frost has built up to about ¥z inch (6 mm) thickness.
Complete defrosting and cleaning should be done at least once a year.

Packaging and sealing food...

Airtight packaging is important in freezing
foods Cortainers and wrappings should be
moisture and vapor-proof and packages should
be sealed carefully to keep mosture in and arr
out

Freezer burn can result if food is not properly
wrapped. Wnen this happens, food denhydrates
and is of poor guality

To wrap foods...

3. Add more unfrozen food after first load is
frozen (approximately 18 to 24 hours).

4. After all food is frozen, return Temperature
Control to the usual sefting.

Storing frozen food...

After food is frozen, stack packages anywhere
in the freezer. Packages should not extend beé-
yond the shelf edge or they may keep the door
from closing and sealing properly.

Arrange for someone to make regular checks of
yourfreezerto make sure it is operating and electricity
has not been interrupted.

Shutting off and moving...

If freezer is shut off for more than 24 hours:

1. Remove and store all food.

2. Unplug freezer

3. Clean thoroughly. See "Cleaning your freezer”
page /.

4. Block door open for air circulation. Turn lock to
locked position with door open. Place blocks be-
tween door and cabinet and tape in place with
self-adhesive filament tape.

If you move the freezer:
1. Remove the baskets.

2. Do not place objects inside cabinet.
3. Level properly to ensure good door seal.

CAUTION: To help prevent accidents, do not al-
low children near the freezer when the door is
blocked open.

To restart freezer, see “Using your freezer” page 5.



If you need service or assistance, we suggest

you follow these four steps:

1. Before calling for assistance...

Performance problems often result from little things
you can find and fix yourself without tools of any kind.

If electricity goes off:
Learn how long power will be off by calling the
power company.
e If service is to be inferrupted 24 hours or less, keep
freezer closed. Most food will stay frozen.

e [f service is to be inferrupted longer than 24 hours,
do this:

1. Remove all unfrozen food and store in a frozen
food locker OR...

2. Place dry ice on top of food. using as large
pieces as possible. Protect your hands with
gloves when using dry ice.

3. If neither food locker storage or dry ice is avail-
able, use or can perishable food at once.

¢ The length of time food will sfay frozen depends on

several factors. Forinstance: afull freezer will remain
cold longer than a freezer partially filled. And a
freezer full of meat will stay cold longer than a
freezer filled with baked goods. Also, if the food still
contains ice crystals, it may be safely refrozen, al-
though the quality and flavor may be affected. Use
this food as soon as convenient. If the condition of
the food is poor or is in any way guestionable, it is
wise 1o dispose of it.

It freezer stops running:

e Check to see if power cord is plugged into the
outlet,

e Check fuse box or circuit breaker,
® Check electric company for a power failure.
e Be sure Temperature Control is turned ON.

If compressor seems to run too long:

e Check to see that condenser, located on back of
freezer, is free of dust and lint.

e Onhot summer days orif room is hot, compressor will
run longer to provide the correct amount of cooling.

e If large amounts of unfrozen food have been put
into the freezer, compressor will run longer.

e Check fo see that there is enough air circulation
space above and in back of the freezer.
