The Temperaiure Alarm (located on the right
side of the base grille) works together with an
electronic Temperature Sensor {located inside
the freezer — sensing freezer airtemperature) to
alert the user to an abnormal condition which
has caused freezer air temperature to rise to a
level which may be unsafe for frozen food stor-
age. It is designed to sound a continuous tone if
the freezer becomes warm.

Freezer temperature may become too warm
if...
¢ The door is not tightly closed.

* The door has been opened oo many times, or
has been left open too long.

¢ The Cold Control is not set correctly.

¢ A large food load has been added.

¢ The freezer is disconnected.

e There has been a power failure, or a circuit-
breaker is tripped or a fuse blown.

Adjusting cold control...

e Turn :ontrol to higher number for colder
temperatures.

e Turntc lower number for less cold temperatures.

Cooling freezer first...

e Allow 'reezer to cool 6 to 8 hours before filling
with frozen food.

e Let it cool overnight before adding large
amount of unfrozen food.

Note: Wnen freezer is first started the compressor
will run constantly until the cabinet is cooled. It
may tak e up to 6 to 8 hours or longer, depending
on roon' temperature and the number of times
the free.er dooris opened.

Afterthe cabinet is cooled the compressor will
turn on and off as needed to keep freezer at.

Make sure you know why the freezer became
toowarnn.Ifthe problemisserious (powerfailure)
and ser’ice or assistance is needed, see page
1. If the problem is simple (door open, freezer
unplugged) correct if. Move the switch back to
ON whe the freezer is cold again.

The bzeping that indicates a failing battery
cannot e stopped by moving the Temperature
Alarm Switch to OFF. It can be stopped only by
removir g the baftery.Replace immediately with
a 9-volt alkaline battery.

Checl the battery often
by moving the Tempera-
fure Alarm Swiich to the
TEST pcsition. The alarm
should s>und a confinuous
tone, reciardless of freezer
air temyperature. If the alarm doesn’t sound a
tone wit'1 the switch in the TEST position, replace
the battery immediately.

Cleaning your freezer

This freezer should be cleaned when frost has
built up to about 4 inch (6 mm) thickness. Com-
plete defrosting and cleaning should be done at
least once a year In high humidity areas, a freezer
may need more frequent defrosting.

To defrost and clean:

1. Turn Cold Control to OFF.

2. Unplug power cord.

3. Take out all food and removable parts.

When freezer has cooled to a safe storage
temperature, it may be loaded with frozen
food.

When you plan to freeze unfrozen food,
see the following chart for the amount to
freeze at one time.

“These amounts are based on USDA recom-
mendations. If too many packages of un-
frozen food are packed at one time into the
freezer, the rate of freezing is too slow. Poor
quality products result.

Packaging and sealing food...

Airtight packaging is important in freezing
foods. Containers and wrappings should be
moisture and vapor-proof and packages
should be sealed carefully to keep moisture
in and air out.

Freezer burn can result if food is not prop-
erly wrapped. When this happens food de-
hydrates and is of poor quality.

To wrap foods

1. Cutsheet of wrapping material about one-
third longer than distance around food to
be wrapped. Place wrapping sheet on
flat surface with food in center of sheet.

2. Bring front and back of wrapping to-
gether and fold in toward food, making at
leastiwo one-inch (2.5 cm) folds until food
fits tig 1tly against wrapping.

3. Crease ends close to food to eliminate air
pockeats.

4. Press all airfrom package. Fold each end
over twice. Make sure fold is tight and
fasten against end of package with
freezerr tape.

NOTE: When packaging meats that have not
been buned, pad sharp edges with extra
wrap or use stockinette to protect against
tearing or puncturing.

Use heavy-duty aluminum freezer foil, kraft
paper with cellophane bonded to it, special
freezer bags, jars, cartons and freezer seal-
ing tape for packaging your food items. You'l
find ther at the supermarket or freezer dealer.

3. Add more unfrozen food after first load is
frozen (approximately 18 to 24 hours).

4. Afterall food is frozen, return Cold Control
to the usual setting.

Storing frozen food...

Atfter food is frozen, stack packages any-
where in the freezer. Packages should not
extend beyond the shelf edge or they may
keep the door from closing and sealing
properly. . :

Glide-out basket — Store heavy and
bulky packages here. Basket should be in
place at all times for proper air cir-

culation.

Door storage — Store packages on the door
shelves behind the retaining bar.

Energy saving tips...

e Check door gasket and level freezer to as-
sure a good door seal.

e Keep door openings to a minimum. Re-
move several items at one time. Keep con-
tents organized to eliminate searching.

e Fill to capacity. Follow recommended pro-
cedures for freezing foods.

e Set Cold Control to provide temperatures
around 0°F (-17.8°C). There is no need to
store foods below 0°F

e Keep door locked to insure door closure.

e Clean condenser coils frequently.

e Do notlet frost build up to more than '4 inch
(6 mm) thick. Efficiency is reduced.

e Keep Power Saving Control on OFF when
humidity is low.

Performance problems often result from little things
you can find and fix yourself without tools of any kind.

It electricity goes off:
Learn how long power will be off by calling the
power company.

e If service is to be infterrupted 24 hours or les
i

keep freezer closed. Most food will stay frozen.

e If service is to be interrupted longer than 24
hours, do this:

1. Remove ail frozen food and store in a frozen
food locker. Or...

2. Place dry ice on top of food, using as large
pieces as possible. Protect your hands with
gloves when using dry ice.

3. If neither food locker storage or dry ice is
available, use or can perishable food at

* The length of time food will stay frozen depends
on several factors. For instance: a full freezer
will remain cold longer than a freezer only par-
fially filled. And a freezer full of meat will stay
cold longer than a freezer filled with baked
goods. Also, ifthe food still contains ice crystals,
it may be safely refrozen, although the quality
and flavor may be affected. Use this food as
soon as convenient. If the condition of the food
is poor or is in any way questionable, it is wise
to dispose of it.

If freezer stops running:

e Checkto see if power cord is plugged into the
outlet.

e Check fuse box or circuit breaker.
e Check electric company for a power failure.
e Be sure COLD CONTROL is turned on.

If compressor seems to run too long:

e Check to see that condenser, located on back
of freezer, is free of dust and lint.

e On hot summer days or if room is hot, compres-
sor will run longer to provide correct amount of
cooling.

¢ If large amounts of unfrozen food have been
put info the freezer, compressor will run longer.

¢ Check to see that there is enough air circula-
tion space above and in back of freezer.
