It may
take up to 610 8 hours or longer, depending on room
temperature and the number of times the freezer
door I1s opened.

After the cabinet is cooled, the compressor will
turn ON and OFF as needed to keep the freezer at
the proper temperature.

Packaging and sealing food...

Airtight packaging is important in freezing
foods. Containers and wrappings should be ‘
moisture and vapor-proof and packages should 4. Press all air from package. Fold each end over

be sealed carefully to keep moisture in and air twice. Make sure fold is tight and fasten
out. against end of package with freezer tape.

NOTE: When packaging meats that have not
been boned, pad sharp edges with extra wrap
or use stockinette to protect against tearing or
puncturing.

Use heavy-duty aluminum freezer foil, kraft pa-
per with cellophane bonded to it, special freezer
bags, jars, cartons and freezer sealing tape for
packaging your food items, You'll find them at the
supermarket or freezer dedler,

The length of time food will stay frozen depends on
several factors. Forinstance: afull freezer willremain
cold ionger than a freezer partially filled. And a
freezer fuli of meat will stay cold longer thar a
freezer filled with baked goods. Also, If the food still
contains 1ce crystals, it may be safely refrozen, al-
though the quality and flavor may e affected. Use
this food as soon as convenient. If the condition of
the food is poor or 1s in any way questionable, it is
wise 1o dispose of it

If treezer stops running:

e Check to see f power cord 15 plugged into the
outlet

e Check fuse box or circuit breaker

e Check electric ~ompany for a power failure

* Be sure Temperature Control is turned ON

It compressor seems to run too long:
