As a safety
feature, this plug will fit in a polarized outlet
only one way. If the plug does not fit fully in
the outlet, reverse the plug. If it still does not
fit, contact a qualified electrician. Do not
attempt to defeat this safety feature.

3. To clean grille, make sure dryer is turned off and plug
is pulled out of socket. Use a soft bristle brush to
gently remove any particles that are lodged in grille
openings. If unit is dirty, wipe clean with a damp cloth.

STORAGE

When not in use, unplug the unit. Allow it to cool and store
out of reach of children in a safe, dry location.

Never wrap cord around the appliance, as this will
cause the cord to wear prematurely and break. Handle
cord carefully for long life and avoid jerking, twisting
or straining, especially at plug connections.
