Safety information

A\ Risk of electrocution!

Connect the hair dryer only to a correctly installed
wall power socket providing electrical energy at
the level detailed on the rating plate.

Under no circumstances may the Professional
Hair Dryer be submerged in fluids, or fluids be
permitted to enter the housing of the Professional

Hair Dryer. Do not expose the appliance to hu-

midity and do not use it outdoors. Should li-
quids enter the housing, unplug the appliance
from the power socket immediately and arrange
for it to be repaired by a qualified technician.

@ Never use the appliance near water, particu-

larly not near sinks, baths or other vessels.
The proximity of moisture presents a risk, even
when the appliance is switched off.

After use, always remove the plug from the

power socket. As additional protection, the in-

stallation of a faulty-current protection unit
with an activation power rating of not more
than 30 mA is recommended for the power
circuit in the bathroom. Ask your electrician
for advice.

Remove the plug of the Professional Hair Dryer
from the power socket in the event of functional
irregularity and before cleaning the appliance.
To disconnect, pull only on the plug itself, not on
the cable.

Do not wrap the power cable around the Profes-
sional Hair Dryer and protect it from damage.
Should the power supply cable of this appliance
become damaged, to avoid risks it must be re-
placed by the manufacturer, his Customer Service

or a similarly qualified person.

To avoid the risk of personal injury, arrange for
damaged power cables to be exchanged by
specialists before continuing to use the appliance.
Do not pinch or squeeze the power cable and
lay it in such a way that no one can tread on or
trip over it.

Do not use extension cables.

Never touch or handle the Professional Hair
Dryer, the power cale or plug with wet hands.
Immediately separate the Professional Hair
Dryer from the power source after use. The
appliance is completely free of electrical power
only when you unplug it .

You are not permitted to open the housing of
the Professional Hair Dryer or carry out repairs
to it.

Heat and blower levels
= Insert the plug into a wall socket.

The hair dryer is fitted with two function switches.
With these you can separately select the strength
of the air flow (Blower switch @) and the level of
heat (Heat level switch @):

Blower levels 1&
0 Hairdryer is off

1 Lower level air flow
2 Upper level airflow

2 Low heat setting
3 High heat setting

> After use, switch the appliance off by moving
the blower switch @ into the position “0”. Then
remove the plug from the wall socket.




Cool level

With the cool level button §>I<§ @ you can create

a cold air stream with every combination of air and
heat levels.

lonic Function

With the lon switch @ you can additionally switch
in the ionic function with every combination of blower
and heat level combinations.

When drying hair using a "normal" hair dryer, the
hair fends to charge itself with static and then begins
to "fly".

The ionic function generates negatively charged
ions. These are brought to the hair by the air flow.
Thereby, the positive static charge in the hair is
neutralised and voided. The hair will be soft,
supple, shiny and easier to style.

Drying and styling hair

> To quickly dry hair, we recommend first of all
using a high blower and heater setting for a
short period. Also, place the ion switch at the
position @ on “ 7\ ". After drying the hair,
switch to a lower blower and heat level to shape
the hairstyle.

With the supplied concentrator @ you can utilise
the air flow specifically for styling:

e Place the concentrator @ on the front of the hair
dryer: Ensure that one of the plastic latches on the
concentrator @ engages into the guide rail on the
hair dryer. Turn the concentrator @ until it is firmly
seated and clicks into place.

Turn the concentrator @ in the opposite direcfion
and pull it away to the front if you want to use
a wider air stream.

If you wish to dry your hair particulary gently, or for

the so-called “air-dryed permanent wave”, use the

finger diffusor @.

> For this, first of all remove the concentrator @
and then replace it with the finger diffusor @:

* Ensure that one of the plastic latches on the finger
diffusor @ engages into the guide rail on the
hair dryer. Turn the finger diffusor @ until it
engages and sits firmly.

> Before you comb your hair out allow it to cool,
so that the styling retains its form.

> To cool your hair you can use the button ;';Id; (7]
or level 1 of the heat setting switch @.

A\ Attention!
First pack and transport the hair dryer when it
has completely cooled down.
Otherwise it could damage other items.

Cleaning

A Danger of electric shock
ALWAYS remove the plug from the power socket
before cleaning the hair dryer.

A Danger of an electrical shock!
After being cleaned, the hair dryer must be
completely dry before using it again.

Cleaning the housing
> To clean the housing, use a soft cloth moistened
with a mild soapy solution.




Cleaning the air suction grill

/A Fire hazard!
Clean the air suction grill @ at regular intervals
with a soft brush.

= lightly press together the two tabs on the air inta-

ke grille @ that grip right and left into the hou-
sing of the hairdryer. At the same time, pull the
air suction grill @ to the rear.

> Clean the opening of the air intake grille @ with
a soft brush.

> Place the air suction grill @ back onto the hair
dryer so that the tabs grip into the rails on the
housing of the hairdryer. Push the air intake grille
@ back on until it perceptibly engages.

Troubleshooting

Disposal

Should your Hair Dryer not function as expected,
first remove the plug from the wall socket and allow
the appliance to cool down for a few minutes.
The appliance is fitted with an overheating protec-
tor! Should the appliance still not function, consult
the service department detailed in the chapter
"Warranty and service".

E Do not dispose of the appliance in your
