Bluetooth® wireless

Your phone supports Bluetooth wireless
connections. You can connect your phone
with a Bluetooth headset or car kit to make
handsfree calls. You can also connect your
phone with a phone or computer that
supports Bluetooth connections to exchange
files.

Your phone is a Bluetooth Class 1 device,
which means it can connect to other
Bluetooth devices up to 320 feet away (rather
than 32 feet away, as with Bluetooth Class 2
devices).

Note: Your phone's Bluetooth features and
Bluetooth Class 1 power levels are not
allowed for outdoor operation in France. To
avoid unlawful interference with radio
signals, do not use the Bluetooth features
in France unless you are indoors.
