Insert the SIM card and battery

Note:  Switch off the power and disconnect the charger and any other device
before removing the covers. Avoid touching electronic components while changing the
covers. Always store and use the device with the covers attached.

The SIM card and its contacts can be easily damaged by scratches or bending, so be
careful when handling, inserting, or removing the card.

1 Open the back cover, and remove it.
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2 Remove the battery.

3 Open the SIM card holder. Insert the SIM card into the holder with the bevelled corner
facing down and the contact surface area facing toward the contacts of the device.
The side with the bevelled corner fits below the rim of the device. Close the SIM card
holder.

4 Line up the battery contacts, and insert the battery.
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5 Place the battery cover on the device, that the hooks at the upper part of the cover
are aligned with the corresponding recesses on the device. Slide the back cover to
close it.

Insert and remove the memory card

Use only compatible microSD cards approved by Nokia for use with this device. Nokia
uses approved industry standards for memory cards, but some brands may not be fully
compatible with this device. Incompatible cards may damage the card and the device
and corrupt data stored on the card.

Your device supports microSD cards with a capacity of up to 8 GB. The size of a single
file must not exceed 2 GB.

Insert the memory card

Charge the battery
Your battery has been partially charged at the factory. If the device indicates a low
charge, do the following:

1 Connect the charger to a wall outlet.

2 Connect the charger to the device.
3 When the device indicates a full charge, disconnect the charger from the device,

then from the wall outlet.

You can also charge the battery with a USB cable, using power from a computer.

1 Connect the USB cable to a USB port of a computer and to your device.
2 When the battery is fully charged, disconnect the USB cable.

If the battery is completely discharged, USB charging may not work. Use the charger
instead.

You do not need to charge the battery for a specific length of time, and you can use the
device while it is charging.

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GSM antenna

Bluetooth wireless technology

generic audio/video distribution. To ensure interoperability between other devices
supporting Bluetooth technology, use Nokia approved accessories for this model. Check
with the manufacturers of other devices to determine their compatibility with this
device.

Features using Bluetooth technology increase the demand on battery power and reduce
the battery life.

0, if necessary, and the phone number.

Redial a number
To access the list of dialled numbers, in the home screen , press the call key. Select a
number or name, and press the call key.

Select Menu > Contacts and Names. Select a contact, and press the call key.

Answer an incoming call

Mute the ringing tone
Select Silence.
When the fold is closed, press a volume key.

Reject an incoming call
Press the end key.
When the fold is closed, press and hold a volume key.

Adjust the volume in a call
Use the volume keys.
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Make a video call
In a video call, the video recorded with the front camera on your device is shown to the
video call recipient. To make a video call, you must have a USIM card and be connected
to a WCDMA network. For availability and subscription to video call services, contact your
service provider. The video call can be made to a compatible device or an ISDN client
between two parties. Video calls cannot be made while another voice, video, or data
call is active.

1 To start a video call, enter the phone number, including the area code.
2 Press and hold the call key, or select Options > Video call.

Starting a video call may take a while. If the call is not successful, you are asked to
try making a voice call or to send a message instead.

3 To end the call, press the end key.

1 In the home screen, press and hold the right selection key. A short tone sounds, and
Speak after the tone is displayed.

Call settings

Call divert  — Divert your incoming calls (network service). You may not be able to
divert your calls if some call barring functions are active. 
Anykey answer  — Answer an incoming call by briefly pressing any key, except the
power key, the left and right selection keys, or the end key.
Automatic redial  — The device redials the number automatically if a call fails. The
device tries to call the number 10 times.
Video-voice redial  —  The device automatically makes a voice call to the same number
to which a video call has failed.
Voice clarity  — Improve speech intelligibility, especially in noisy environments.
Speed dialling  — Dial the names and phone numbers assigned to the number keys
(2-9) by pressing and holding the corresponding number key.
Call waiting  — The network notifies you of an incoming call while you have a call in
progress (network service).
Call dur. display  — Display the duration of the call in progress.
Summary after call  — Briefly display the approximate duration after each call.
Send my caller ID  — Show your phone number to the person you are calling (network
service). To use the setting agreed upon with your service provider, select Set by
network.
Outgoing call line  — Select the phone line for making calls, if your SIM card supports
multiple phone lines (network service).
Answ. on fold open  — Answer or end a call by opening or closing the fold.

Text and messages
Write text, and create messages and notes.

Write text
Text input modes
To enter text, for example, when writing messages, you can use traditional  or
predictive  text input.

, , and  indicate the character cases.  indicates number mode.

Switch between text input modes
Select and hold Options. Not all languages are supported by predictive text input.
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Switch between character cases
Press #.

Switch between letter and number modes
Press and hold #.

Set the writing language
Select Options > More > Writing language.

Traditional text input

Write a word
Press a number key, 2-9, repeatedly until the desired character is displayed. The
available characters depend on the selected writing language. If the next letter you
want to enter is located on the same key as the present one, wait until the cursor is
displayed, and enter the letter.

Insert common punctuation marks
Press 1 repeatedly.

Insert special characters
Press *, and select a character from the list.

Insert a space
Press 0.

Predictive text input
Predictive text input is based on a built-in dictionary to which you can also add new
words.

Write a word
Press number keys, 2-9. Press each key only once for one letter.

Confirm a word
Scroll right, or press 0 to add a space.

If the proposed word is not correct, press * repeatedly, and select the desired word from
the list.

Text and multimedia messages

Multimedia messages are indicated with an icon at the top of the display.

Service providers may charge differently depending on the message type. For details,
contact your service provider.

Nokia Xpress audio messages 
Create and send audio messages using MMS in a convenient way.

Message settings
Select Menu > Messaging and More > Msg. settings.

Music and videos
Your device includes a media player for playing songs and video clips. Music and video
files stored in the music folder in the device memory or on the memory card are
automatically detected and added to the video or music library.

You can access various internet services with your device browser (network service).

Select Options > Change provider.

After you connect to the service, you can start browsing its pages. The function of the
device keys may vary in different services. Follow the instructions. For more information,
contact your service provider.

Web uploads
On the web page of your online sharing service, you can view uploaded images and
video clips and modify settings (network service).

Select Menu > Internet and Web uploads.

Open an online sharing service
Select an online sharing service and a link offered by the service.
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Modify settings
When an online sharing service is open, select Options > Settings.

Browser settings
While browsing the web, select Options > Settings and from the following:
Display  — Select the font size, whether images are displayed, and how the text is
displayed.
General  — Select the encoding type for the contents, whether web addresses are sent
as Unicode (UTF-8), and whether JavaScript™ is enabled.

The available options may vary.

Cache memory
A cache is a memory location that is used to store data temporarily. If you have tried to
access or have accessed confidential information requiring passwords, empty the cache
after each use. The information or services you have accessed are stored in the cache.

A cookie is data that a site saves in the cache memory of your device. Cookies are saved
until you clear the cache memory.

Clear the cache
While browsing, select Options > Tools > Clear the cache.

Allow or prevent cookies
Select Menu > Internet and Web settings > Security > Cookies.

Browser security
Security features may be required for some services, such as banking services or online
shopping. For such connections you need security certificates and possibly a security
module, which may be available on your SIM card. For more information, contact your
service provider.

To view or modify the security module settings, or to view a list of authority or user
certificates downloaded to your device, select Menu > Settings and Security >
Security module, Auth. certificates, or User certificates.

Important:  Even if the use of certificates makes the risks involved in remote
connections and software installation considerably smaller, they must be used correctly
in order to benefit from increased security. The existence of a certificate does not offer
any protection by itself; the certificate manager must contain correct, authentic, or
trusted certificates for increased security to be available. Certificates have a restricted
lifetime. If "Expired certificate" or "Certificate not valid yet" is shown, even if the
certificate should be valid, check that the current date and time in your device are
correct.
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Before changing any certificate settings, you must make sure that you really trust the
owner of the certificate and that the certificate really belongs to the listed owner.

Select Menu > Applications > Extras and Options > Downloads > App.
downloads or Game downloads; the list of available bookmarks is shown.

Download using your PC
Download applications and games to your PC and use PC Suite to install them on your
device.

For the availability of different services and pricing, contact your service provider.

Maps

With Maps, you can browse maps for different cities and countries, search for addresses
and different points of interest, plan routes from one location to another, see your
current location on the map if you have a GPS connection, and save locations and send
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them to compatible devices. You can also purchase a licence for a navigation service
with voice guidance. This service is not available for all countries or regions.

About Maps
If there are maps available in your device or on an inserted memory card, you can browse
them without an internet connection. When you browse to an area which is not covered
by the maps already downloaded in your device, a map for the area is automatically
downloaded through the internet. You may be prompted to select an access point to
use with the internet connection.

Downloading maps may involve the transmission of large amounts of data through your
service provider's network. Contact your service provider for information about data
transmission charges.

You can also use the Nokia Map Loader PC software to download maps to your device.

About GPS
The Global Positioning System (GPS) is operated by the government of the United States,
which is solely responsible for its accuracy and maintenance. The accuracy of location
data can be affected by adjustments to GPS satellites made by the United States
government and is subject to change with the United States Department of Defense civil
GPS policy and the Federal Radionavigation Plan. Accuracy can also be affected by poor
satellite geometry. Availability and quality of GPS signals may be affected by your
location, buildings, natural obstacles, and weather conditions. GPS signals may not be
available inside buildings or underground and may be impaired by materials such as
concrete and metal.

GPS should not be used for precise location measurement, and you should never rely
solely on location data from the GPS receiver and cellular radio networks for positioning
or navigation.

The trip meter has limited accuracy, and rounding errors may occur. Accuracy can also
be affected by availability and quality of GPS signals.

GPS receiver
Your device has an internal GPS receiver. For the best signal from the satellites, place
your device in a position with an unobstructed view to the sky.

You can use GPS to support the Maps application. Find out your location, or measure
distances and plot coordinates.

You can upgrade Maps to a full navigation system to be used by car and by foot. You
need a regional licence for the full navigation system. The car navigation is fully voice-
guided with two and three-dimensional map views. Pedestrian navigation is limited to
a speed of 30 km/h (18.6 miles/h) and provides no voice guidance. The navigation
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service is not available for all countries and regions. For details, see your local Nokia
website.

Select Menu > Applications > Calculator.

This calculator has limited accuracy and is designed for simple calculations.

Select Menu > Applications > Countd. timer.

Normal timer
1 Select Normal timer, enter a time, and write a note that is displayed when the time

expires.
2 Select Start.

Interval timer
To have an interval timer with up to 10 intervals started, do the following:

Stopwatch

Battery
Battery and charger information
Your device is powered by a rechargeable battery. The battery intended for use with this device is BL-4S. Nokia may make
additional battery models available for this device. This device is intended for use when supplied with power from the following
chargers: AC-8/AC-15. The exact charger model number may vary depending on the type of plug. The plug variant is identified
by one of the following: E, EB, X, AR, U, A, C, K, or UB.

The battery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times, but it will eventually wear out. When the talk and standby times
are noticeably shorter than normal, replace the battery. Use only Nokia approved batteries, and recharge your battery only with
Nokia approved chargers designated for this device.

If a battery is being used for the first time or if the battery has not been used for a prolonged period, it may be necessary to
connect the charger, then disconnect and reconnect it to begin charging the battery. If the battery is completely discharged, it
may take several minutes before the charging indicator appears on the display or before any calls can be made.

Safe removal. Always switch the device off and disconnect the charger before removing the battery.

Proper charging. Unplug the charger from the electrical plug and the device when not in use. Do not leave a fully charged battery
connected to a charger, since overcharging may shorten its lifetime. If left unused, a fully charged battery will lose its charge
over time.

Avoid extreme temperatures. Always try to keep the battery between 15°C and 25°C (59°F and 77°F). Extreme temperatures
reduce the capacity and lifetime of the battery. A device with a hot or cold battery may not work temporarily. Battery
performance is particularly limited in temperatures well below freezing.

Do not short-circuit. Accidental short-circuiting can occur when a metallic object such as a coin, clip, or pen causes direct
connection of the positive (+) and negative (-) terminals of the battery. (These look like metal strips on the battery.) This might
happen, for example, when you carry a spare battery in your pocket or purse. Short-circuiting the terminals may damage the
battery or the connecting object.

Disposal. Do not dispose of batteries in a fire as they may explode. Dispose of batteries according to local regulations. Please
recycle when possible. Do not dispose as household waste.

Leak. Do not dismantle, cut, open, crush, bend, puncture, or shred cells or batteries. In the event of a battery leak, prevent
battery liquid contact with skin or eyes. If this happens, flush the affected areas immediately with water, or seek medical help.

• Do not use or store the device in dusty, dirty areas. Its moving parts and electronic components can be damaged.
• Do not store the device in high or cold temperature. High temperatures can shorten the life of electronic devices, damage

batteries, and warp or melt certain plastics. When the device warms to its normal temperature from a cold temperature,
moisture can form inside the device and damage electronic circuit boards.
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• Do not attempt to open the device other than as instructed in this guide.
• Do not drop, knock, or shake the device. Rough handling can break internal circuit boards and fine mechanics.
• Do not use harsh chemicals, cleaning solvents, or strong detergents to clean the device. Only use a soft, clean, dry cloth

Operating environment
This device meets RF exposure guidelines in the normal use position at the ear or at least 1.5 centimetres (5/8 inch)away from
the body. Any carry case, belt clip, or holder for body-worn operation should not contain metal and should position the device
the above-stated distance from your body.

To send data files or messages requires a quality connection to the network. Data files or messages may be delayed until such
a connection is available. Follow the separation distance instructions until the transmission is completed.

Medical devices
Operation of radio transmitting equipment, including wireless phones, may interfere with the function of inadequately
protected medical devices.

To make an emergency call:

1 If the device is not on, switch it on. Check for adequate signal strength. Depending on your device, you may also need to
complete the following:

• Insert a SIM card if your device uses one.
• Remove certain call restrictions you have activated in your device.
• Change your profile from Offline or Flight profile to an active profile.

2 Press the end key as many times as needed to clear the display and ready the device for calls.
3 Enter the official emergency number for your present location. Emergency numbers vary by location.
4 Press the call key.

When making an emergency call, give all the necessary information as accurately as possible. Your wireless device may be the
only means of communication at the scene of an accident. Do not end the call until given permission to do so.
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Certification information (SAR)
This mobile device meets guidelines for exposure to radio waves.

Your mobile device is a radio transmitter and receiver. It is designed not to exceed the limits for exposure to radio waves
recommended by international guidelines. These guidelines were developed by the independent scientific organisation ICNIRP
and include safety margins designed to assure the protection of all persons, regardless of age and health.

The exposure guidelines for mobile devices employ a unit of measurement known as the Specific Absorption Rate or SAR. The
SAR limit stated in the ICNIRP guidelines is 2.0 watts/kilogram (W/kg) averaged over 10 grams of tissue.
