1. Slide the battery door in the direction the arrows are
pointing to reveal battery compartment.

CONNECTING TO YOUR TV
Your Singing Machine is designed to connect to your TV the same way you would connect most video
cameras, DVD players or video game consoles.

Please follow the steps below to display lyrics on the TV screen:

(1) Locate the multi-colored RCA cables.

(2) Connect the RCA video cable (Yellow) to the VIDEO OUT jack and the audio cables (White and Red)
to the AUDIO OUT jacks located on the side of your Singing Machine.

(3) Connect the opposite end of the RCA video cable (Yellow) to the VIDEO IN jack and the audio

cables (White and Red) to the AUDIO IN jacks on your TV. —

LINE IN CONNECTION

Your Singing Machine has the capability of playing your
digital music device (e.g. iPod/MP3 player, etc.) by
connecting it to the LINE IN jack on your Singing
Machine and simply powering the device on.

You should have to connect your device by using an
appropriate cable (#3.5mm audio cable not included).
LINE IN function can always be switched ON once the
audio cable is plugged.

TURNING POWER ON/OFF
To turn on the unit, press the ON/OFF button, the ON/OFF LED
indicator will light up.

To turn it off, press the ON/OFF button again, the ON/OFF LED

LOADING A DISC
Open the CD door, place a disc in the compartment and
gently close the CD door. The LED on your Singing
Machine will display the number of tracks recorded on
your disc. In the event a CD is not placed in the compart-
ment, the LED will display “-=". When a CDG disc is placed
into the CD compartment properly, the CDG indicator will
illuminate.)
NOTE
— Pressing the PLAY/PAUSE button repeatedly

when playing a CD+G will cause a d/storted

image to display on your TV screen.
- Never place anything except a compact disc

on the disc tray. Foreign objects can damage

the unit.
- Only place one disc on the tray at a time.

PLAY/PAUSE

Adjust the MASTER VOLUME control on your unit to a
comfortable level.

| Press the PLAY/PAUSE button. The first track “I” will
| display on the LED of the unit and the PLAY/PAUSE LED
= will illuminate.

| To temporarily stop playing, press the PLAY/PAUSE
| button. The PLAY/PAUSE LED indicator will flash.

To resume play, press this button again.

NOTE: Pressing pause repeatedly when a CDG is playing
may cause distorted lyrics on your screen. Any distortion
will remain on the screen until it is refreshed either during
an instrumental break or when the song is stopped and/or
when the song is started from the beginning.

STOP

If the STOP button is pressed in the course of playing, the
disc will cease to play. (Total number of tracks will be
shown on the LED window.)

MASTER VOLUME

Rotate the MASTER VOLUME control to obtain the
desired sound level.

Note: The MIC volume must be adjusted simultaneously
with the master volume level.

SKIP AND SEARCH

You can always skip forward or back to your desired track
number by pressing the SKIP buttons. When playing any
audio CD, press and hold the SKIP button. The CD will
search at high speed in the forward or backward direction.
Normal play will continue when you release the button.

 OPERATION

REPEAT

To repeat the track currently playing, press the
REPEAT button once. The REPEAT LED will flash. To
repeat all tracks, press the REPEAT button twice. The
REPEAT LED will light up and stay lit. Press the
PLAY/PAUSE button to begin.

To clear the repeat function, press the REPEAT button
again. REPEAT LED will turn off.

PROGRAM

Use the PROGRAM button to program and play songs in
a pre-selected order.

1. Programming should be done in the STOP mode
only. Press the PROGRAM button until the PROGRAM
LED flashes. The track will read “I”. Then press the
SKIP buttons to select a desired track.

2. Press the PROGRAM button to confirm the entry.
You can repeat the same steps up to a maximum of 20
tracks.

3. Press the PLAY button after you've completed
programming and you are ready to start singing.

Press the STOP button twice to clear all the

programmed entries.

KARAOKE FUNCTIONS

Sing along with the music by plugging in the provided microphone into either one of the microphone

jacks on the unit.

WARNING: Tapping or dropping the microphone can permanently damage your microphone. Resist

the urge to swing the microphone around by the cord.

MIC VOLUME
Adjust the MIC VOLUME control to a desired level to
obtain the best performance.

WARNING: To avoid microphone feedback, do not hold
the microphone too close to the speakers.

AUTO VOICE CONTROL (MULTIPLEX DISCS ONLY)
Allows you to replace the lead singers'voice with your
own when playing a multiplex recording. The vocals on
the multiplex recording will be muted when using the
microphone. When the microphone is not in use, the
pre-recorded vocals will resume on a multiplex disc.
The Auto Voice Control can be activated by pressing
the A.V.C. ON/OFF button.

BALANCE

Allows you to eliminate the lead singers’ voice by rotat-
ing the knob to the left when playing a multiplex
recording or eliminate the music when rotating the
knob to the right.

NOTE: When playing an audio CD or music only record-
ing, the balance knob will shift the recording to the
right or left speaker.

ECHO

Adjust the ECHO control to enhance the singers’ voice
for a concert hall effect.

If you have followed the instructions and are having difficulty operating the unit; locate the problem
listed on the left hand column below and check the corresponding possible cause column to locate and

remedy the problem.
